RECEIPTS FOR
THE HALF YEAR

TIMBER AND LANDS
GAVE GREAT RETURNS

Curiosity Increased asto Where Sur-
plus Has Gone Within Past
Few Months.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Yesterday afternoon the minister of
finance presented the return, showing
the receipts and expenditures.of the
province for the six months ending De-
cember 31st, 1906. It shows that there
was a total of $1,775,580 received by the
province from various sources, and that
the expenditure for the same period
was $1,178,798, which would leave a
very good surplus. But it is explained
in the return that there has also been
paid in London the sum of $229,812 for
the half yearly interest on sinking
fund. But even with this deducted it
will be seen that there was at the close
of the last calendar year a very fair
surplus.

In view of these circumstances the
statement that the surplus which the
government had at the end of the fiscal
year, June, 1906, has been dissipated for
the most part as the government organ,
the News-Advertiser says, arouses still
greater curiosity as to what the extra-

ordinary expenditures which have
swallowed all this surplus up have
been. It is evident that the dissipa-

tion—of the finances of course—has
been since the opening of the present
calendar year.

A return showing the receipts and
expenditures since the opening of the
vear 1907 to the present time would
therefore be very much desired by
members of the legislature.

The receipts from timber royalties
and licenses during the last half of the
year, 1906, show an enormous increase
over anything in the history of the
province at any former time. It was
$525,884, or considerably more than the
total returns under the same head for
the whole year pgevious. In connection
with the land sales, the receipts were
$374,499, or more than double the
amount which was derived from that
source during the whole year previous.

From the natural resources for the
province therefore the government-has
been deriving immense sums of money. |
During this six months referred to
there was expended on roads and
bridges $381,815, and on works and
buildings $132,818.

Women ‘Among Victims.
San Francisco, Cal.,, April 4—The fire

that destroyed the Geneva hotel is be-
lieved to have started in the kitchen
and had gained great headway before
it was discovered.

There were- 100 lodgers in the build-
ings, which burned like tinder, and
most of those that lost their lives were
caught asleep and roasted to death.

So rapidly did the fire spread that it
was impossible to. do much in the way
of rescue, and even when the fire de-
partment arrived the blaze was burn-
ing-fiercely, and the firemen were hard-
ly able to ‘place ladders against the
walls. They did, however, managed to
save a number of people in the very
{ top story.

In the work of rescue W. A. Cole, a
fireman, was thrown from a ladder, and
it is feared fatally injured.

The majority of the injured were hurt
in leaping from the upper windows.

A number of women are reported to
have been in the building, and all of
them are believed to have perished.

The exact number of dead cannot
vet be ascertained, but the proprietor
of the house is quoted as stating. that
it is not more than twelve.

One of the women who met her death
is Mrs. Pirpo, wire of the proprietor.

An adjoining lodging house was also
destroyed.”
