CON{ERNING THE THREE POINTS
; TAKEN.

.The followlng are among the positiona
taken by those who condemn the : govern*
ment for the sefzare of the Adams :—

(1) That while the act is justified by the
law it is bad pelicy, Inasmuch as it deprives
our fishsrmen of the opportunity of selling
bait.

(2) That the act though lawful is danger-
ous, seeing that it may lead to the re.
fusal of commercial privileges to Canadian
veasels o United Siates ports, and, perhaps
msy lead to war,

(3) Toat the seizure of the Adams may
bave been justifiable under the treaty of
1818, but is contrary to: the terms of com-
mercial treaties made subsequently,

(4) Toat even the treaty of 1818 does not
jostify the seizure of a forelgn vessel for
procuring bait in Canadian ports for use jn
fishing outalde the territorial waters of Can-
ada,

Ia regard to the first proposition it seems
to be the unanimous desire on the part of
the fishermen that the treaty should be
stiictiy enforced. 1t appears that the ex.
olusive use of the balt fishery off-
8cis  to our fishermen at lemst a
pect of the disadvantage under which
th-y labor in respect to duties, Moreover,
tbe demand for bait exceeds the supply and
tte advaatage sffirded by a free market
places the American fishermen ia a position

to cutbid the Canadlan in the balt market,
Lastly, in order to protect the fisherles with"
in the Canadian limit, 1t is almost indispena-
abls that United States fishermen should nog
be allowed to oross the three mile line, ex-
cept for necessary food, water, or other such
purposes as are included in the claims of
ho-pitality.

The second claim must be left cut of con-
sideraticn, If we are demanding our lawfn!
rights urder the treaty now in force, a treaty
wkich the United States has refused *to
ohaoge, therecan be no danger of a war.
For the government of the United Sta‘es
will surely nof fight for the abrogation cf a
treaty, after refusing to megoilate for the

peaceful abrogation of that treaty, The im.
position by the United States of correspond-
Ing restriotions on Canadian trading vessels
weuld ecarcely be retaliation In kind, for the
Adams is vo$ s trading vessel but a fishing
vessel.

A MISCHIEF-MAKING JOURNALIST

The St John Gloa seems to take a
malicious delight In representing that the
precautions taken to preserve to our fisher-
men their treaty rights are caloulated ‘to
annoy and Irritate” the American people.
These latter, the Globe maintains, are *'high
spirited,” The Americans, according to the
Globe, ‘‘are mot to be badgered Into any
course of actiod by any other nation, much
less by the colonial dependency of a Earo-
peav power.” The, Qlobe speaks of the en-
forcement of the treaty ae-*'s serles of petty
annoyances,’” and charges that Canadians are
‘*disposed to worry - the United States be-
cause the latter declines to enter into a new
fishery treaty.”

This is almost exactly the language of

Senator Frye. That political demagogue
and blusterer has been trying fo make it ap-
pear that Canads is guarding ‘her fisherles
for no other purpose than to be revenged on
the United States. He has declared that
Canada is trylog to worry and annoy the
Amerlcan fishermen in order to badger the
natlon, He has spoken with almost as much
contempt as has the Globe of the colonial
dependency of a Earopean power. Senator
Frye had an object. He has been trying to
prejudice the people of the United States
against Canada, and to prevent anything like
a settlement of the fishery quesation. The
editor of the Globe seems to be working to
the same end.
Both the senator and the editor know
that there is no desire to annoy or worry the
United States people. No Glouocester fish-
Ing vessel will be denled the shelter of a
Canadian harbor, no such schooner wonld be
refused supplies of food and water, or any
other of the clalms of hospitality. We re-
fuse to share the use of our coast waters
with the American fishermen, not out of
spite, but because to do so would be robbing
eur own fishermen of their meaas of earning a
llving, For exactly the same reason we do
nok share the privilege of procuring balt. A
person of sinister mind, disposed to create
111 feellng can of course state this case as well
as all others wuatruly and offensively.
Such writing at the present time is calcu.
lated and evidently intemded to make the
people of the United States believe that Can-
adians are quarrelsome and malicious.

The Telegraph is a political frlend of the
Globe, and was a warm supporter of the Globe
editor in the recent election. Bat the 7T'ele-
graph is utterly disgusted with the Globe's
attitude on this question and accuses the
Globe of having taken sides either covertly
or openly against the Britleh empire and
Canada on the question of compensation tor
the fenian raids, on the headlands question,
and on this bait matter. The statements of
the Globe are characterized as unseemly and
unpatriotic utterances calculated to stimc-
late the poaching fishermen to further acts
of lawlessness, . : The T'elegraph sigunifioantly
stateathat had the/Globe editor dared to say
before the late elections what he says mow
his words might have been taken notice of
in a way to be remembered. Perhaps the

" Telegraph will bear this lsst hint in mind

Delay in Getting the Crulsers
Ready.

FRYE'S RETALIATION BILL PASSES THE
U. B. BENATE.

Haurax, May 17.— Dsspatches from Bad-
deck announce the seizure at St. Ann’s, C, B.»
twenty miles from that place and between Cape
North end Sydney, just at the mouth of the
Brss @’0Or Lakes, of tho Gloucester schoo ne
Ellen M. Donghity, Capt. Warren Doughty.

It appears that she arrived off that coast on
the 11th, secared twenty barrels of bait and
put to ses, but was drivea back by large guan.-
tities cf ics on that coast and putting into St.
Ann’s todsy was formally selzad by the sub-
collector, Campbell, for not repmting and en-
tering at the customs’ house and purchasing
bait,

Captaia Doughty claims that he had a per-
mit from $he collector at Portland, Ma., to
trade and has a perfect right to buy bait.

This second geizure, coming 8o zoon after the
seizure of the Adams, has created a big sensa-
tion in this city.

Consul General Phelsn will leave immedi.
ately for the scene of the seizure. The two
schooners now fitting out at this port will
proceed to sea immediately.

LATER.

{Special to THE Sun.)-

Havrrax; N, 8., May 17.—Later particalars
of the se’zure of the schoonmer Doughty at St.
Anr’s shows that she belonged to Portland,
Me.

Capt. Doughty in his statemant says that he

put into North Sydrey, but the collector of
customs there would not recognizs the permit
givea him by the collector at Portland aad
aathorizing him to enter the Canadian ports to
trade and make purchuses of bait, etc. Hs
then went up along the coast, entersd St
Ann’s barbor, which is one of the oldest settle-
ments in Cape Breton. Oa the 11th and on
the 13th he purchased twenty barrels of bait,
a8 he had a perfect right to do under his per-
mit The next day, the 14ih, he sailed, but
was foreed back to port again by the ice and
today was seized. He telegraphed the facts to
kis owners at Portland,
Ths collectors- of customs- are - keeping-o
sharp lockont on the movementa of American
fishermen James -A. Garfield and Edward
Trevoy, who are seeking bait in €ape Breton
waters,

The collectors of customs are exhibiting
great energy, far more so than the authorities
in Halifax ¢

The two cruisers have been lying in this
harbor several weeks. Neither of them have
their stores or guns on board. Their crews
have not even been shipped. A captain hss
only been appointed for one of them, that is
Capt. Lorway of Sydnsy to the schoomer L.
Houlett, It will be probably a week before
these can ba got ready for sea. -

Consul General Phelan was waiting in the
telegraph office-at midnight for the latest par-
ticulars of the seizure, He says that the
seizare of the Doughty will settle the guestion
of the valde of permits granted by the Ameri-
can collectors to Amorican fishermen to trade
in Canadian ports. These, he says, are issued
by virtus of a convention between the Uaited
Etates and Gieis Britain, subscquent to the
treaty of 1818, and he feels confident that the
Canadians are wrong on this point- and they
will be overruled by the action of Great
Britain,

WASHINGTON.

WasgIRGTON, May 17.—In the senate today,
the shipping bill was passed together with the
amendment offered by Frye, authorizing the

nt to issne a proclamation whenever he
may deem proper, nenﬁlng to vessels of for-
eign countries such privileges as ars denied in
such foreign countries to vessels of the United
States. This is a provision autherizing retali-
ation for the recent action of the Dominion of
Canada in excluding United States vessels
from certain privileges in Caunadian ports, but
the provision of Fzye’s bill is not confined to
Canada, but is made general, so-as to apply to
all foreign countries.
