Fredericton, N. B., June 23.—W. R.
Racey, the well known and popular
agent of the WMerchants’ Bank of
Halifax, is dead, and the circum-
stances of his death are as startling
as the event was sudden. After the
bank clased this afternoon, Mr. Racey
went up the road for a ride upon his
horse Jumpaway, as was his usual
custom. About six o’clock the town
was startled with the news that he
had been thrown from his horse and
killed, near Ryan's brickyard, about
a mile above the city. This informa-
tion was not correct; Mr. Racey was
not killed. He was riding along a
perfect level piece of road and fell
from his horse, dead. Heart failure
was the cause. When first discovered
he lay at the side of the road, lifeless,
and the horse stood near him eating
grass. There were no bruises or
marks of any kind on the body, and
no disfigurement of his clothing, and
although no person saw him fall,
everything points to this conclusion,
‘and this is the opinion of the physi-
cians who saw the body and know the
man, Arrangemeats were at once
made for the removal of the body to
his residence, but definite arrange-
ments for the funeral are not yet
made, but it will probably take place
on Friday. The deceased was a gen~
tleman ‘well and favorably known in
this city and throughout the maritime
towns and cities, where his bank has
an agency. He was born in Ontario,
