PARLIAMENT ON
INPERIALISH

Sam Hughes:-fnl—perlal Feder-
ation Resolution Presented

Lively Discussion—Laurler Requests With-
drawal of Reselution and Mr Hughes
Agrees—R.. L. Borden in Faver

OTTAWA, March 13.—This being pri-
vate members’ day in the commons
there was nothing done of general in-
terest up to six o’clock, although at
‘times the debates were spicy. The first
hour was given up to the receipt of
petitions, mostly against the school
clauseg of the autonomy bill, and sev-
eral government supporters took occa-
sion in presenting these requests of
their constituents to say they did not
assume any responsibility therefor, as
the petitions had reached them under
cover at Ottawa and bore the imprint
and were . probably written. by Dr.
Sprouie of East Grey, Ontario. This
charge against the Orange Grand
Master of Canada was evidently in-
spired, as it received the. hearty ap-
plause of the Quebec grit members,.
which was cut’ short when Dr. Sproule
took the floor on a question of privi-
‘lege and flatly contradicted having had
anything to do with the petitions ex-
cept to forward them by request to the
members of the constituencies, whom it
.appeared did not possess the confi-
dence of a large portion of the elec-
tors. That any signature or any part
of the petition was in his writing, was
absolutely slander.

Most of the time was occupied by
Col, 8am Hughes in a patriotic speech
Bupporting his resolution of Jan. 12th,
to wit: “That in the opinion of the
house the hest interests of Canada and
the Empire at large would be ad-

Johnston hit hard,
but he hit Fielding harder than any
man and his venom was received whtlu
peals of laughter from the opposition
benches. This laughter spread through
the Kouse as Dr. Sproule rose to a point
of order and asked Johnston to with-
draw his statement that he (Sproule)
had sent out petitions intending to in-
flame race and religious prejudices.
