Turkeys are bringing, from 25 to 30
cents. - The demand is quite steady,
but there are few on hand at present.
Prices of fowl ranges from $1.75 to $2.00.
Veal by the carcasg sells at 12 cents.
The retail price asked for the best
parts is from 16 to 20 cents. Other
parts are bringing from 10 to 12 cents.
No lamb is expected to reach the mar-
' ka2t before Easter.

Cold storage mutton is the chief ar-
ticle in this jine, and 10 cents is
brought. Eggs are brimzing from 22
to 25 cents a dozen. There promises
to be a larger supply for Easter.
