Destruction of the Bowery Theatre—~A little after two o'clock on
Sunday morning the beeutiful edifice, erected but little more than a |
year since, known as the Bowery Theatre, was entirely destroyed by |
fire.  This is the thind building, devored to theatrical purposes, and
erected upon this spot, that has been burned within ten years. The
first edifice Was burned in 2May, 1528, the second in September, 1826,
and the third yesterday moming. i

The iron sife, containing some money and all the books and pay
the establishment, was <aved ; but, except this, nothing of any valae was
rescued.  The wardrobe, scenery, and other properties, were valued 2t
about 860,000, upon, whick there was no insurance. Insurance to the
arount of 333,000 had been effected upon the building, whicl it is su;
posed will not cover vne half of the whole aetual loss. Veryfew of 1
actors had any eifects in the theatre, and they have thus escaped e ge
reral ruin. . Mr. Duvernay, carpenter to the establishment, had threc
chests of tools and other property destroyed, which: was not insured.

Of the origin of this fire, there can he but one opinion. that it was thc
work of an incendia The flames, when first discovercd, were breal. -
ing outfrony the carpenter’s shop in the top of the building in front -
There was a coal stove in that room, but no fir® had been 15 it sinee hali
past four o’clock the previons day, and the lust person who left the buiia
ing on Saturday night, states most positively that there wa, ot a spark
of fire i thar building, ¢ ccept such as was below, and was attenc o by
the watchmen, There ave, moreover, some circumsiances, which we arc
not now at liberty to divalee, wi '.wlx fend tojstrengthen the general o3
nion that the fire was the work of an int‘('n(“jrtry. :

From thé theatre the fiames extended northward to No. 50, Bowery,
and to several other buildings, which were either destroyed or muck
jured.

The heaviest loser by this disastrous fire is Mr. Dinneford, who owned
the wardrobe, and the other stage propérties, upon which there was no
insurance. : :

The most lamentable oceurrence wre have yet to reeord.  During the
burning of the theatre, the interior of which burned like avoleans di 1le
moment of an eruption, sending the burning cinders in every direction,
ofeGf the embers unfortunagely fell threugh a broken pane of a skylicht
it a club stable; No. 49, Chrystie street, setting it instantly on fire,
hurning -to death a black man named Thomag who slept in the loft, be-
fore Le conld be extricated.  There were five Lorses in the stable, all of
which were ot out out without injury.  The stable belonged to Mr.
Hambling. who aiéo bad a deep interest in the theatre, il

Ve canniot conciude this account without awarding to the chief engi-
neer the eredit, which his conduct so 1iehly earned for Lim.  Soon after
the roof of the theatre fell in, Elizabeth street was erowded with a dense
miass of persons, watching the progress of the flames.  Mr. Anderson ob-
served that the rear wall was tottering, and he gave orders to have the
street instantly cleared, in which he® was instantly obeyed by officer
Tompkins and some watchmen. Scardely had a space been cleared in
the rear of the Fheatre, when the wall fell, crushing a stoop on the oppo-
site side of the way, and had Lie not acted so prompily and decisively as
he did, the loss of life must have been tertible indeed, —New York Com-

The House pursuant to the order of the day, resolved itself into a

Mr. Weldon observed, in bringine under the notice of the Committee,
the consideration of the subject of ng the necessary revenue, to pay
the appropriations of the present Session, that the financial state of the
Province was one, upon which he could congratulate the committee, inas-
much as he did not conceive it would be necessary, to add any article to
those iipon which duties were 2lready imposed, for the purpose of mee:-
ing the necessary sppropriations of the present' year. Some of the arti-
cles upon which duties were now 'zm}\mm\, it might pr 1ibly be necessary
to alter the mode of collecting, by substituting a specific duty in the place
of an advalorem ; he would observe upon them as he took up the vavious
articles, upon which a duty was now imposed.  As regards the article of
Rum, he wonld temark that averaging the import of the year, 1827'a
compared with the year 1525 and 186, a very great decrease had take
The same would apply to Gin and Whiskey.
