Totally Wrecked

Forty Thousand More Japanese Troops Land at Chemulpo,
and Landings Have Also Been Made Near Port Arthur
and Dalny — Russian Government Issues Pro-
test to the Powers About Japs Attacking
Them Before They Were Ready.

London, Feb, 24—Cabling from Che Foo

on Feb. 23, a correrpondent of the Morn-
ing Post says 40,000 more Japanese troops
have landed at Chemulpo, and that he has
received confirmation of the report that
some Japanese have landed at Pigeon Bay,
others at Talien Wan, and that an engage-
tnént occurred the night of Feb. 12.
. The Seoul correspondent of the Daily
DMail reports a panic at Ping Yang, Korea,
avhich is regarded as heralding the ap-
proach of the opposing armies.

_Aceonding to the Standard’s correspond-.

ent at Seoul, the Japanese bombarded
Port Arthur at intervals between the 8th
and the 14th of February, inflicting, how-
ever, but elight injuries. -

The report is confirmed, this correspond-
ent continues, that seventy miles of rail-
road track and some important bridges
have been destroyed between Harbin end
Vladiyostok.

If the latter report is true, it would be
a great advantage to the Japanese, a:
Viadivostok is kncwn to be very badly
suipplied, and it therefore could not long
resist a Japanese attack. There is wtill,
however, no news of ‘actual operations of
any kind.

Special despatches from St. Petereburg
give vamious sensational reporie of a poli-
tical nature. The Telegraph, for instance,
mays the Russian government has ordered
tte ambaasador ‘at Constantinople to obtain
the permissicn of the Porte for the exit of
the Black Sea fleet; but M. Zinovieff, the
ambascador, declined to make this request,
and was able to give the Russian foreign
office conclusive reasons for his refusal.

‘In a despatch from Tokio, a correapond-
ent of the Times says some hundreds of
{Coasacks re:ched Chorju, thirty miles sou h
of the Yalu river, the afternoon of Feb.
20. Thirty troopers crossed the river at
{ the same ‘evening, thus arviviag
within forty-five miles ° of Ping Yang.

Paris, Feb. 24—In a despatch from Har-
bin, Manchuria, a correspondent of the
Matin siys ambulances are being eent in
there from all parts of Russia, and that
tthe Baltic railway has furniched a sanitary
train for 200 wounded.

_ A despatch from Port Arthur, published
in Paris thig morning, denies categorically
the réports of a new attack by the Jap-
anese tornpedo boats, and says they have
lheen repulsed with loss every time they
appeared in the roadstead.

The Russian colony at Seoul has taken
refuge in the legation at Chemujo and
in the offices of the Russian East China
Company, which is guarded by eailore.

Russian Foreign Mirister Wants to Resign

Parig, Feb. 2¢é—The Paris edition of the
New York Herald asserts that Foreign
Minister Lamsdorff wants to resign, and
that M. Witte will succeed him.

Russian Protest to the Powers.

St. Petersburg, Xeb. 23—Foreign minis-
ter Lamedorff yesterday sent the follow-
ing circular to ‘Russian representatives
abroad: .

“Since the rupture of the negotiations
tbetween Russia and Japan, the attitude
of the Tokio Cabinet has counstructed open
violation of all customary laws governing
the mutual relation of civilized nations.

The independence and integrity ol
Korea, as a fully independent empire, has
been fully recognized by all the powers,
and the inviolahility of this fundamental
principle was confirmed by avticle I of the
Simoneseki treaty, and by the agreement

- especially concluded for this purpose be-

tween Japan and Great Britain on Janu-
ary 30, 1902, as well as by the ¥ranco-
Russian declaration of March 16, 1902.

“The KEmperor of Korea, foresceing the
danger of a possible conflict betwcen Rus-
gia and Japan, addressed, early in Janu-
ary, 1804, a note to all the powers declar-
ing lis. determination to preserve the
wtrictest neutrality. Th's declaration was
received with eatidfaction by the powens
and was ratified by Russia. Aecording to
the Russian mini-ter to Korea, the Brit-
ich govermment charged the Britizh divlo-
matic representative at Seoul to present
an official note to the Emperor of Korca.
thanking l&m for his declaration of neu-
tralty.

“In disregard of all these facts, in spite
of' all treaties, in spite of its cbligatiors,
and in wiolation of the fundamental rules
of international law. it has been proved
by exact and fully confirmed facte that the
Japanese government, first, before the

opening of hestilities azainst Ruseia, land-
ed its troope in the independent empire of
Korga, which had declared ite neutrality;
inooild,‘with a division of its fleet it made
wonddon attack on Feb. 8, that is, three

P

days prior to the deciaration of war, on
two Russian warships in the neutral port
of Chemulpo. 4

“Third, in epite of the international lawe
above mentioned, and shortly before the
opening of ‘hostilities, the Japanese cap-
tured as prizes of war cer.ain Russian ships
in neutral ports of Korea.

“Fouilth, Japan declared to the Emperor
of Kotea, through the Japanese minister
at Seoul, that Korea would henceforth be
under Japanese administration and she
warned the emperor that in case of his
non-compl ance, Japanese troops would oc-
cupy the palace.

“Fifth, through the French minister at
Seou!, «he summoned the Russian repre-
sentative at the Korean court to leave
the country, with the staffs of the Russian
legation and consulate.

“Recognizing that all the above facts
consiitute a ftlagrant breach of interna-
tional law, the imperial government con-
siders it to be ite duty to lodge a protest
with all the powers against this procedure
of the Japinese goverament, and it is firm-
ly convinced that -all the powers, valuing
the principles which guarantee their rela-
tions, will agree with the Russian atti-
tude. At the same time the imperial gov-
ernmens considers it necessary to issue a
timely warning that, owing to Japan's ‘I-
leg1l a sumption of power in Korea, the
g ver:mant declares all orders and declara-
tions which may be issued on the part of
the Korcan government to be invalid.

M. Je'etez, a miiitary expert who is to
acecmpany General Kuropatkin to the
front, and where opinions are consequent-
ly of increased value, predicts that the
Jap:nis: will make their base of opera-
tions along the line between Ping Yaug
and Won San, Korea, relying upon protec-
t'on from their fleet against a flank attack.
The Japanese army will, from this line,
have to march 200 miles over mountainous
country to the Yalu niver, where they with
find the Ruswians strongly entrenched. 1f
they succeed in foreing th'e line back, they
will find another strong Russian line ex-
tending from the Yalu to Mukden. They
may then divided their forces, using one-
haif to hold the Russiams in check while
the other half goes south to besiege Port
Arthur; in this event the Japanese will be
liable to a flank attack by the northerm
Ruseian force from Kirin.

The appointment of Admiral Makaroff
to command the Russian Pucific fleet, has
been pubished in the Gazette:

A Rueian correpondent of the Asso-
ciated Iress at Port Arthur telegraphs
that the appointment of General Kuropat-
kin to command Russia’s military forces
in the far east, has been received with de-
light there.

Before leaving Port Arthur, the corres-
pondent continues, Viceroy Alexieff con-
ferred upon lLieut.-GGeneral Stoessel all tae
rights ‘of ccmnmander in ‘the fortified die-
trct.

Russian Isrotut Received at Washington,

Washington, Feb. 23—At an important
conference scheduled for tomorrow noon
at the state department, between Secre-
tary Hay and Count Cassini, the Russian
ambassador, Russia’s protest to the pow-
ers against Japan’s alleged violation of
international law will be communicated to
the Washington government. The cabinet
session interfered with the presentation
of the note today.

Russia Willing to Receive Peace Overtures.

Nothing is known at the French foreign
office regarding the report that the Rue-
con anhamador to Great’ Britain, Count
Benckendorff, has gone to St, Petersburg
with important proposals from King Ed-
ward in the direction of peace. - So far as
Rueta is concerned, it is said that she will
b~ willing to accept overtures on a reason-
ab’e bas'z, hut it is beldeved that Japan,
having engaged in tpe war, will not with-
diaw until €he has eonquered. Therefore,
it any mediation proposale have been ad-
vauneced. which is considered doubtful, it is
not expe-ted to be fruitful of satisfactory
resultes,

Conceriing the dispatch of French maval
and militiry reinforcements in Indo-China,
i i: announced authoritatively that the
wters taken are «'mply in accordance with
the programme adopted two years ago, but
which the minister of marine failed to
carry out. Alive to the poeeibilities grorv-
ing out ¢f the war, the ministry deter-
mincd that the immediate execution of the
programme should take place, and M. Pel-
letan, the minister of marime, is acting in
this senee.

Fra: ce Dossn’t Want to Define Her Attiiude

to Russia, .

Paric, Feb. 23—Premier Conbes an-
announced at the council of ministers to-
day the pogtponement of the interpellation
of M. Firmin Faure (Nationalist), concern-
ing the alleged insufficiency of French na-
rafl representation at the seat of war, The

postponement was due mainly to the gov-
ernment’s desire to put off parnamentary
debate which was likely to cause general
agitation regzarding France's attitude to-
nwards Russa.

London, Feb. 25.—Viceroy Alexieft’s de-
spatch to the Czar clearing up the doubts
caused by the numerous sensational ver-
sions of the last Port Arthur affair, was
received in London too late to be pub-
lished in the early editions of the morn-
ing papers, but it confirms the opinion
founded upon earlier tumors that Ad-
.miral Togo made a daring attempt to bot-
tle up the Russian fleet at Port Arthur;
and, although Viceroy Alexieff asserts that
the entrance to the harbor of Port Ar-
thur is still free, the fact that Admiral
Togo’s fleet, minus the vessels injured in
the courageous exploit, was seen steam-
ing at full speed on a southeast course
from Wei-Hai-Wei, is interpreted as am
.indication of the Japanese admiral’s satis-
faction awith the accomplishment of his
design.

1t is pointed out here that it would bes
difficult for the Russians, in the darkmness
of night, to ascertain just what had hap-
pened to the Japanese vessels or to dis-
“tinguish between hulks it was their in-
tention to sink, and torpedo boats. As
two injured vessels were observed steam-
ing slowly away from Port Arthur, and as
the Japanese fleet was going at full speed
off Wei-Hai-Wei, it is presumed that the
two injured vessels might have gone else-
where to repair.

Another explanation of the incomplete-
ness of Admiral Togo's squadron as seen
off Wei-Hai-Wei is that he possibly left
come vessels at watch off Port Arthur.

Further details of this engagement from
independent sources are awaited with the
greatest interest, but it is believed that
the reports that Japanese battleships or
transports were sunk should be taken with
a degree of allowance.

Bad Weather Cauge of Suspension of Naval
Operations,

A despatch received here from Tokio
this morning explains the recent suspen-
sion of Japanese naval operations to have
been due chiefly to bad weather prevail-
ing in the Gulf of Pechili, where there
have been heavy winds, snow storms and
fogs. The general opinion in London is
hat Admiral Togo, after possibly return-
ing to Japan to effect repairs, will next
devote his attention -to the Russian
Viadivostock squadron.
1t is officially announced from St. Peters-
burg that the Russian government has ex-
pressed its warmest thanks to Great Brit-
ain for the help given the crews of the
cruiser Variag and the torpedo gunboat
Korietz by the British cruiser Talbot at
Chemulpo.

In a despatch from Che Foo a corre-
spondent of the Daily Mail says 5,000 Rus-
sian troops have moved from Mukden to
Hsin Min Ting and that skirmishes are
reported between Chinese regulars and
Russians near Shan Hai Kwan.

The Tokio correspondent of the Times
says the Russian movements on the Yalu
river are not considered serious by the
Japanese, who believe that the town of
Ping Yang, Korea, is safe.

It is reported that the constant exodus
of Chinese coolies from Manchuria, the
Times correspondent goes on to say, is
causing great inconvenience to the Rus-
sians.

Only 2 Russian Yarn.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 24.—It now appears
that the announcement from Port Arthur
(that. four Japanese battleships and two
Japanese transports had been sunk in a
fresh attack on Port Arthur), was given
out as official by mistake. There is no
official confirmation here of a Russian vic-
tory at Port Arthur.

Both the report of the sinking of the
Japanese ships and the denial that the
announcement was official were sent out
by the semi-official telegraph bureau, the
Russian news @agency.

Japs Lost Some Barger; Not Warships.

Londen, Feb. 24—A despatch to  the
Central News from St. Petersburg gives
another version of the reported Japanise
defeat at Port Arthur, according to which
the Japanese planned to sink some harges
in the strait leading from the outer to the
inner hanbor of Port Arthur, thus block-
ing the exit. The Russian gun five, how-
ever, sunk the barges before they arrived
at the intended spot.

Russian Official Report.

St. Petersourg, e, 25, 2.45 a. m—A
telegram from Viceroy Alexieff to the Czax

“At a quarter before 3 in the morning
of February 23 numerous Japanese torpedo
boats attempted to attack the battlaship
Retvizan and =ink large stcamers loaded
with inflammable~. The Retvizan was the
first to cheerve the torpedo boats and
opened fire on them. She was supported
by the Jand batteries. She destroyed two
stcamers near the entrance of the harbor
They were coming directiy’ towards her
One of them went on the . roclks
near the lighthouse on Tiger Penin-
sult and the other sank under Golden
Hill. The Retvizan obhwerved four steam-
ers in a enking condition and eight tor-
pedo boatm departing slowly to rejoin the
waiting warships. A portion of the erews
of the Japanese vessel were drowned. The
grounded wsteamer is wstill burning. The
encmy is observed in the offing of Port
Arthur in two lines.”

SCOTIA MAN DEAD.

John Med'ey Townshend, Recorder
of Amherst, Passed Away
Yesterday.

Deceased Was a Brother of Judge Towns-
hend, Halifax, a Prominent Masor, For-
ester, and He Bel.nzed to Other Fraternal
Orga-izations,

Amherst, Feb. 25—(Special)—The death
of John - Medley Towmnshend, K. C.,
recorder and stipendiary of Ambherst,took
place at his residence at 1.30 o’clock this
afternoon after an illness of several.days
of peritonitis.

Deceased nvas 52 years of age, a son
of the late Canon Townshend, for a long
time rector of Christ church, Amherst.
His mother was a daughter of the late
Judge Stewart, of Halifax, sister of Col.
C. J. Stewart, of that city, of Mnrs. Don-
ald Bliss, Westmorland, .and of the late
Mrs. R. B. Dickey, of ‘this town. Dr. A.
S. Townshend, bank manager, Parrsboro,
and Hon. Judge Charles J. Townshend,
Halifax, are brothers, and Mrs. P. W. St.
George, Montreal, is the only sister. He
married Annie Louise, second daughter of
Mrs. Augusta Brown, formerly of Am-
herst, now of Halifax. Their children are
Kenneth, of the Bank of Montreal at St.
John, and Miss Elsie.

On completion of his education at Kings
College, Mr. Townshend began to read
law in the office here of his brother, now
Judge Townshend, was admitted to
the bar eof the province in 1875. He won
a high position in his profession and has
most creditably filled the offices of recorder
and stipendiary of the town for the past
fourteen years. Since the retirement of
the judge from the law firm, the late Hon.
A. R. Dickey and T. S. Rogers have been
associated with him.

He was in politics an ardent Conserva-
tive, always ready for work at elections
when the interests of his party could be
advanced.

Mr. Townshend was one of the most ac-
tive members of Christ church, a member
of the Grand Lodge of Freemasons, of
Ambherst Council Royal Arcanum, the For-
esters and Home Circle. He was held in
high esteem by ‘a very large circle of
friends, and will be greatly missed from
his church and from business and social
circles.

On the death of the late William Me-
Cully, about the  year 1891, he was ap-
nointed recorder and stipendiary magis-
trate for the town of Amherst and in that
position rendered valuable assistance to
the civic government by his sound judg-
ment.

The funeral will be on Saturday after-
noon at 2.30 o'clock. Many flags around
town were hoisted at half-mast as a trib-
ute to the deceased.

AART IHJUACTION
AGAINST SEAMEN'S UNION

Boston, Feb. 24.—The strike of seamen
at this port assumed a new phase today
when a bill of equity was filed in the su-
perior court asking that the officers and
members of the Atlantic Coast Seamen's
Union be restrained from influencing sail-
ors from shipping on vessels managed by
persons who are unwilling to accede to
the demands of the union.

The plaintiffs in the case are Wm. Me-
Keown, Jos. Donnell, John S. Emery &
Co., Crowell & Thurlow, W. F. Palmer
and S. R. Crowell, of Boston; Percey &
Small, W. F. Donnell and G. G. Deering,
of Bath (Me.); J. 8. Wimslow, of Port-
land (Me.), and W. F. Pendleton, of New
York.

The bill alleges that on January 1 the
plaintiffs opened an office in Boston under
the firm name of the American Seamen’s
Federation, where all men would be en-
gaged for shipment on their vessels, but
that the members of he union have in-
duced sailors to desert their vessels and
have in certain instances used force in
prevent crews being shipped on vessels
managed by the plaintiffs.

Ottawa, Feb. 24.—(Special)—It is stated
here that one of the modifications in con-
nection with the Grand Trunk Pacific
contract is a slight change in the $25,000,
000 common stock, which the Grand Trunk
Company is to acquire.

The capital stock of the Grand Trunk
Pacific is placed at $15,000,000. Of this
sum $20,000,000 is to be preferred stock
and $25,000,000 common stock. In the act
of last session, it was provided that the
whole of the $25,000,600 common. stock
should be acquired and retained at all
times by the Grand Trunk Railway. The
idea of this was to get the old Grand
Trunk company strongly iuterested in the
concern, namely, the Grand Trunk Pa-
cifie.

One of the modifications is that the
company—that is the Grand Trunk—vill
be permitted to sell this stock, and to
pledge it if necessary, so long as it is kept
in the hands of parties who are identified
and interested in the Grand Trunk.

1t is not considered necessary or in the
interests of the project that the stock
should be tied up so rigidly as has becn
specified in the act. v'he sole object of
the arrangement was io bring the Grand
Trunk directly into the enterprise and the
change in regard to the sale of, or transfer
of stock in the manner described, will
in no way interfere with that.

Of course there are other modifications
which will not be made public until they
are laid before the meeting of Grand
Trunk shareholders, which takes place
in London, England, on March 8th next.

Militia Orders,

A militia order in regard to appoint-
ments and promotions says that the first
appointment of an officer of the militia
shall not be other than that of a provis-
ional lieutenant unless he has qualification
for the rank ‘he seeks. No officer shall
be promoted to a rank higher than the one
next above that which he holds, and he
must have served two years in the rank
he then held. The militia for the purpose

GREAT BRITAIN'S NAVAL
PROGRAMME FOR COMIkG

YEAR A VERY LARGE ONE

London, Feb. 24.—More than half the
increase in the naval estimates is due to
the determination to pay the entire bal-
ance due on the recently purchased Chil-
ean battleships on April 1, and to provide

them with ammunition for the next year.

The estimates provide for a total of $38,-
270,880 for new construction, of which $3,-
210,415 will be devoted to the commence-
ment of mew ships. The admiralty will
devote $9,050,000 to the purchase of armor
during the coming year.

The construction will be begun during
the present year of two battleships, four
armored cruisers, ten submarine vessels
and fourteen torpedo boat destroyers.

In submitting the estimates, the Earl of
Selborne, first lord of the admiralty, said
the admiralty was aware that the esti-
mates were large, but purliament must re-
member how great is the responsibility
cast upon the board of admiralty in pro-
viding the country with a navy strong
enough to sustain a struggle with the
navies of any two powers and to ensure
reasonable security for the country’s vast
sea-borne trade and, the food supply of
the people.

Flour in the same
period has advanced on an average of $1 a
‘barrel.

There has undoubtedly been a decided
tinent, Canadian millers have found a for-
eign market for all the flour they cared to
sell, while the same is true of the position
in the states. A New York wire says: ‘‘The
activity of American flour miliers is increas-
ing on foreign account. It remains evident
that the tendency of Europe is to let Ameri-
ca do the milling. The grain is going abroad
in greater proportion than ever in the form
of flour. An iostructive despatch from
Washington to this service on this phase of
tha situation was published by us Iriday.
Whatever it may signify, New York parties
in touch with the Armour interests, hereto-
fore so talkative, have suddenly hecome sil-
ent while appearently buying wheat on ail
weak intervals. It is argued from this that
their late bullish prognostications were to
help a liquidation basis, but that recent new
factors in the war situation have re-cnerg
ized the bull party. and that the members
are desirious of quietly restoring their hold
ings.
