THE JUDGE'S CHARGE.

Duttiug amde all legal technicali-
ties the guestion was very clear, The DMont-
real Amawur Athletic Association was desircus
of having & fullaod thorough investigaticn to
maiatain its honor. They came before the Court
ag an iucorpora’ body and asked the law
for & redress of their griovances. Newspapers
bad a perfeut right to criticise any amatch or
performance to which money is exacted for ad-
mission, so long as they did not go beyond
legitimate bounde. ITn the firss place, it had
been  alleged that the match was sold,
and again thesellers werasaid to bave diegraced
themselves by abandoning the skill vhich they
could have exercised, and further, thav they
went into & gambling house and there made
all arrangementa about the game. The defence

agreed thab

bad pleaded justification and that wes
> qugstion for the ]ury' to deci'le. His
Honor then explained that unapimity

was not necessary, the concurrence of
pine jurors being sufficient to render a ver-
dict. ~ According to Mr. Maltby, there bad bern
138 resignaticans from the asgociation this year,
while in the past year but 87 had withdraws,
This statement was made by the witness, as
president of the associabion, aed was, in a
measure, attributed to the publication of the
articles complained of. The jury were to find
a verdict for or against the awarding of damages
although no specific damages had been proved,
bat that waa not necessary uuder the statubes
in regard to Iibel cases. With the jury rested
the right of determining the amount of
damages, if any, which_the plaintiffa ahould re-
ceive. His Honor siid there was no doubt
that the defandant did not publish tl‘w article
through malice, and he did not think it was the
deawre of the plaintiffis to ask for vindictive
dsmages Where a charge of libel waa made,
justification must b as bruad as the libel itaelf,
and the defendant must make substantial proot
of all the truth contained in the libel,and proof,
in this instance, should have been made that
the men acoused dishonored the whals club and
deceived the public on the occasion in question.
Oua one side or the other there was rank and de-
lorable perjury. If the jury believed the evi-
genee of Flanagau, Pont and Canniff, the de-
fondant was entitled to a verdict. On
the other band, several other witnesses had
gworn to entirely contradictory facts.
There was one thing sure, either some of the
witnesses swore falsely, or the conspiracy
charged in the plea of deceit of the public was
‘the invention of Pont and Jenkins. 'The sworn
statements of Messrs, Flansgan and Maluney
wers wpext criticized, and the evidence of
Mesers. Maliby and Lewis were also referred to;
also the fact hronght out in evidence that Mr.
Maltby had, during the match, nsked that the
men should be changed. In conclusion His
Hounor said it was s fact to be regretted that
incidents of such a nature a8 thoze_apparent in
the present caca should interfers with our most
popular sport. Lacrosse had up to the present
time been in existence and prospered without
the asaistance or conuivance of gamblers, and if
sach an elenent were considered neceseary to
the game, the sooner the sport was dropped the
better. .
Ths jury retired, and were in consultation
about an hour when they_ returzed about 10 15
o'clock and gave snswerd in the negative to the
two following questious, which had been eub-
mitted to them in printed form :— .
1. Were the said publications substantially

true ?

9, If not, did the plaintiff thereby suffer
domage, and at what sum, if any, do you fix
gaid damage .

When the forerman aunounced the desision of
the jury thera was an outburst of applause
which was, however, soon checked by the Conrt
crier. When silence had been restored, the
foreman ssid :— ] . .

In explanation of this verdict, the jury de-
sire to say that, while in their oplnion the pub-
lications were not proven to he subatantially
true, still the ungentlemanly conduct of two of
the memhers of the team aud the suspicious cit-
cumstances surrounding them, deserve the se-
verest censure of the court, and, thereiore, the
plaintiff is not entitled to any damages.”

Up-n this announcement there was another
outburat of applause, which was also quickly
checked. ] .

Judge Davidson asked if the verdict was
unatimons avd on being told it was, remarked
it was a peculiar verdict, He thought that if
the artic'es complained of were mot sub-
stantially true that the queationable conduct of
two of the men would mean & diminution of the
verdict and not its complete obliteration,

The foreman said the rexson why they had
reached svch a conclusion was that they
thought that a verdlet would carry costs, which
they did not feel disposed t0-grant under the
circumstances, . . .

His Honor advised themfto make their finding
technically correct, and he felt eure there would
be no hardehip suffered by any person from
such a course. - .

The foremsan said the jurors had thought of

awarding 25 cents damages. .
His Iﬁmor—v we.lf, leb the verdict be en-
tered for 25 cents dwmages,

The foraman gaid the jury would like to know
if suoh & verdich would carry coats,

His Honor—It is not my business to tell you
that, but I will say tbat, uuder the circum-
stances, the vardict will carry 25 centa costs.

The written verdigt of the jury was then
amended by the addition of the following
words : ** Ab the suggestions of the Court, they
assess the damages ab 26 cents,” but His Honor
ruled that it must be their own verdiot, and
they accordingly came to the conelusion thay
the good name and fair fame of the Montreal
Amateur Athletio Assacistion had been libelled,
and that nothing could vindicate their honor or
restore public copfidence in them but the im-
position of the large sum of twenty-five cents
damages, which sum an intelligent Jury, after
the suggestion of the judee, awarded a8 a balm
to their wouanded feelings. s )

Satisfactory,
beeansa both sides are content with the result,
and peculiar, a8 neither party to she suit is con-
demned. The jury felt, however, there was
crookedness somewhere, and brought it home
to two members of the team, thereby justifying
the exposure made by THE Posr in the intereat
of the national game, and clearing the Montreal
Amateur Athletic Aesociation of any guilt at-
tached to the scts of the individuals.”

The verdict seems
satisfactory, still the playera are the worst off
on account of the investigation being held, and
I think the minds of the public are made up aa
to the real facts of the cass,”

Mr. J. L. Archambsault, Q.C.—* Tre Posr
is to be congratulat:d for its noble undertaking.
I am of opinion that a certain number of
sgurﬁinz men in this city are totally untis for
that title and simply join the ranks of such as-
eociations with the cbject of making and ex-
tracting mouey from too credulous individuals.
Sport is certainly a good thing for young men,
w%len it is well practiced, but unfortunately
there are among many of these clubs a certain
number of hotel keepers who have solely at
heart the Jesire to gather young men in their
barroom and there induce thera to use intoxi-
cating liguors, as it is by these means that they
get their boteis and barrooms known to the
public.
