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Sporadic Air Raids

Defense Minister Mackenzie

Ottawa, Feb. 15.—Sporadic raids 
by air on Canadian ports, grain 
elevators or key points are the 
threats against which Canada’s 
militia, naval and air forces are be­
ing strengthened. Defense Minister 
Mackenzie told the House of Com­
mons tonight such raids were the 
chief danger, although he did not 
rule out the possibility of invasion.

Defending the Government's in­
creased defense estimates against a 
Mfranfrot-conftdence motion launched 
by Grant MacNeil (C.CF, Van­
couver North), the Minister gave an 
analysis of the defense program and 
a summary et the Government’s 
Policy.

He repeated a statement made 
earlier by Prime Minister Macken­
zie King that the Government had 
given no commitments to Great 
Britain or any other country re­
garding participation in any mili­
tary operations.

"The entire conception of Cana­
dian naval, military and air de­
fense Is based on the’ action of 
sporadic raiders or upon aircraft 
carriers,” said Mr. Mackenzie. “I 
scant to tell my friends this.. We 
are prepared to build 100 airplanes 
lit Canada. These will not neces­
sarily be localized in any portion of 
tfoe Dominion4
t"They would be machines of high 

velocity, capable of being moved 
within a few hours for the defense 
of any portion of the Dominion of 
Canada: available for the protection 
of the great St. Lawrence River, 
available for the protection of Que­
bec, available for the protection of 
Montreal, available to ward off any 
raid that might be made on the food 
elevators of this country.

STORM HINDERS WORK

Jacobs Lake, Ariz., Feb. 15 (AP). 
—Harried by fresh storms, rescuers 
pushed a path through mountainous 
snowdrifts tonight toward thirty- 
four snowbound persons—among 
them a young expectant mother- 
trapped on a wintry plateau near 
the north rim of the Grand Canyon.

The snowplow crews hope to 
reach tomorrow the V-T Ranch, 
where Carl Cox, 45-year-old former 
National Park ranger, and his 32- 
year-old wife have been marooned 
since Christmas Eve. Mrs. Cox ex­
pects a baby about March L

Cox climbed a telephone pole 
yesterday, plugged his portable set 
into the trans-canyon line, and 
pleaded, "Help must come soon.” A 
rain and sleet storm later put the 
line out of order and no further 
weirt has been received.

After rescuers reach the Cox 
ranch, another forty-eight hours 
will be required to push through 
the eighteen miles to the luxuri­
ously appointed lodge on the north 
rim of the Grand Canyon, where a 
construction crew of thirty men 
and two women have been shut off 
from the outside world since Dec. 
27. Their food supply is running

Italian Envoy Reassures Blum.

Paris, Feb. 15 (AP).—Italian Am­
bassador Vittorio Cerruti, warned 
by Premier Blum that France 
would not stand for "open Invasion 
of Spain," was understood tonight 
to have assured Blum that Italy 
has no territorial or other am­
bitions in Spain.

Sources close to the French Pre­
mier said Cerruti declared Italy's 
help to the insurgents was not of­
ficial, but was designed to offset 
foreign aid given the Valencia Gov­
ernment

Meanwhile the report is current In 
diplomatic circles in Paris that Italy 
has agreed, In secret talks with 
Great Britain, to approve the gen­
eral plans of Francisco Franco, 
the Spanish insurgent commander.

ENFORCEMENT 
IS HELD LAX

Shoe Manufacturers Would 
Prosecute Insolvent Debtors 

if Fraud in Evidence

SCORE GOVERNMENTS

Prosecution of insolvent debtors 
in cases where there is evidence 
of fraud or other bankruptcy of­
fenses was urged as an immedi­
ate necessity to protect legitimate 
business, by the Shoe Manufac­
turers’ Association of Canada, 
which opened its annual conven­
tion at the Royal York Hotel
terday.
The association recommended 

that if neither the Dominion nor 
Provincial Governments will provide 
the necessary funds to investigate 
and prosecute Such cases, money 
for this purpose be raised by an 
Increase in the levy on payments 
to creditors of estates in bank­
ruptcy from one-half of 1 per cent, 
to 1 per cent

"The Dominion and Provincial 
Governments have failed to assume 
the responsibility and cost of inves­
tigation or prosecution and ar­
rangements should be made with­
out further delay to provide the 
Superintendent of Bankruptcy with 
sufficient funds to enable him to 
do this work," the association 
stated.

President Alfred Marois of Que­
bec City, in his annual address de­
clared that “because of lack of 
agreement as to whether the Do­
minion or Provincial authorities are 
responsible for enforcement of 
bankruptcy legislation,” legitimate 
business is being denied “the pro­
tection which it needs and which 
it can properly demand from the 
State.” "Commercial piracy” is 
taking a heavy toll from honest 
business, he said.

Other rebel forces attacked at 
Morata de Tajuna, hoping to cut off 
the detour road to the main Valen­
cia Highway.

Rebels also tried to advance in the 
West Park sector of Madrid, but 
were repulsed with heavy losses.

What apparently is worrying the 
loyalists is that, although the rebel 
advance has been checked so far, 
the enemy is being rapidly rein­
forced.

Forest HU Feb. 15 (Special).—A 
public demand that Attorney-Gen­
eral Arthur Roebuck prosecute the 
person alleged to be responsible for 
the acid-searing of Hon. Charles 
Cox, Minister Without Portfolio in 
the Hepburn Cabinet, was made here 
tonight by Colonel George A. Drew.

Although he did not name Mr. 
Cox, Colonel Drew’s reference was 
obvious. The Minister was recently 
injured when add was thrown in 
his face, and tonight Colonel Drew 
quoted Section 290 of the Criminal 
Code, which declares “every one who 
unlawfully throws at or' upon, or 
otherwise applies to, any person any 
corrosive fluid, is guilty of an in­
dictable offense and liable to Im­
prisonment for life.”

“Recently,” said the speaker, "a 
member of Mr. Hepburn’s Cabinet 
suffered a serious injury. If hie 
statements of the circumstances 
surrounding the inddent are cor­
rect the person he named is guilty 
of one of the most serious offenses 
under the Criminal Code.

"His unwillingness to prosecute 
may be prompted by the kindest 
intentions, but he has no choice. 
He is a Minister of the Crown, 
and as a Minister of the Crown 
it is his duty, from which he cannot 
escape, to protect others from simi­
lar offenses by seeing that a charge 
is laid.

"It is also the duty of the Crown 
Attorney, or falling action on the 
part of the Crown Attorney, It Is 
the duty of the Attorney-General 
to see that an offense so serious 
is dealt with In open court."
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
