The Boston News Bureau pays: Not in the histery
of modern transatlantio lines has the passepger
movement been at 50 low an ebb as during the past
week. In this period but fourteen ships have reached
these shores from ' Buropean points, carrying: a total
passenger list of but 10,843, of whom 6,871 touched at
United: States ports and 3,973 at Canadlan ports. In
the corresponding. period .of 1913, 88,176 passengers
were admitted to this country and Canada. The 1914
total for the week shows a drop of 27,928, or 72 p.c
The total eastbound movement for the past week
was but 8,384 as compared with 13,622 in the corres-
ponding week last year, & drop of 5,288.

To just what extent the eastbound movement has
declined may be seen from the following official fig-
ures showing the eastbound first, second and third-
class movamen: during the past seven weeks:
