York and tcok up arms on the side of
the British, His regiment was sent to
Halifax and afterwards to Prince Edward
Island. In the sutumn ot 1783 it was
called to Halifax and disbanded. A
grant of 26 000 acres was made to Colonel
Hierlihy and eighty-eight others, This
land lay on both sides of the harbor of
Auntigonish, and has ever since been
known as “The Soldier’s Grant.”

THE REV. DR. DIX,

N. Y. Freeman’s Journal.

The Lenten sermons preached by the
Rev. Dr. Morgan Dix, in Trinity Chapel,
have excited much discussion, The daily
papers say that he talks with too much
frankness. The Kvening Post declares that
even to mention impure things is at once
to excite impure imagininge; therefore
the eine which Dr. Dix points out as
corrupting soclety should be silently
ignored. And the prese in general unites
in sgreeing that he exaggerates the evils
of the time, particularly in his sermon on
“Lust."”

Dr Dix’s sermons are remarkable for
the Catholic view he takes of the vocation
of the preacher. He does not talk in
order to flatter, to soothe, to show that
he {s in the current of popular feeling;
but to excite contrition, to suggest noble
aspiration, to cast the glamour from the
hideousness of sin. He must at times
feel how inadequate the remedies offered
by the Protestant Epi:copal Church are
for the sins he describes, But he doee
not falter; he calls certaln
gins and  temptations to sin
by thelr right names, and he offers the
few remedies the English Reformers left,
when they established a Sacramentless
and Sacrificeless sect. Dr. Dix is ome of
the few logical preachers which Protestant-
fsm etill possesses. We all know how
most Protestant preachers would hesitate
before asserting a belief in the dogma of
the Immaculate C)nception of the Blessed
Virgin Mary. But obseeve how near Dr.
Morgan Dix comes to it :

“Come,” he says, “let us leave these
borrible paths and look for a road where-
on to walk clean and free, The counter
part of lust is purity, the crowning grace
of the Gospel Come away from the
haunts of sinners against their own souls,
from those who are dead while they live,
and let us refresh ourselves in the com-
pauy of the pure in heart.

Mr, Edmund Dwyer Geay, M. P., pro-
prietor of the Dublin Freeman's Jowrnad,
died on Tuesday, 27th ult., of heart dis-
enss.
