liev. James Field Sp,.lding. 1). I)., for the 
past twelve years rector of Christ Episcopal 
Church, Cambridge, retired from the minis­
try of that Church Sunday, and publicly 
announced his conversion to tho Catholic 
faith.

Dr. Spalding has been a prominent and 
influential member of tho Episcopal clergy, 
and the news of his change .,f religious f.iiih 
lias created widespread interest. I lis letter 
resigning the rectorship of the church was 
retul to iiisi congregation four weeks ago. 
Since that time the services have been con­
ducted by other clergymen, Dr. Spalding 
not caring, in view of the step lie was about 
to take, to continue in the practical work of 
the rectorship.

Sunday the church was crowded to the 
doors. At the close of the regular services, 
which were conducted by visiting clergy 
men, Dr. Spalding advanced to the front of 
the chancel and begun his statement. It con­
sumed fifty minutes in its delivery. It was 
spoken in a clear, firm voice, and m a manner 
which testified to the earnestness and sincer­
ity of the speaker. The congregation list­
ened with the deejM'st interest, drinking in 
every word which fell from tho speaker's 
lips ; and at the close of the service many of 
Ins old parishioners waited vo take Dr. Spald­
ing by the band and assure him of their best 
wishes fur the future.

Dr. Spalding's statement was as follows : I 
have not come hero this morning to preach a 
sermon, and 1 do not formally announce a 
text : lmt if there were any words of scripture 
which I would like to put as an introduction 
to what 1 have to say, they would be those of 
St. Paul at his conversion :

" Who art thou. Lord V"
“ Lord, what wilt thou have me to do ?"
