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The meeting of the Supreme Council,
held in Montreal on the 11th, was one
of the most important yet held, par-
ticularly so for the Canadian jurisdie-
ton, as Canadian claims were fully
discussed and freely and fully granted.
The proceedings began by ntwndancp
at Grand High Mass in St Ann’s
Church. The procession was a very
large and representative one, and was
accompanied by a band. After Mass
the members of the Supreme Council
assembled in the hall of Branch 26.

President McGarry called the meet
ing to order, and immediately intro-
duced the Mayor. His Worship was
given a rousing ovation, and when
silence was restored he said : Mr. Pres-
ident, on behalf of the citizens of Mont-
real, I heartily welcome you to our
city. We are delighted you have
chosen Montreal, a great Catholic city,
as the scene of your deliberations for
this vear for the carrying on of your
gomf work. Your objects are to make
man greater and better than ever, and
you should be encouraged. You also
rescue the unfortunates and take care
of the widows and orphans.  The
banners you show are those of peace
and charity. There are some in this
city who differ from you in religion,
but are hand in hand with you in
assisting to do good. We always give
a hand of welcome to those from over
the other side.  Both the city and my-
self will do what we can to make you
happy, and I invite you to come to the
City Hall on Thursday, and afterwards
1 will entertain your delegates at the
City club.

At the afternoon session the most
important business of the convention—
the report asking for a separate bene-
ficiary for Canadian members—was
presented and referred to a special
committee to report on later.

At three o'clock His Grace Arch-
bishop Fabre, accompanied by his
secretary, paid an official visit to the
convention and invited the members
to visit the various points of interest
in the city.

The report of the Supreme Treasurer,
Mr. James M. Welsh, was submitted,
showing that the total receipts of the
beneficiary fund amounted to $1,262,
800. The receipts of the general fund
amounted to $16,611 and the disburse-
ments $12,805 leaving a balance of
£3,806.

The report of the Supreme Recorder
showed a total membership of 37,794,
During the term just expired 1358 new
branches had, been formed, of which 41
were located in the Dominion. Both
these reports were adopted, and the
report of the president, Mr. . S.
McGarry, of Franklin, Pa., was read
and approved.

On  Wednesday morning the Mon-
treal Brothers entertained the dele-
gates toa drive around the mountain,
whieh was highly pleasing to all. In
the afternoon a good deal of business
was transacted, consisting chiefly of
the consideration of proposed amend-
ments to the constitution. In the
evening a grand banquet was held, at
which about two hundred were present.
The proceedings were characterized by
the utmost good feeling, and some very
fine specches were delivered by visit-
ing and local Brothers.

was adopted.  Rev. Father Baart, of
Michigan, presented the report on the \
application of the Canadian Grand
Council for separate beneficiary juris-

ing all fraternal relations with the
United States as heretofore.  Father
Baart said the committee found it abso-
lutely necessary to grant it. A motion
to adopt the report was made, but be-
fore entertaining it the President asked
for an expression of opinion. About a
dozen representatives spoze on the sub-
ject, explaining their position in view
of the difficulties surrounding the ques-
tion, as they had been instructed by
their Grand Councils to vote against
separation. But they all expressed
their conviction that it would be their
duty to vote in favor of it, on account
of the different phase the question had
assumed since their arrival in Canada,
and on account of the full explana-
tions they had received of the legal
aspect of the society in this country.
The discussion lasted about an hour,
and when the vote was taken it was
found that thirty-three delegates had
voted in the affirmative and only two
in the negative,

The announcement of the vote was
received with hearty cheers. In the
evening the election of officers took
place, the result being that all the old
officers, whose names we gave above,
were re-elected to hold the same posi-
tions. Below we give the documents
which will explain at length the posi-
tion of affairs now existing as regards
the Canadian jurisdiction :

Petition from the Grand Council of
the Catholic Mutual Benefit Asso-
clation of Canada to the
Supreme Counell.

That whereas at the eighth convention of
the Grand Council of the Catholic Mutual
Benefit Association of Canada, held in the
city-of Hamilton, Ont., on the H30th and 31st of
August and 1st September, 1892, the follow-
ing resolution was passed : y

“ Whereas recent legislation in Ontario has
affected the interests of the members of this
Grand Couneil in their respective provinces,
be it therefore resolved that a committee be
appointed by this convention to act in concert
with the representatives to the Supreme
Council, to interview the Supreme Council at
its next meeting in Montreal, and urge upon
that body the necessity of granting us a
separate  beneficiary jurisdiction ; and re-
solved, also, that immediate steps be taken to
obtain from our Dominion Parlizment an act
of incorporation for this Grand Ceuncil,
authorizing the same to do business in all the
provinces, and that this committee be com-
posed of the brothers who were appointed to
report on the effect of the present legislation
on our association, together with the Presi-
dent and Secretary of this Grand Council for
the time being, and that this committee is
hereby authorized to procure an act of in-
corporation for this purpose, and to make
and prepare such alterations in our constitu-
tion and by laws to meet the present circum-
stances.”

And, whereas your petitioners were
appointed to present the same, we hereby
respectfully petition the said Supreme Conn-
cil, to grant a separate beneficiary jurisdic-
tion to the said Grand Council.

In so petitioning the Supreme
we would call attention to the fact that we
desire to continue the payment of the per
capita_tax, representation to the SHupreme
Council, to have the interchange of visiting
and withdrawal cards as tormerly, to be
governed by a constitution as nearly like
our present constitution as our altered cir
cumstances will permit, and in every other
possible manner to perpetuate the continen-
tal brotherhood that now exists,

1. That said Act ro?ulreq all Insurance
Corporations and Friendly Societies to
rogﬂour in the manner desi tod by the

Act, and that application for such regis-
tration must be ggde on or before June‘;ii,

2, That under the provisions of this Act,
the Supreme Council had such status in
Canada that it was entitled to register and
continue its business therein, with such
modifications of its laws as might be found
necessary to conform with particular pro-
visions of the Act, 4

8. That the Grand Council of Canada
having been incorporated under the laws of
the Province of Ontario was entitled to
register under the Act above referred to, and
by its provisions could in the discretion of
the Registrar be' dealt with as the Society,
h}r ;s.nyA and all purposes within the province
of the Act.

That our laws will need modification or
new provisions to meet the requirements of
said Act, to maintain fraternal relations with
the Association in Canada, and that separate
beneficiary, under the circumstances as we
view them, is not a matter of favor or con-
sent, but one of absolute necessity.
9. That providing the petition of the
Grand Council of Canada is acted upon and
granted by the Supreme Council it would
operate as a novation so far as the payment
of beneficiary is concerned to members in
Canada undér existing contracts made with

The
petition presented to this Council through
its representatives must be considered and
treated as the legal expression of the wish
and request of each and every part of such
membership.

10. That under the Charter granted by
the Supreme Council to the said Grand
Council its jurisdiction extends throughout
the Dominion of Canada, and that in_the
event of granting the prayer of said petition
for separate boneficiary it should be upon
conditions accepted by the representatives
of said Grand Council that it will, whenever
it may be deemed advisable by any of the
Provinces of Canada to establish a
Council within such Province, that it
linquish such Province from the jurisdiction

11. That the granting to Canada separate
beneficiary should carry with it the reserve
