It generally takes
from 8 to 14 days in the pool, according to the
hest of the weather and nature of the water;
after fermentation subsides take out some stalks
snd bresk them in the centre about 8 inches
apart; catch the broken bit of wood, and if it
will pull freely out downwards for that length
without breaking or tearing the fibre, and with
none of the fibre adhering to it, it is ready to
take oat.’ Select, if possible, short, thick, pasture
ground for spreading : mow down and remove
sny weeds that rise above the surface of the
sward ; lay the flax evenly in rows on the grass,
and spread thin snd very equally. If well wat-
ered, the less time after 3 or ¢ days on the grass
the better. This is the best information I could
possibly give you; it is exactly what I have
done and intend doing myself. There are far
more expensive modes, but this I believe to be
the best.”—Irish Farmer's Gazelte.

Horses at Pasture.

Every horse in the country ought, if possible,
to have a few.weeks run in the pasture. It will
dofor him whet yo kind of medicine or nursiog
can do as well. It will improve his hoofs, his
bair and ekin, hié wind, digestion, and blood,
will take out stiffaess and lameness, and put on
flesh, and infuse new life generally. '

Before turning horses out, it is well to accus-
tom them gradually to that kind of food, by cut-
ting o little grass for them each day, or allowing
them to “ bait” for an hour or two daily in the
back yard. And when let out, they should not
bave * flush” feed at first, as they will be likely
to over-eat, and injure themselves both in their
looks and their wind. The best grass for a horse
pasture is a mixture of Timothy, Blue Grass, and
Red Top, Horses relish this feed better when
it is moderately short. When they are to be
turned out for any length of time, and not be
used much in the meantime they should have on
a light pair of shoes. This will allow the hoofs
to come in close contaet with the soft earth,and
will prevent eontragtion. W here horses cannot
enjoy pasturage, they should have fresh cut grass
as often as convenient, and should have their
stall floors covered with taz bark, or better, have
the planks taken up and a good cley floor laid.
