Piofessor Robertson Smith is in trouble
again with the Free Church Presbytery of
Edinburgh.

He fur-
nished an article on the ‘ Hebrew Langu-
age and Literature” to the just published
eleventh volume of the Encyclopadia Brit-
annica, in which he a plig the same me-
thod of criticism to the Canticles or Song
of Solomon that he did to the Book of
Deuteronomy. A dent of the
