But as the- distance is
rwo miles that theory as to the origin
f the fire seems uhreasonable.

Only seconds it seemed after the

men noticed the fire until the entire
barn was & mass of flames. In . less
than tem minutes the other barn,
which is located not far away, also
hecame ignited and was soon bnrning
fiercely.

Efforts were devoted to the rescue
of the horses.and hogs. The colts and
vounger horses were successfully
diriven out of the stables, but three of
:he older work horses refused - to
leave and were burned to death. The
nogs were in a pen near by but all of
‘hese, about twenty-five in number
were forced out in time. The pen was
soon burned.

In addition to the horses, the hens
and ducks were all burned. The
barns contained the geason’s crop/
This included 30 “leads of hay, 500
bushels of oats and quantities of
rye and wheat. Thefarm implements
were all likewise destroyed as well as
large quantities of straw.
