GREEK MNSTRY [
S RESPONSIBLE

Premier Kalageropoulos and
Cabinet Accept Demands

By Courier Leased Wire.

Athens, Sep. 17, via London, Sep.
18.—Premier Kalageropoulos an-
nounced to-day that the new minis- t
try had assuwmed full responsibility
before the country for its acts. The
cabinet evidently accepts the note t‘
presented by the Entente powers last|

Greece to abandon neutrality, but
demanded demobilization of the
Greek army, the formation of a non-
political government and the hold-
ing of general elections after demob-
ilization had restored the electoral
body to normal conditions.
