Gustay Habermann, Czech Deputy
in the Vienna Parliament and mem-

Hungarian Delegat
is to-day the real er of Czech-
Slovak social demo lcy. He later
contributed the foll®wihg to ihe
Prague paper “Prave Lidu”:

f “In all parts of the town ofie sees
numerous evidences of the fighting
jthat went on in the streets as well
as the results of the terrible speech
‘of guns of all ealibres. Few build-
inws have been' spared.

“All that has not fallen a prey to
shells, bullets and the fury of street
flghting hag been destroyed .by the
looting .of the victer, The German
army exercises a so-called right of
plunder whereby it is authorized
during two whole days to seize the
goods and property of the inhabit-
ants of the place taken by force of
arms. In Serbia the army has*madé
éxtensive use of this right. Publie
buildings such as the Royal Palace,
the theatre, 'the House .of Parlia-’
ment and the Minigteries have been
looted to such ‘an extent that only
the bare wallg are left.

Objects of Value Gone,
“Within, thede buildings - recall
the old castles of Bohemia, which
have stood. untenanted for dozens
and even hundreds of years. The
frames of the windows and doors

away. All objects of value: have
disappeared; . others have béen
smashed; all that could not ‘be car-
ried off was ramnsacked. Domestic
heavths and private buildings sue-
cumbed to the blow of the right of.
plunder.

“Many doors. and. winddws are
secured with boards. Many windows
ave still without panes and a con-
siderable number of houses look un-
tenanted. Before the war the town
numbered 100,000 inhabitants;” at
present barely 50.000 of the mnative
population are leff.

War in Mest Odious.Form,

“In spite of obvious efforts made
to efface the accusing tracegs and
effects nroduced by the fury of war,
we realize ot every step that war has
shown itself here in its most odious
form.

“In_sgpite of having endured un-
told .ravages, the town even' #o-dar-
strilkes one by its extremely pleasant
and agreeable aspect. Wherever onée
enters one always feels that an in-
dustrious  people, refined, econseien-
tious and original in its work, has

lived in this plaece.”

In other words the
object of spraying Is to cover the sur-
facquof the leaves and stems with 3
e thnce, poisonous to the spores of
fungi, in which they cannaf grow,
and penetrate the plant, Spraying,
therefore, in order to . be. effective,
must be. timely and thorough. The
§pray mixture must be on the plants ;
before the spores reach them angd ths
surface of the legves and stems must
he covered so completely that there
is not the swallest space on which'a
spore can germinate, : %

. Efficient spraying of potatoes' de-
pends:

fungicide. Bordéaux mixture has so
far proved to be the only satisfaetory
Bpray mixtire for potato diseases.

2. Upon timely and  repeated
‘Spraying., Spraging should be::com-

‘to eight inches high-and repested at
intervals of from a week to ten days
throughout the growing season, |
From three to seven. upplications
will be required, the number depend- |
ing upon the weather,. the wetter
the weather the more frequeat thy
spraying.

3. Upon the liberal use of Bor-
deaux mixture. From 50 to 150 gal-
lons of Bordeaux mixture should be
used per acre at each application.
