Tt Is eatimted that. of evi ery thousand
of population there will be seventy-seven
, on an_ average, for the year,

pe Gregory's arrangement is so exact, and
the borrowiag and paying back balance so
closely, that we borrow more than we pay
back to the extent of only ove day in 3,460
years.
