No Secrecy About Embarkation.
London cable: Dospatches pub-
lished in Londen newspapers ' this

morning continued to give alleged

Japanese troops. instead of this
embarkation occeurring secretly
from Ujina, as was the case during
the Chino-Japanese war, the trans-
rorts, aceording to despatches, are
openly embarking troops from Na-
gasaki, Moji, Cob» and elsewhere.

A cablegram to the Daily Tele-
graph from Nagasaki says trans-
forts are clearing every night from
these rorts for Coren, and ten large
rteamers were embarking troops
at Nagasaki last Monday. All arms
of the rervice were represented, bui
the cavalry horses were such sorry
and scrubby ponies that they hardly
teemed worth transporting.

The Viadivostock Squadron.

St. Petersbarg cable: Viceroy
Alexie!f has communicated to the
Czar the report of Capt. Reitzenstein,
wio is in eommand of the Russian
cruiser division, dealing with the de-
struction of the Japauese merchant
steamer Nakanoura, off the north-
westera coast of Japan, and the cap-
ture of forty-one of her crew. Capt.
Reitzenstein, who is also acting com-
modore of the Viadivostock sguad-
ron, says that a small Japanese
coaster was also approacted, but the
violent squall made it impossibic to
capture the crew, and that, there-
fore, the coaster was not sunk.

Heavy weather, he says, prevented
him following tise coast, and the
cruiser squadron made for Chesta-
koff, fleeing before the tempest to
the Corean coast. Owing to the
storm, the squadron was only able
1o accomplish five knots per hour.
Heavy secas were shipped, and the
cruisers and the guns were coated
with' lce. Two violent gales were en-
countered within three days.

RUSSIA WILL WAIT.

Confident Japan Will bs Eventually
Crushed.

St. Petersburg cable: The 'rizid
censorship imposed here on all
news from the Far East completely
masks the movements of Russlan
troops and the plans of those in
command, but Wwhat is being done
is evidently satisfactory to the
authorities here, as they manifest
the ulmost confidence that when
the proper time arrives the enemy
will be crushed. They say that the
rreliminary sea vietories of the Jap-
anese will then be speedily forgot-
ten, Russia was taken unawares at
the outset, and some little time
will be required to complete the
mobilization of Russian -troops.
There will be no disposition to meet
the evident wish of Japan to rush
matters to a decision. ‘““Russia can
afford to wait,” is a eommon ex-
rression heard here, and time and
patience always  have been strong
allies of the Empire of “the North.
Moreover, - the excessive severe
weather at the scene of war, it
is claimed, also fights on the side
of the Czar's legions, as it did in
the days of Napoleon, when the
Russian froverb;  ‘““January, Feb-
ruary and March, are the Emperor's
ablest gencrals,” was coined.

At Port Arthar to-day the ther-
moemter registered 2 degrees be-
low. zero Fahrenheit. The concen-
tration of Russian troops will pro-
ceed as rapuly as possible, but it
is fair to assume that Viceroy Al-
exieff will pot take the aggressive
until he leels certain of his ability
1o admimster a decisive defeat.
Therefore, in spite of the extensive
landing operations of the Japanese
in Corea, an important land fight
js not considered here to be mmn-
minent, although it iy believed that
the passage of the Yalu River by
the Jupanese will be disputed,

It 1s reported in Sc. Petersburg
that Viceroy: Alexiefl's headquaic-
ers may be enanged to Mukden, wh.ch
would be nearer the centre of mih-
tary activities, but this is not ecer-
taw. In the mecantime troops are
constantly going 10 the froniier of
all parts of Ruassia, and some distin-
guisned officers in the serviee of the
vzar, are leaving for the far -east.
These include Gen. Zchlinski, who is
to succeed Major-Gen. ' Pliug as
chief of staff to Vieceroy Alexieff ;
Gen. Linpanoff, Governor of sakhalin
Island in the North Pacific, and Gen.
‘Tserpiysky Gen. von Sosonkempf has
becn appointed to command the
trans-Baikal Cavalry, which was re-
ported as goag out under Prince
Louis Napoleon.

‘The various societles throughout
Russia, interested in the Red Cross
movement, are showing remarkabre
activity, and, judging from the pre-
parations, which are being made for
the gick and wounded, the war is des-
tined to be a long and bloody one.

Voluntary contributions to replace
the shlgls already destroyed by the
enemy dre assuming large propor-
tions, one man having given the sum
of $20,000. It was through a simiiar
movemcnt that the present volum-
teer fleet was started after the
Russo-Turkish War.

A despatch has bezen received here
from Major-Gen. Pflug, chief of staff
to Vieeroy Alexieff, saying that
Yuan-Shai-Kai, commander in chief
of the Uhinese army; and navy, has
ordered 2,500 men to Tsin-Chou to
maintain order. Continuing, he says
everything is quiet at New Chwang,
and that the information (hat the
Japanese are forming bands of Chun-
Chus (bandits), to attack the raii-
road is confirmed.

A Government communication pub-
lished in the Official Messenger,
warns the public that it must wait
patiently for siews of Russian vie-
tores, and says it is useless to waste
men in seeking an over-hasty re-
venge.

Let. us unite for the coming
struggle; let every man be of the
tranguil mind in order to better
fulfill his duty, trusting in the help
of the Almighty, and let every man
perform his task, remembering
that prayer to God, and service to
the Emperor are never wasted.

British Money Talks.

New York despatch: Britain sym-
pathy for the Japanese, says the
London correspondent of the Times,
is manifested in the remarkable re-
sponse to an appeal recently made
for a Tund for the widows and
families of soldiers,_ and sallors,
Japanese are accosted in all parts
of London by persons desiring to
contribute to the fund, A Japanese
gentleman, reclining in a Leicester
Square cafe, was approached by 9
persons who had occupled an adjoin-
ing table and asked to forward £10,,
to the fund 4% a token of real
British regard. A woman handed n
contribution of 28 shillings, en-
tirely in farthings, to a member of
the Japanese legation. A little girl
sent eight pence, explaining that it
was a month’s saving. She wished it
to go 'to poor little Japanese or-
phans. A poor workingman brought
in a shilling, remarking; ‘“You're
our pals, Jap, and a good sort, you
are.” i

A. member of the Japanese lega-
tion, expressing his great gratifi-
cation, remarked that England cer-
tainly is practicing benevolent nau-
trality. ‘

RUSSIA'S PROCLAMATION.
Explaining Her Unpreparedness and
Need of Patience.

8t. Petersburg cable: An official
proclamation explaining the unpre-
paredtiess of Russia for war, and tie
necessity for the exercise of patience
by bker people, has been issued here.
It isag follows: 1

“Eight days have now elapsed since
all Russia was shaken with profound
indignation against an enemy, who
suddenly broke ‘off negotiations
and by a treacherous attack en-
deavored to obtain ‘an easy suc-
cess in a war long desired. The
Russian natlon, with natural impa-
tlence, «esires prompt vengeance
and awaits feverishly news from
the far east. {

“The unity and strength of  the
Russian people leave no room for
doubt tthat Japan will get the pun-
ishment she deserves for her
treachery anc provocation .to war
at a time when our, beloved sover-
elgn desired to maintain peace
among the nations. The conditions
under which hostilities are belng
carried o compel us to wait with
ratience news of the success of our
troops, which ‘cannot occur before
decisive actions are fought by the
Russian army. The distance of the
territory and the desire of the Em-
peror to malintain peace were the
causes of the impossibility of more
complete and earlier preparations
for war. Much time is now neces-
sary in order to strike at Japan
blows worthy of the dignity and
might of Russia, and, while sparing
as much as possible the shedding of
blood of her children, to infliet just
chastisement upon the nation
which lias provoked the struggle.
Russia. must await the event in pa-
tience, being sure that our army
will avenge a hundred fold.

“Operations on land must not be
expected for some time yet, and we
cannot obtain early news from the
war. The useless shedding of blood
is unworthy the greatness and pow-
er of Russia. i

“Our gountry displays such un-
ity and desire for self sacrifice on
behalf of ‘the national cause, that
all the news from the scene of the
hostilities will be imediately due to
the entire nation)’

The Russian Navy.

8t. Petersburg cable: No offigial
announcement of the disaster off
Chemulpo, Corea, has yet been made
here, although the paipers are print-
i@ siories of tho loss of the Variag
aixd Korietz. The &t. Petersburg
Gazette asks: “What are we going
to do with the million®s subscribed
for the navy ?” and centinues, “We
cannot patch up a uscless garment.
Let us start afresh. Count Orloff
Davkoff, the philanthropist, and
close friend of the late Czar Alexan-
der III, has given $3500,000 to the
Red Cross Society—$100,000 for the
immediate use of the society, $200,-
000 for a hospital for wounded sail-
ore and soldiers, and $200,000 for a
echool for orphans of thz war.
The Corean Minieter announces
that although 36,000 Corcan troops
are stationed at Seoul, his govern-
ment preferred not to take up arms
againet Japan, bacause Corea is neu-
tral and felt Russia would soon drive
out the Japanese.”

FORESTRY AND FARMS.

Addreases Before the University Natural
Science Association.

Toronto report: The Natural Science
Association of the University of To-
ronto held an open mceting last night
and two interesting addresses ‘were

given by Mr, Thomas Southworth, direc-
tor of the Bureau of Forestry, upon
“Ontario’s Permanent Forest,” and by
Mr. C. C. James, Deputy Minister of
Agriculture, upon “Recent progress in
Agriculture,” Mr. Southworth said the
enormous capital in our forests was all
o realizable asset, The area of land
likely to be eventually included in our
forest reserves was estimated at about
40,000,000 acres. " These i reserves, if
properly managed, woul eventua)
produce annually about $20,000,000. »y
Mr. C. C. James went briefly over the
evolution of Ontario agriculture, refer-
ring particulariy to the expansion of the
live stock industry.
