have been based on the enterprise of 
some handsome American who mixes 
himself up with a Balkan State, 
marries the princess, and turns the 
'crown into a joint stock company. 
A choice of subjects like that hardly 
answers Mrs. Atherton’s conception 
of being bourgeois, unless—perish the 
thought—it is vulgar and middle class 
to run after titles. Along this line 
the charge fails to get ground be­
cause Mrs. "Atherton is addicted that 
way herself. It follows that there is 
something in the tone of American 
literature which renders it bourgeois 
to a soul attuned to delicate shades 
of feeling.

It may be that the diction of Am- 
erican novels is slovenly, that charac- 
terization is unskilled, and that the 
types treated are humble and incon- 
Ispicwous. But all these are the re­
sult of environment. American: writ- 
ers should not be called bourgeois 
because they reflect their age and 
surround ngs. If they went abroad 
like Mirs. Atherton, they could prob­
ably touch finer issues quite as com- 
petenitly. As a matter of fact, the 
country is too new to have an at- 
mosphere and imagination cannot 
compensate for the lack of it, because 
imagination is smothered in the com- 
meincial instinct of the nation. Senti­
ment its a rare and perishable flower. 
It cannot grow in arid places. Jok- 
ing aside, this is what Mrs. Atherton 
probably means by calling American 
literature (bourgeois, although she 
may be misconstrued through not ex- 
plaining her objections more fully. 
There is only too much truth itn the 
statement that current American 
literature is hard and banal. It is 
not that the personages of fiction 
are poorly chosen; but that the abil- 
ilty to see beauty in common, every- 
day things has vanished. The faculty 
of sentiment which made “The Scarlet 
Letter" an immortal work has dwindl­
ed. In its place there is levity, exag- 
gelation, and a disposition to make 
smart sayjings—that being, the trend 
of literature i|n a democracy. Where 
there are so many average intelligen- 
es to address, the impulse is to say the 
thing that will startle, rather than 
the thing that will please by its cor­
rect and reserve power. In the more 
ordered societies of Europe, literature 
has its good manners. In the United 
States it is often rude and overbear- 
ing.

This, we have no doubt, is the bour­
geois habit to which Mrs. Atherton re- 
fers. It is a habit that can be tout- 
grown because it is a habit not of 
long standing. There was a time 
when American literature had nothing 
to borrow from Europe, Washington 
Irving wrote in the style of Addison; 
Hawthorne’s language its as simply 
beautiful as Goldsmith’s ; Lowell com­
posed like a gentleman and a scholar; 
Holmes’ badinage was courtly and 
graceful ; Emerson and Thoreau bow- 
ed to no one in philosophical outlook 
and urbanity of expression. What has 
been done can be done again. Ameri­
can literature need not be bourgeois 
if it will give itself a chance.

The Chinese, Japanese and Siamese 
are peculiarly skillful at botanical 
feats.

This bloom is white in the 
shade and red in the sunlight. After 
night or in a dark room this curiosity 
of the rose family is a pure, waxy 
white blossom. When transferred to 
the open air, the transformation im­
mediately steps in, the time of the en­
tire change of the flower from white to 
red depending on the degree of sun- 
light and warmth.

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PUBLIC AND PRIVATE DIS-• 
HONESTY.

The Windsor Record! says:—
Those at the head of public affairs 

work in the glare of the “fierce light 
that beats upon the throne.” Con­
sequently their actions are open to 
public scrutiny. Investigation is a 
matter which concerns the public and 
it is, as a rule, thoroughly accomp­
lished.

The legislature of the State of 
Massachusetts has passed a bill for 
the suppression of bribery or dis- 

* honesty in private business. It is 
said that the department stores and 
the railroads are specially great suf­
ferers from this form of corruption, 
and that the purchasing agents of 
large concerns profit to such an ex- 
tent that often grow rich on very 
moderate salaries, la a recent num- 
ber of one of the monthly magazines 
there was an article on “Graft in Pri­
vate Business” by an anonymous 
writer, who was vouched for by the 
editor as the president of one of the 
best known manufacturing corpora­
tions of the country. This writer ex­
pressed it as his settled conviction 

* that corruption was vastly more com­
mon in private business than in pub­
lic affairs,

“Corruption in public affairs,” he 
said, “is almost sure to be unearthed 
some time with a great hullabaloo, 
but in private affairs it may be hid­
den for years even from the owners 
of the business, and should they find 
it out they Will stop the leak but 
rarely reveal the disgrace.”

A similar measure to that of the 
Massachusetts legislature was dis­
cussed in Great Britain a year or so 
ago, when legislation was under con- 

• sideration for the benefit of co-oper­
ative societies, whose buyers are 
subject to great temptations, but it 
appeared before the discussion had 
been long continued that in many 
cases private firms were in as great 
need of protection as the co-operative
societies. C

Integrity in private business should 
proceed that of public business, if the 
two cannot go hand in hand, Just as 
public morality should follow upon 
private morality. It would be a great 
deal better if competent employes 
were well paid for their services so 
that they would feel a proprietary 
interest in their employer’s business. 
Andrew Carnegie has found the sys­
tem of profit sharing to work well 
Any system that would make a cap­
able man feel that his interest was 
also his employer’s, and vice-versa, 
would be a long way ahead! of any 
legislation that could be enacted to 
suppress the loose methods on the 
part of agents and others in posi- 
tiens of trust.

18 AMERICAN LITERATURE 
BOURGEOIS ?

Gertrude Atherton has aroused mild 
indignation in the United States by 
charging American literature with be­
ing bourgeois, points out the Toronto 
Star. American literature protests 
rather feebly that it has a history, 
traditions, and one or two salons in 
centres of culture like Chicago and 
San Francisco. It looks almost like 
a plea of guilty.

It all depends, of course, on what 
Mrs. Atherton considers bourgeois. It 
is just possible that her taste may 
be finicky. A lady who writes on a 
subject like "The Rulers of Kings” is 
apt to be supercilious with regard to 
topics less splendid. In fact, Mrs. 
Atherton has always shown a ten­
dency to circulate only in the best 
families for the purposes of fiction. 
Her biographical novel, “The Con- 
querors”—if we remember rightly- 
dealt with the aristocrats who estab- 
lished the republic of the United 
States. It was remarkable for its 
glorification of a frail woman, the 
mother of Alexander Hamilton, and 
handled the seventh commandment 
with measured contempt. This sug­
gests that Mrs. Atherton brushes 
American literature aside as bour­
geois because it is not cynical enough 
to rise above morals. Her sojourns 
in the capitals of Europe may have 
taught her to shrug her shoulders at 
the social regulations of the decalo­
gue. A great open mind like hers 
would naturally be influcned by 
foreign habits of thought and moral 
attitudes. An American writer who 
has been abroad must show some­
thing for it either in the way of an 
accent or a polished indifference to­
ward local standards. Mrs. Atherton 
probably had the ascent before she 
went away, and consequently the tone 
of mind was what she had to acquire.

The author of “The Conquerors,” 
as we have seen favors high person- 
ages in her works—a tendency which 
is quite American, and not by any 
means confined to Mrs. Atherton. In-’ 
idend, many, American novels lately
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
