As a result
in 1851 she wrote Uncle Tom’s Cabin,
or Life Among the Lowly. Nearly half
a million copies were sold in the five
years following its first appearance,
and it has been translated into over
twenty different languages. In 1863 Mrs.
Stowe visited Hurope and again in 1866,
and from both journeys she gathered
material which was subsequently utilized
in her literary productions.

ACROSS NIAGARA ON A WIRE

The Feat Performed by a Young Man.

Niagara Falls, Ont., July 1.—James E.
Hardy, of Toronto, crossed Niagara to-
day on a wire cable stretched across
the gorge between the cantilever and
Railway Suspension bridges.
