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HOW TO TREAT A WATCH.

Instructions for K g Your Ti i
Always in Good Order.

Having obtained a really service-
able article, you should, in order to
produce satisfactory results, follow
out these rules: Wind up your watch
every day at the same hour. Thisis
generally done at the hour when we
retire to rest, or perhaps, better still,
the hour we rise.

Avoid putting a watch on a marble
slab, or near anything excessively
cold. The sudden transition from
heat to cold contracting the metal
may sometimes cause the mainspring

to break. Indeed, the cold coagulates |-

the oil, and the wheel works and piv-
ots working less freely affect the regu-
lar‘i’alof the timekeeper.

en we lay our watch aside we
ouiht to slope it on a watch case soas
to keep it nearly in the same position
it hasin the pocket. laying aside
your watch be sure that it rests on its
case. By suspending it free the action
of the balance may cause oscillation,
which may considerably interfere
with its gmn%.

If you would keep your watch clean

ou must be quite sure that your case

ts firmly, and never putin any pocket
but one made of leather. Those pockets
which are lined with cloth, cotton or
calico give, by the constant friction,
a certain quantity of fluff, which en-
ters most walches, even those cases of
which shut firmly.

If the watch is not a *‘keyless” one
the key should be small, in order that
we may fecl the resistance of the stop
work ; then we can stop in time with-
out forcing anything. It is also nec-

essarfr that the square of the key
should correspond with that of the
wateh. If it too large it may in a

short time cause' the wind up square
to suffer from undue wear and tear,

the rectifying of which is rather ex- |’

pensive. The hands of an ordinary
watch can be turned backward with-
out much risk. It is, however, always
better to turn the hands forward to
adjust your watch to correct time.

A skillful watch maker one day thus
reasoned with a customer who com-
plained of his watch: “You complain-
ed,” said he, that your watch gains a
minute a month. Well, then, you
will congratulate yourself when you
have heard me. You are aware that
in your watch the balance, which is
the regulator, makes five oscillations
every second, which is 432,000 a day;
so that your watch, exposed to all the
vicissitudes which heat and cold oe-
casion it, the varying weight of the
air, and the shaking to which it is sub-
jected, has not varied more n a
minute a month ortwo seconds a day.
It has only acquired with each vibra-
tion of the balance a variation of the
216,000th part of a second. Judge,
then, what must be the extreme per-
fection of the mechanism of this
watch.”

A watch cannot go for an indefinite
period without being re or clean-
ed. At the expiration of a certain time
the oil dries up, dust accumulates, and
wear and tear are_inevitable results to
the whole machinery, the functions
becoming irregular, frequently ceas-
ing to act altogether. ;

person possessing a watcl of good
quality, an desirousg:of reserving it
assuch, should have it cleaned every
two years at least. But careshould be
taken to confide the repairing orcléan-
ing to careful hands; an incapable
workman may do great injury to a
watch even of the simplest construc-
tion.—Chambers’ Journal

The Czar’s Real Title.

Perhaps some day the propriety will
oe seen of no longer caﬁing the em-
peror of Russia the ‘‘czar.” It isa
title' but little used in Russia. The

emperor styles himself ‘‘imperator,”
which is a much higher title than that
of ‘“‘czar;” and \\’11011, in 1815, Alex-

ander I received at the congress of Vi-
enna the title of king of Poland, the
accepted Russian equivalent to the
title “king” was ‘‘czar.” Peter the
Great made a determined diplomatic
fight in order to obtain his recognition
as emperor, and this was at last con-
ceded to Pim by the English, partly
because, for - commercial purposes,
we wanted his alliance, partly because
some member of the Russian embassy
in London had been imprisoned or
otherwise maltreated, so that it was
thought desirable to make by way of
compensation the concession Peter so
much desired. If, however, we insist
upon calling the emgeror of Russia
the czar (his own subjects call him,
among the educated classes, ‘‘emper-
or,” and among the peasantry ‘‘gos-
sondar,” or lord) we might at least
write the name as it is pronounced,
and it not in Polish or Hunga-
rian fashion, but as the simplest trans-
lation from Russian into Knglish de-
mands. The word is pronounced
“tsar,” and the first letter of the word
in Russian corresponds precisely to
our “ts.”—8St. Stephen’s Review.
