New Yorx, Dec. 6..

The Presidect's message, delivered in Congress
yesterday, 1s dignified and amicable in tone towards
Iate rebellious States. In reference to the propa-
gandism of Republi the Presideot thiuks it no
part of our policy. He would have the Uaited
States do what Washington sougit to-impress upon
his countrymen, preserve our system. of Govern-
ment for a blessing to ourselves and aa. example to
be imitated by the world ; but if the Mooarchies of
Europo iusist on challenging Republicanism to a
trial on this Continent, he does not believe the peo-
ple of this Country will hesitate to meet the-issue.
Our foreign relations are satisiactory, save with
Great Britain, The propoeal of Karl Rusgell to
submit claims mutually agreed upon to a comgpission
was declined, beesuse the very matterin dispyte was
persistently left out. .

The mueicipality of law of Great Britain, with

its domestic interpretation, the President proclaims,
il wov bu woseuted to by this Goverament as public
law for the ronduct of ueutrals, but he permits the
subject, with this protest, to rest where it is, simply
iusisting that **for the future, trieudship Letween the
two countries must rest on the basis of . mutual
justice.”
The correspondence between the United States
aod Fraoce, in reference to questions which have
b bjects of di ion between the two Gov-
eruments, will at & proper time be laid before Con-
gress.

No reference is made to the Reciprocity Treaty,
except that he leaves it entirely iu the hands of
Congress.
