THE FUTURE OF CANADA.

Mr. Nicholas Flood Daviu one of 
the foremost writers in the Dominion, 
has contributed another paper, the 
“Future of Canada” to the May num­
ber of the Canadian Monthly. We 
are not surprised to find such a writer 
select such an important theme. We 
have been longing to see the impres­
sions of some fresh and vigorous mind 
upon the subject,, for verily we have 
been told quite too much about our 
own affairs of late by speculative 
writers on the other side of the At­
lantic, and beyond our boundary 
lines.

Mr. Davin enters the field of dis 
cussion, with two opponents before 
him.

THE UNHAPPY CZAR AND HIS EMPIRE.

A St. Petersburg letter says,, before 
the new Czar's court was removed to 
Castle GaXscbioa, thirty miles from the 
capital, several hundred artisans of the 
Preobrajinsky regiment were sent to make 
the necessary alterations. At midnight 
they assembled in the Church of Gat- 
schina,and were sworn secretly to silence, 
death or Siberia being the penalty eor 
any infraction of their oath A aubter 
runean passage was built from the Czar"8 
room to the stables, where a number of 
horses are kept saddled and bridled day 
and uighi. Ssntme.s (re posted ai in­
terval- of twenty yards all around the 
building. The Imperial bed room has 
two windows, protected at nigbt by mas­
sive iron shutters, which cau only be 
reached from outside by passing through 
three ante chambers in which are posted 
80 Cossacks armed to the teeth. They 
are allowed to speak aud move about in 
two outer rooms, but in the hall adjoin­
ing the Czar’s bed room perfect silence 
is maintained all night. The General on 
duty for the day sits in an easy chair. 
Cossacks are sitting on a divan which 
runs around the whole room. At the 
General's hand is the knob of an electric 
apparatus which rings a bell in every 
guardhouse within the palace grounds. 
When the Emperor is about to retire, 
before shutting the door, he removes the 
outer handle so that no entrance can be 
effected until he himself opens the door 
from the inside. He cannot endure the 
presence of an armed soldier in his bed 
room.

THE BISHOPS* MANIFESTO.

The declaration of the Catholic hier­
archy on the Land Bill was published 
Thursday. They recognize in the bill 
an honest and s'.alesipau-like purpose of 
placing on a solid and equitable basis the 
relations of landlord aud tenant in Ire­
land. But to effect a permanent and 
satisfactory settlement of the land ques 
pun they recommend eighteen alterations 
in the bill. Tuege include a stipulation 
that perpetuity of tenure should be grant 
cd to future as well as to present tenants; 
that the tenants bolding under leases 
since 1870 should submit them to the 
court for its decision ; that when exist­
ing |easeg expire those who take them 
should beepmp ^‘pregenf tenants;” that 
the court should be empowered to adju 
dicate on arrears of rent and to stay pro­
ceedings for non payment of rent at its 
discretion ; that those evicted for any 
cause should be allowed time fur the sale 
of tliejr tenancy ; that tenants of large 
holdings shouW hgve tbe right to subdi­
vide by the sale of p«rf of I hem, retain­
ing tae rest ; that the right °t ‘‘filling 
down” rent should be granted to tenants 
of absentees and corporate bodies, and 
that the Treasury advances for purchase 
should be more liberal, and should be

SWIMMING Ul.lYl.

The Montreal Swimming Club has 
made arrangements to sell tickets which 
will not only admit tbe bearers to the 
baths but will also entitle them to a 
passage in the boat which goes to them. 
The opening of these baths will take 
place on the 1st of June. Some of our 
citizens would do well to start something 
of the kind down our river where there 
are many places well adapted to the 
erection of a comfortable bathing house 
which could be completed very cheaply. 
A few hemlock deal and some boards 
would be all the wood which would be 
required, and the site would cost little or 
nothing. For an hour or so, two or 
three days in tile week the services of 
one of our small steamers could be en­
gaged at a low rate to carry the bathers, 
and ifthe experiment should prove a suc­
cess these trips could be made oftener.

SHOCKING DISCOVERY AT MONTREAL.

Some workmen who were occupied a 
few days ago ago in demolishing an old 
house in the Cole-des-Neiges, were 
frightfully terrified at discovering in a 
hole three feet fret, three well preserved 
skeletons the hair even, adhering to one 
part of the skull. The bodies had not 
been desposited in a horizontal manner 
but thrown in, one on top of the other. 
Some of the workmen remembered the 
mysterious disappearance of three travel­
lers from Ottawa about 30 years ago. 
At tile time of their disappearance, they 
had with them the whole of their win 
ters wages. The house which was be­
ing demolished was formerly used as a 
tavern; it is now bein/ removed to make 
room for the construction of (the new 
college for the brothers of the Holy 
Cross.
