The strongest earthquake in 
several years opcqrred at Tokio, 
Japan, on the 15th, and was felt 
over an extensive area. Houses 

Tokio and Yokohama were 
violently rocked and the people 
were greatly alarmed. So taras 
can be learned there were no 
casualties, and,the damage'was con 
fined to windows and bric-a-brac 
The yearly average earthquake 
record for Tokio is ninety-sir, 
according to tbe result of obser­
vations extending over twenty-sis 
years. During the last fifty years 
only two severe shocks have been 
experienced, one in 1884 and the 
other ten years later. In other 
parts of Japan, however, heavy 
earthquakes are common. In 
June, 1896, in the Senriku dis­
tricts, North Japan, 27,000 per­
sons were Killed ; in Formosa in 
February, 1906, 1228, and an 
earthquake which occurred Aug­
ust, 1909, at Mino-Qmi, destroyed 
nearly 10,000 houses and killed 
fifty people.
