Men will be worked this
week, day and might, to miake up for
time dost by the recent rains. It
was at first expeeted that the system
would be ready by May 1st, but there
have been several delays.

OPENING H. B. ERSERVE.

As a result of the ‘negotiations be-
tween the city and J. W. Anderson,
Winnipeg, head of the land depart-
ment of the Hudson’s Bay Company.,
during his recent visit here arrange-
ments have been made for opening up
several streets im the Hudson’s Bay
reserve. Norwood ‘bonlevard, which
is 100 feet wide will be opened- and
graded to the western boundary. of
the reserve, and Ninth street whizh
is ‘also 100 feet wide will be opened
up north to Alberta Avenue. Tnere
Iis also a possibility that other streets
will at once be opened up through
the property of the Hudson Bay Com-
pany.

A QUICK SHIPMENT.

The ‘two new ‘“paysassyou-enter”
ears ' for the Edmonton street railway
reached® the city Monday afternoon
over the C. N. R. and are now at the
car barns ‘awaiting fitting up. The
care made an exceptionally quick
trip over the C. N. R. They were
forwarded from Port Arthur onythe
night of the 26th, making the run from
that point to Edmonton in less than
five days. This is one of the quickest
shipments “of #reight on record from
the east and indicates that the Can-
adian Northern is offering strong in-
duce ments to beat out its rivals in
freight as well as in passenger trans-
portation.

THE NEW MARKET,

The question of the erection of a
new market building is now hanging
fire, pending the taking of the voie
upont the proposed expenditure for
the purchase of the Queen’s Awenue
hay market site. Mayor Lee stated
this morning that whenever the mat-
ter was voted upon, if the purchase
was ‘endorsed the new market build-
ing would be considered by the coun-
cil. 1t is useless to take any action
at present, according to the mayer,
for if the by-law is turned“down the
present block will have to be -used
for disposal of hay.

ACTION OVER RIVER -GRAVEL.

His Lordship, Mr. Justiece Scott.
handed out judgment ‘Tuesday ¥or
the defendants in the casc of the Ed-
monton Concrete Coi vs;--L. Cristall
and: A, - Cristall.. The plaintiff ‘com-
pany had contracted ‘with the North-
ern Dredging Co. to sapply them with
gravel. This gravel was piled along
the edge of the .river near ‘the eom-
pany’s dredge. Bome time in Pebru-
ary the defendants sent three teams
down to the river ‘and removed part
of this @ravel notwithistanding the
fact that the plaintifis had put up a
notice ‘to ‘the effect that the gravel
belonged to. them. The plaintiff’s se-
cured an interim injunction to pre-
vent the defendants from removing
any more of this gravel and brought
action against them.for damages for
the gravel already taken “away.

The defendants wclaimed that the
gravel in question was not the prop-
erty of the plaintifi company, but was
the property of the crown and that
they had an equal right to with the
plaintiffs,

Mr. Justice Scott- held that :he
plaintiffs were net in possession of
the gravel in question. He stated in
giving judgment that -to hold that
their eontract with the Dredging com-
pany #4ave them the right to the gravel
woudld e equivalent to holding that.
the pldintiffs eould take possessiow of
all gravel bars in the river and pwe-
vent any other persons wusing Triver
gravel. He accordingly gave judg.

ment for the defendants with costs.

TWO ECLIPSES THIS MONTH.

Two interesting spectacles in the as-
tronomi¢al world will ocour during
the coming month. These events will
be eclipses of the moon and sun, the
former on next Thursday and the lat-
ter on June 17 The moon will rise
totally eclipsed on Thursday, visible

and its totality will last about one
‘hour, while the sun will only be in
totality nearthe north pole.

Chief interest will  be the Jlunar
eclipse which will be visible over half
of the earth. Only a few white men.
namely, Commander Robert M. Peary
and his crew, will have an opportun-
ity of observing at totality the eclipse
of the sun. 'While this eclipse will be
visible in its partial eclipse, the
region near ‘the North Pole is the only
part of the 'globe where it will be
seen as a total eclipse.

THE IMMIGRATION HALL.
Figures for the month: of May as
eontained in the repert of Mr. W. J.
Webster, gdyvernment immigration
agent at Edmonton, show but little
decrease fro mthose of April. The re-
port forwarded today to the immigra-
ion department at Ottawa is as fol-
lows:—

These¢ figures by no means indicate
‘the ‘number of intending settiers en-
tering the Edmonton district during
the month, but merely give the num-
ber of those availing themselves of
free accommodation at their disposal
in the immigration hall, The .de-
department answers the jnquiries of
five times the number putting up at
the hall.
Mr. Webster remarks in his report:
“Many immigrants who come to this
cit ygo to hotels and bovarding-houses.
Most of them call at the immigration
office for information, and when in-
formed that they may make use of
the accommodation of the hall are
surprised at the comfortable tempor-
ary quarters they may have free of
charge. A number leave the hotels
and put-up at the hall. Some means
should be provided whereby the we-
commodation of the hall may be bet-
ter advertised.” X
The figures for the month of May
are not as large as those of the
corresponding month of last year, but
thie is accoumted for by the fact that
pre-emption land is no longer to be had
in this vicinity and imomigramts go east
and south to secure it.

LARGER CORRALS FOR BUFFALO

The 'recent - wet weather has made
it neeessary to enlarge the corrals of
the buffalo now at Lamont ready for
shipment to. the new stamping
grounds at- Battle River. The super-
intendent, El Simmons, has fenced
100 -aeres, adjoining the corrals at
Lamont, and has turned the buffalo
into this pasture. The mud had got
so deep inrthe corrals that any hay
thrown into them was thrampled m
the mud and the buffalo were deriv-
ing no benefit therefrom. There 1s
considerable good grazing on the
ground fenced in, and the buffalo
dre able to eat the hay given them,
thus a saving in cost of feed is de-
rived. Five men are guarding the
pasture night and day, where the 365
animals are now confined, to prevent
any escape.

COMPENSATION CASE.

Judgment was reserved by His Honor
Judge H. C. Taylor in the cass of Allan
Murray vs. Foley, Welsh & Stewart, an
application under the Workmen’s Com-
pensation act for compensation for in-
juries ‘veeeived. ..J. R. Boyle appeared
for the applicant and O. M. Biggar for
the defendant company.

Murray, was employed by Foley,
Welch and Stewart on the G.T.P. grade
west -of Edmonton. He alleges that e
was knocked off a bridge by a cable, sus-
taining injuries for which he claimed
(iamsages under the Employers’ Liability
Act.

Mz. Biggar on behalf of ithe deféendant
company, argued that this case would
come under the Dominion Public Works
Health Act amd not under the Work-
men’s Compensation  Act. The latter be-
ing ultra viries in this case. Mr. Boyle
claimed that both  sides applied. Judge
Taylor reserved his decision in the case.

DEFENDANT WINTS SUIT.

At the - District Court Monday

His Honor Judge ‘Rowland Winters
handed out judgment in the case of
the Paeific Line Stock Company.-vs.
C. H. Rodway, in favor of the defen-
dant. This’ was an_action to recover
the amount of a note given by the de-
feridant for live stock insurance.
- Judge Winters in giving judgment
stated .that he found that the plain-
tiff association was insolvent and
not in-a position to pay indemnities
guarateed by ‘the policy. The note
sued upon was given in respect of
the premiym payable in respect of
the insurance policy, and the econ-
sideration for this note failed entire-
ly.

is adopted .- by the city, Edmonton,
within the next year or two, will
likely have a number of suburban
street ‘car lines connecting the most
important outside points near at
hand with the city system. A com-
pany is now being formed with large
capitaleapital who will -approach the
eouncil with a proposition for a num-
ber of suburban lines.

Af the present time Edmonton
holds two :radial charters, granting
it the. privilege ‘of building a radial
line, eighty miles in any direction
from: the ecity. . The company will
ask that it be given one of those in
order that it may start work at once.

The ‘gemtleman who is promoting
the . scheme. and who represents
French capitalists, is Mr. Boutinel.

It is -understood that the company
will agreed to.construct a line to be
operated on.an hourly schedule  this
summer, between Edmonton and St.
Albert, and they will also proceed
at once - tewards the crection of ‘a
lide through the Rabbit Hill coun-
try, south-west of Stratheona, out
towards Pigeon Lake, as an ultimate
destination.
