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NOTORIOUS F0R0ER8 ARRESTED
Two Expert* Captured In New York After 

a Long Hunt for Them.

THE IB EXTRAORDINARY CAREER.
A New York despatch sajs : Two forg. r«. 

Geo. Wilkea and Joe Elliott, were arreeied 
on Toesday night. They are eaid to be 
the leaders of a gang of forgers who victim­
ised a number of banka in this country and 
Canada, and the police o! many large cities 
have been hunting nneuoeescftUly for them 
for months. It has been the practice of 
the gang to establish business relatione 
with the bank to be operated cpm 
by depositing and drawing against 
genuine drafts tor moderate amounts, and 
then to deposit a forged draft for a largo 
amount and draw against it on the same 
day. Records in Inspector Byrne’s office 
show that the forgers obtained $83,000 
from seven banks daring the summer and 
autumn of 1885. Among the banka 
viotimieid were the Stock Growers’ Bank 
of Obeyne, First National Bank of 
Albany, National Bank of Chicago and 
Pasfii Bank of San Franoicco. The crime 
for which Wilkes and Elliott ate now in 
ouBtody was committed in Rooheeter on 
August 10;b, 1885. One of the
gang, after having established tus.- 
nese relations at the Commercial 
Bank of that city, deposited there a draft 
for $4,900 purporting to have been drawn 
by tne Banque Du People, of Montreal, on 
the National Bank of the Rtpublio. During 
the afternoon two cheques aggregating 
$4,500 drawn against the forged draft 
were presented and paid without hesita­
tion io due coarse of business. The draft 
wee found to be forged. By that time the 
forgers and their aocomplieea had disap­
peared. Evidence was obtained that Wilkes 
and Elliott were the principale and bench 
warrante for their arreat wero secured. 
Search for the men was made in Quebec 
and Chicago without euooees and 
finally warrante were placed in Inspec­
tor Byrne’e hands. That officer discovered 
that Gas Raymond, a sneak thief recently 
discharged from prison, who was a friend 
of Elliott, wae living in a flat in the vicinity 
of Eighth avenue and 125th etraet, and he 
posted detectives io a bouse opposite, Tues­
day evening Wilke?, Elliott and Raymond 
were seen leaving the house together, and 
they were arrested. In Eieex Market 
Court yesterday they were remanded to 
await the arrival of the Rooheeter authori­
ties. Raymond will probably be discharged, 
ae there is no charge against him.

Elliott, whose real name is Rielly and 
who is known as “ Little Joe,” began hie 
criminal career many years ago in this city 
as a sneak thief. He wae engaged with 
big Frank McCoy and two others in robbing 
a savings back in Baltimore of several 
hundred thousand dollars. He fled to Eu­
rope, and in Constantinople met Joe Chap­
man and a man known as ‘The Dago." They 
committed forgeries there and were sent to 
prison for four years. Chapman's wife, 
who lived in London, carried them flies and 
saws, with which Elliott and ” The Dago ’’ 
effected their escape, but they abandoned 
Chapman in prison. When they returned to 
London Mrs. Chapman upbraided them 
for leaving her husband in prison and 
threatened io denounce them. One morn­
ing Mte. Chapman wae found murdered in 
her room. Elliott and “ The Dago ’cam) to 
this oounlry, and the latter is now serving 
a term for forgery. Elliott was oonosrned 
in the forgery of a cheque for $64 000 on 
the New York Life Insurance Company in 
1877, for which, after having onoe escaped 
from the officers who arrested him, he 
served a term. When he wae released he 
determined to reform and married Kate 
Castleton, an aotreas, but they quarrelled 
and separated, and he again went to the 
bad.

Wilkes has also a remarkable history. 
In 1872 he was head of the syndicate of 
forgers who went to Europe with the 
intention of floodiog the continent with 
forged circular notes. The foreign police 
made it hot for them, and fiaally Peter 
Burns, one of the gang, committed suicide 
in an Italian jail. Wilkes was expelled 
from Italy and returned here.

Serions Charge ef stealing and Forgery 
Against a SI. Tho*aa fliaa.

A report from St. Thomas, Oak, says 
For some months past it baa been apparent 
to Mr. Barker, Post-office Inspector of the 
London diatriot, that a dishonest person 
was operating in the St.|ThomaaPoBt-cffice, 
four registered letters passing through 
that effioe at different periods having 
mysteriously disappeared. Oa the 4 th of 
December last an unregistered letter ad­
dressed to Hailey MeOcnnell, St. Thomas, 
wae stolen, and a money order for $43 
which it contained was subsequently found 
to have been cashed upon the forged signa­
ture of Harley McConnell. Mr. Barker took 
the cate in hand, and on Tuesday last pro- 
seeded to St. Thomas, accompanied by bis 
assistant, Mr. Fisher. Yesterday after­
noon a warrant was issued for the arrest 
of Mr. George W. Boggs, Assistant Post- 
master, upon a charge of forgery. It ia 
understood that Mr. Bcggs made an admis­
sion when be saw that it was useless to 
deny his guilt, and that the four registered 
letters were included in the list of those 
stolen by him. He has been in the St. 
Thomas Post-cffioe for sixteen years, and 
has been respected and trusted by all who 
knew him. Ha was arrested last evening.

A special deepatoh to the Times from Bo. 
Thomas to day announces that George W 
Boggs, Deputy Postmaster in that city, who 
pleaded guilty to robbing the mails on the 
previous day, was eentenoed to five years 
m the Penitentiary on each charge—sen­
tences to run concurrently. He will be 
sent to Kingston on Monday.

Threatened Destruction el Wheat Crop ol 

the American Northwest.
A Washington despatoh says : Mr. J.M. 

Bailey, of Presoott, who has been here 
consulting the Department of Agriculture 
about the chinch bug and Heeeiau fly, 
which caused each devastation in the 
wheat fields of the American Northwest in 
the past few years, has gone home rather 
depressed with the outlook. He was 
informed by the entomologist of theDepart- 
ment that the only sueoeesful way of 
getting rid of these pests would probably 
be to etop growing wheat for a few years in 
the sections where they are so trouble­
some. I a will prove pretty serious should 
it bo found necessary to follow this 
advice, for the great Northweet is, of 
courte, the wheat-preduotog seotiou of the 
country, and, indeed, of the world. In 
England the wheat acreage continues to 
deoreaee, and now ehows a falling off, as 
compared with last year’s, of 71 per cent. 
So unprofitable has wheat-groeiog become 
in some psrts of the country that were it 
not for the imperative requirements of 
straw, in which farmers still find an in­
ducement to sow wheat, the diminution 
would have been greater even than it is. It 
is agreed now upon all sides that this cereal 
m which Ameiica and India now have a 
monopoly should be forced down to an 
acreage of 25,000,000 in the United King­
dom, a result which will probably be 
reached in a few years unless our crop 
should bo materially lessened by this 
threatened trouble.

STARVING IN NEWFOUNDLAND.

A Famished t’rowd Appeal Io the 
Government lor Help and <iet It.

A Halifax dtspa’.oh says : Advices from 
Newfoundland are to the effect that the 
distress in part of that colony is very great. 
A few days ago between eight and nine 
hundred people belonging to Si. John’s 
assembled on the grounds in front of the 
Colonial building and demanded that some 
special effort be made by the Government 
to relieve their distress. They said they 
were not inclined to break the peace or 
commit excesses of any kind. To obtain 
employ ment from which to sustain them- 
selves and their families was their sole ob­
ject, and their necessities wete so pressing 
that they could not and would not leave 
until some guarantee had been given that 
their demand would be attended to. Two 
banners were borne by the leaders, each 
containing tne brief but very expressive 
sentence, 11 Bread or Work.” From the 
emaciated, haggard appearance of many in 
the crowd, it was only tco evident that this 
extreme course was not adopted by them 
until days and weeks, and in some oases 
perhaps months, of severe privations and 
sufferings had been endured. The Govern­
ment allocated a sum of money to meet the 
immediate requirements of the ease.

manacled Skeleton* of Two Felons 
Exhumed at Sandwich.

A Detroit despatch says : Two skeletons 
in irons such as were placed on doomed 
criminals, according to an old English ous- 
tom which extended down to half aoentury 
ago, were excavated in a gravel pit a short 
distance below the Sandwich court house 
on Tuesday. The skeletons recall to a 
few of the old residents of Bandwioh a 
doable hanging that ooourred about 80 
years ago near the site of the present 
court house. A negro and a white man 
were seutenoed to be hanged for murder, 
and the sentenoe was executed, the 
felons being io irons, on a scaffold that 
stood in an open field in full view of the 
old Bandwioh and Amherstburg road. The 
bodies were kept hanging for several weeks 
and were then cut down by the late Col. 
Hand, then sheriff, and bmiad in the gravel 
pit. The irons consist of a straight rod 
with four iron bands attached, designed to 
fit on the neck, waist and wrist.

When Purser Bailey left the sinking 
Oregon he took under his arms seven cases 
and one package of diamonds that formed 
part of the cargo. He descended into the 
Oregon's lifeboat with hia precious load, 
and kept them in hia possession until he 
arrived on board the Fnlda, when they were 
twusferred to the ooatedy of Parser Eick, 
of that vessel. The bundles do not amount 
to much in bulk, but their value ia believed 
to be $200,000. The owners of the Fulda 
now claim salvage on the diamonds.

An amusing feature, if any feature of 
such a disaster can possibly amuse, was 
the dexterity with which a typical Ameri­
can “ drummer ” lowered himself from the 
deck of the Oregon into the lifeboat, carry­
ing a well-filled gripsack in each hand. 
These were almost the only pieces of 
baggage saved.

Capt. Cottier walked up and down the 
bridge smoking a cigarette and directing 
the loading of the boats. Archibald 
Ramsden, a cabin paesengar, brought cut a 
box of fioo cigars and distributed them 
saying :

" This may be our last smoke."
One gentleman left $1,000 in hia state­

room. Mr. Joseph Sutcliffe heard that 
Mrs. E. D Morgan had lost $30,000 worth 
of diamonds.

The disabled condition of the Oregon 
created great excitement among the 
steerage passengers of the Fulda. One 
old woman, Betzka Meyer, aged 67, thought 
something was wrong with the Fulda and 
fell dead from fright.

Capt. Cottier said that the Oregon would 
tun tor two or three ship’s lengths before 
she would begin to answer her hslm when 
running at lull speed. As the Oregon was 
500 feet hng, she might run a quarter of a 
sea mile before changing her course. She 
would run that distance in two-thirds of 
a minute. It is absolutely certain that any 
object in her way would have to be sighted 
when at least one mile away in order 
to insure the safety of the ship. 
Even then the effieer of the deck would 
have to move and speak quickly, for the 
ship would cover a mile in three minutes.

One boat was hurriedly leaving the Ore­
gon before the boat was full, when Mr. 
William Biurges, putting bis band in bis 
pocket, called to the people : “ Come back 
and take a full load, or I’ll shoot you.” 
They returned, and the boats were filled, 
one of them eo full that it nearly eank.

With some bouts ahead before they could 
poaeibly be drowned, and with the coolness 
of the effious to reassure them, the pas- 
eengets went below and dressed. The 
stewards set cut tea, oeffee and biscuits in 
the cabin, and the passengers were told to 
take what they wanted.

Capt. T. R. Huddleston, a cabin passen­
ger, says that he awoke three hours after 
the accident, blackened his beets, dreseed 
himself carefully and oame out to get 
breakfast. He then first learned of the 
collision.

Mr. W. H. Atkinson, of Atkinson Bros, 

cud manufacturers, of this oity, with Mrs. 
Atkinecn, was a passenger by the lostsseam- 
ship Oregon, and arrived home last evening.

Mr. Atkinson related to a Times reporter 
to-day some special features of his experi­
ence. He said, “ It was not true as reported 
in all the Now Yotk despatches that a cler­
gyman jumped overboard during the panio. 
There was no loss of life among the Oregon's 
passengers at the time of the wreck. Ehgbt 
days before, on the Tuesday alter sailing, 
Rev. Mr. Waller, of Leamington, England, 
committed suicide by throwing himself 
into the sea over the railing. Borne of the 
steerage passengers and the quarter­
master saw the suioide."

Mr.Atkin-on thought from the sound that 
awakened him that the ship was grating on 

rook. He felt no shock as of collision or 
even explosion, as has been suggested. The 
captain and the officers were brave and 
oool, and the discipline, though good, wae 
hardly equal to what should prevail on a 
Canarder. The firemen and ooal passers 
who oame from below, and who probably 
knew the extent of the danger better than 
the others, were very anxious to get into 
the boats. The ladies and children were 
sent away first, and Mr. Atkin­
son sucoeeded in getting his wife 
into the first boat lead that left for the 
pilot schooner Phantom, wbioh oame along 

few hours after the steamer struck. 
Some of the men fought to get into the 
boats with the ladies and had to be 
beaten back. The passengers were not 
allowed to take any baggage and Mr. 
Atkinson could not even take a rug, 
When he left tbe ship the pilot boat was 
crowded with 400 people, and the remainder 
were put on board the schooner Fannie 
Gorham, which oame up and lay to to cake 
tbe passengers and crew. A purse of £100 
was made up for the captain of 
the Gorham, before the German steamer 
Fulda oame along. Mr. Atkinson con­
demns tbe lack of life-saving appliances 
the steamer bad for such a crowd. Her 
boats could tol carry half of the number 
aboard. The rockets were snob as children 
would use, and the minute gun’s voice was 
so weak that passengers thought it 
was a rocket. Mr. and Mrs. Atkinson lost 
about $1,200 of their belongings, and can 
recover nothing from the company unless 
it is shown the lots of the ship was the 
result of carelessness. Fortunately he had 
sent three oases of goods by an earlier 
steamer. There were supposed to be 
six men on the lookout, and it is very 
strange that a schooner could have run 
upon the steamer unperceived. The night 
was clear and starlit and there was not tbe 
least fog. Mr. Atkinson returned to New 
York this afternoon to interview the agents 
of the Canard Company.

The proprietor of the most extensive 
retail dry goods store in Montreal has 
taken a new departure and followed the 
example ol large establishments in the 
British metropolis by opening a lunch 
I jom in the building for tbe accommodation 
of ladies while down town shot ping. It 
has been moat successfully patroniz’d for 
the past four week?, and will remain per­
manent hereafter.

A fracas which may turn out very serious 
occurred yesterday in the bouse of Charles 
Morrison, a park laborer, on City Council­
lor street, Montreal. William Morrison, 
brother of Charles, in company with a 
woman of questionable character named 
Ellen Weir, both being under the influence 
of l qaor, entered, and wanted to remain. 
They were ordered out, but refused to go, 
when a row occurred, and the owner of the 
house beat hia brother and the woman so 
terribly with a club that the polige bad to 
remove them to tbe hospital.

Great damage has resulted at Ottawa 
from the fiarce storm of sleet and rain. 
Telephone wires are down in parts of 
Ibe oity, the crcss-treea being snapped off, 
and in one plage near the Sappers’ bridge, a 
great pole bearing up nearly 100 wires 
was snap red off about 16 or 20 feet from 
tbe top. On Qaeen street, near Elgin, and 
on Wellington street, opposite Bt Andrew’s 
Church, two pales caught fire simul­
taneously, tbe result ol the wires touch, 
ing. The telephone service was not work- 
ing yesterday. Shade trees in great

The House in committee on the Bill to 
consolidate the Separate Schools Aot.

Hon. G. W. Rots explained that the 
third section had been pheed in its present 
form to remove some hardships. It reads : 
Upon the application in writing ol five or 
more heads of families resident in any 
township, city, town or incorporated vil­
lage, being Protestants, the Munioipal 
Council of the said township or the Board 
ol School Trustees of any suoh oity, town 
or incorporated village, shall authorize tbe 
establishment therein of one or more 
Separate Schools for Protestants ; and upon 
the application in writing of five or more 
heads of families resident in any township, 
oity, town or incorporated village, being 
colored people, the Counoil ol suoh town­
ship or tbe Board of School Trustees ol any 
such oity, town or incorporated village, 
shall authorize tbe establibbmant therein 
of one or more Separate Schools for colored 
people. Clause 13, which provides that a 
certificate of qualification, signed by the 
majority of the trustees of suoh Separate 
SobooJ, shall be sufficient tor any teaohor 
of such school, was struck out, it being gen­
erally considered that it a Separate School 
dismal were formed it should only be 
where they oonld employ a proper teaoher.

Hon. G. W. Ross, replying to Mr. Mere­
dith, said that the policy of the Depart- 
ment was to have the Public Sohoola and 
Separate Bohools run on identioal if not on 
parallel lines. One cf the main objsois of 
this Bill was to furnish to Separate School 
supporters a compendium of the law, so 
that they would not have to search through 
a large number of statutes,

The Bill was reported.
Hon. A. S. Hardy presented the report ol 

the Provincial Farm Manager and of the 
Agricultural College, and one of the num­
ber of students.

Mr, Baifour moved tbe House in Com- 
mittee on the Blil to amend the Franchise 
and Representation Aot of 1885.

Mr. Kerr moved that adopted sons 
should be placed in the same position as 
boos so far as regarded the right to vote.

Mr. Gibson (Huron) was afraid that a 
great many sons would be adopted about 
eleotiou times. (Laughter )

The amendment was lost,
Mr. Balfour moved tbe adoption of the 

dame allowing workmen to absent them- 
selves from 12 to 2 on elcotion days for the 
purpose of recording their votes.

Mr. Merriok thought that there was too 
muoh disposition in the House to consult 
the interests of workingmen to the exclu- 
sion of other interests. He thought this 
provision would be injurious to employers, 
and would praotioally mean the shutting 
down ol the establishment for the d»y. He 
moved that the clause be struck out.

Hon. C. F. Fraser said be did not think 
that the lo=s of an hour a day ones in four 
years would be a very serious matter for 
any manufacturing establishment.

Mr Meredith opposed the provision of 
the BiU because it placed the workman 
uuder au obligation to the employer.

Mr. Broder thought tbe workingmen of 
the ouuotry took sufficient interest in the 
affairs of the country to sacrifice an hour 
in order to vote. Lat the workingman stand 
on his own footing like any other man.

Hon. James Young said that while there 
had been no great demand for this mea­
sure, it was beo.ming more and more diffi­
cult for workingmen in cities to poll their 
votes during noon hour. He thought the 
Bill provided the best way out of the 
difficulty.

Mr. Neelon had never seen any trouble in 
all the votes in St. Catharines being polled 
within the polling hours. He thought the 
present polling hours should be maintained.

Mr. Morin moved that the provisions of 
the Bill should be extended to villages and 
townships. Mr. Waters supported that 
motion.

Mr. White objected to interferenoe in the 
relations between masters and workmen.

Mr. Creighton and Mr. Hess suggested 
that elcotion day be made a publie holiday.

The amendments moved by Messrs. Mer­
riok, Morin and Ermalinger were lost.

The committee reported the Bill.
Hon. A. M. Rise presented the report ol 

the committee on the Bill reapeoting Agri­
culture and Arts.

Mr. Ross (Huron) moved the second 
reading of the Bill to make further provi­
sions regarding publie health. This Bill 
provides for power to take possession of 
land or unoooupied buildings for a smallpox 
toipital. The Bill was read a second time.

Mr. Mowat’s Bill providing for an appeal 
from awards under the Niagara Falla Park 
Aot was read a second time.

The City of Toronto Bill was passed after 
being deprived of all the clauses providing 
lor the new esplanade.

Mr. Meredith moved an address to Hia 
Honor the Lieutenant-Governor praying 
that he will cause to be laid before this 
House a copy of the Order-in-Oounoil dis­
allowing the statute of the Western Uni- 
versity of London, Ont., establishing a 
faculty of law in oonueosion with the uni­
versity and of all reports and correspond- 
enoe in oonneotion. He complained bitterly 
that tbe Minister of Education had allowed 
the university to go to the trouble and 
expense ol establishing this faculty, and 
waited till the very last moment, and then 
disallowed the statute without oocsulting 
the authorities of the University of London 
at all.

Hon. G. W. Roes said his oonduet was 
not dictated by hostility to the Western 
Univertity. Oa the contrary, he had 
hesitated till the last moment, and had 
reluctantly come to the conclusion that the 
statute was ultra vires, and bis colleagues 
had agreed in this view. The motion 
passed.

Mr. Meredith also obtained an order for 
several returns regarding timber limits.

Mr. Bishop, in moving for the regula­
tions regarding the admission ol strangers 
to the Toronto University Tower, made a 
humorous speech, describing his attempt 
to get to the top of the tower. The motion 
carried,

Mr. McLaughlin obtained an order for 
a return regarding the Lawreuoi Town ley 
estate.

He does not know how his 
relatives will receive him. He has written 
to them without receiving a reply. Ho is 
not going to Tiohborne first. He never war. 
more than a visitor at Tiohborne, although 
he spent a good deal of his time there in 
rchoolboy days. His parental home at 
that time w»s in Paris. His mother was 
a Frenchwoman. He was born in Pari?, 
spent his childhood and rcoaived the 
rudiments of his education there, and 
thither ho will go first. The priest 
who baptized him and the teacher at 
whose séminaire ” be received bis first 
instruction have in all probability died, but 
there is a kind cf unbroken succsssiou in 
the Catholic Churoh which he believes will 
help him in his troubles. There are 
records in the ohuroh of the Madeleine 
where he reueived his baptism, confirma-’ 
tien, with the first communion wbioh will 
coaneot with the souvenirs which he holds 
in bis possession, and he believes that his 
presence in Paris will bring around him 
scores of people who knew him and knew 
his family, and who will net bo prevented 
from acknowledging the truth by any 
interest in the Tiohborne estates. For 
these and many reasons Sir Reger says 
that he will first present himself to the 
Arohbishop of Paris, and through him 
roach the family and the Tiohborne 
estates, of wbioh he is the rightful heir. 
His reason for keeping silent during all 
these years was in purtuauce of a vow cot 
to disclose bis identity until ho had ex­
piated the sins of hia youth by an equal 
number of years of repentanoe.

She visited the White 
House early last Ootober with her mother, 
Mrs. Folsom, of Buffalo, before Mi.s Cleve­
land returned to the capital, and while 
Mra.

EO V A l. FESTIVITIES.

A High Oltl lime Expected at the 
Queen's Jubilee.

A London cable eaya : An occasion o* 
great pomp id expeo.ed on Wednesday 
when tne Qaeen lays the foundation of the 
new examination hall m oonneotion with 
the college for surgeons on tne Thames 
embankment. Hia Grace the Arohbishop 
of Canterbury officiates ia the dedioatiuu 
oeremomee. Her Majesty ia expected to 
pass the season m Loudon, and it is now 
definitely decided that the jubilee on the 
fiftieth anniversary in June, 1886, of hot 
aoeeaeion to the throne will be conducted 
on a scale of great magmfiuenoe. The cor­
poration of London ia arranging for a week 
of festivity on tbat occasion, in which to 
publicly welcome aud enteriam the hosta 
of viaitora who are expected Irom tha colo­
nie?, eepeoially from Canada. There will 
be a grand exhibition of products and 
manutaotures of all seoiiena of Her 
Majdety’s domimona. One of tha mobl 
imprescive leatures of tho jubilee will be a 
Bommn sptoiai eetvioa of thanksgiving and 
praise at St. Paul's Cathedral, to which all 
tne dignitaries of the Ohuroh will taka 
pari, tne Lord Mayor of London being pre­
sent in hia official oapaoity. This will be 
followed by a season of gayety, including 
numerous grand balls at tbe Mansion Houae 
and other festivities. The event is 
expected to greatly stimulate trade ara 
muudtry, not alone in the metropolis, but 
throughout England.

A HfiKOING INDEED.

Brilliant Hirer,I cl a Lady Soldier Who 
Fought In Several Bailies.

The Widdin oorrespondent of the St. 
Petersburg Eovosti sends to that newspaper 
the following aooount ol a young Bulgarian 
girl who took an active pare in the late war 
against Servia, diatieguiehed herself at 
Slivuitzr and at Pirot, and received two 
orosaea for bravery. Previously to the out­
break of hostilities she joined a company 
of militia—suoh companies were then 
forming in various parta ol Bulgaria—and 
aooompanied it to the southern frontier in 
the hope of there meeting with the enemy. 
During some time she managed to oonoeai 
bar sex, for her comrades took her to be e 
youth with an effeminate taoe, of wbioh 
there were many auoh to be met with 
among the militia. Only the commander 
of tier company knew her secret—she was 
obliged to disclose it to him when the com­
pany set out upon its march—and he 
appears to have loyally kept it to hieaelf. 
In aliexeroiaea, parades and reviews she 
took part jointly with her male oomrades. At 
last, when Servia deoiared war against 
Bulgaria, the heroine took part in the 
forced march toto Servia, fought at the 
battle of Slivnitza, and joined to the attaok 
upon Pirot. During the fight she did all 
she could to encourage her oomrades, and 
they, in return, unanimously voted to her 
the company’s medal for bravery. When, 
in consequonoe ol the war earning to an 
end, the militia was dispersed she went to 
Sofia, and waa there presented to Prince 
Alexander, who awarded to her a second 
decoration for bravery. She then returned 
to Widin, her plaoe cf domieile before the 
war, where she acts as servant to an old 
lady. There ebe relates to all who eome 
into oontsot with her the exploits she per­
formed during the war ; how she assisted 
to take suoh and such position ; how at 
first the Bulgarians were repulsed, how 
they afterwards drove back the Servians at 
the point of the bayonet, and so forth ; and 
ahe says that should these latter begin 
another war she will again fight against 
them, but in her woman's attire, for it is 
not worth while to change one’s dress for 
suoh an enemy.”

May Fight Again.
A Berlin cable says : All the semi-cffiaial 

organs oontinue lb disauaa the protpact ol 
a war of retaliation by Francs against 
Germany. They attribute the probability 
of each action to tha Orleauiat aohemes. 
The Post declares that the Germans will 
await the coming of a war proudly, resolute 
and ready. All hope is abandoned that a 
reconciliation between Franco and Ger­
many can be effected by reasonable means. 
Tbe Garmans cannot be restrained when 
tbe war oloud bursts. The National Zeitung, 
while admitting the great progress made 
by the French army to recent years, says 
Germany has nothing to fear wnile France 
la isolated from the other nations. French 
men, it declares, eannot pardon the Ger­
mans tor their victories over them on the 
battit field and their suoaeaaiul competition 
against French merohants in foreign mar 
kete. Tho introduction of tbe E-pionsge 
Bill in ifieFreneh Chamber of Deputies has 
greatly embittered the feeling to Germany 
against France.

A sensible parson in Sntffield, England' 
on a recent snowy Sunday announced that 
he would preach no sermon, “ not,” as he 
explained it, " because the congregation ia 
small, or because I have do sermon—for I 
have a o.refully prepared discourse in my 
pocket—but because I am anxious that you 
should get home quickly and take off your 
wet boots."

PHANTOM FORTUNE HUNTERS,

A Rill to Protect Them Against Their 
Own “ Freshness.”

A Bill is before the English House of 
Commons which provides that trading 
compacies aud associations shall keep a 
register of unclaimed rtiooks, shares, unpaid 
tieoenturea and deposits wbioh they may 
told, and tbat thia shall be open to inspec­
tion for all persona interested, at all rea­
sonable hours and on the payment of a 
reasonable fee. In moving the second 
reading Mr. E. Robertson said: “Since 
thia Bill has been introduced he had re­
ceived a einsiderable amount ol oorres- 
pondenoa from persons intereatad, and he 
w eouvinoed that whatever might be the 
amount of money affected by it the 
amount of feeling involved was very 
considerable. The mystery and ignorance 
tbat prevailed on this subject 
afforded a fertile field for adventurers 
who advertised all over the country for 
olaimanta to the enormous sums wbioh 
they said were unclaimed. One advertise­
ment that wan oertainly appearing asserted 
that £97,000,000 were lying in the Court of 
Chancery unclaimed, but, as a matter of 
fact, there waa not more than £1 000 000.
A paragraph had recently appeared in some 
newspapers stating tbat a laborer named 
Robson, residing at Hexham, had seoured 
£250,000 which had been 1er years un­
claimed. But this was an old paragraph 
that had appeared at intervals during the 
past 20 years. When in the United States 
soma time ago hia aid was solicited by 
claimants on the Lawrenoe-Townley 
estate. In the imagination of the Ameri­
cans this estate was worth £100,000,000, 
and the olaimanta to it were so numerous 
that they had formed themselves into a 
limited liability company. (Laughter, ) 
This Bill would destroy the business of the 
adventurers who traded upon the cupidity 
and ignorance of the public, and he hoped 
that the House would allow it to become 
law. (Hear, hear.)"________

The Oregon’s Mall.
Bags of mail matter from the lost steam­

ship Oregon are picked up daily by vessels 
about the scene oi the collision. The 
newspaper mail picked up comprised bags 
for Hamilton, Canada, 2 from London, 1 
from Glasgow ; for Toronto, Canada, 1 
from London, 2 from Glasgow. It will be 
almost impossible to do anything with 
these, as the wrappers have been washed 
off or the addressee rendered illegible. 
There were thirteen pouches of letters and 
fifty of papars recovered.

Mistress.—1111 am going out now, Lena, 
and you can warm Ihe children's room ; but 
don’t fill the grate entirely, as usual, but 
only three fourths, beoauee I shall take one 
of the obildien along with me."

A 68 pounder twenty-five years ago was 
he most powerful piece of artillery known,
