Those who most
guine of the ultimate of 1the
firemen in ontrolling flames have
,now given up hope and are fleeing Trom
the flames In despair.

Many people ara being burned alivey
imprisoned in the doomed buildings.

The entire district from Channel
Broadway and froin Waterfrout
Otavia and Golden Gate avenue
was a mass of flammes, The St. Fran-
cis Hotel, which hitherte escaped the
breath of the great furnace, was one
of the last buildings to take fire. "The
flames seem entirely beyvond control,
" e fire-fighters have destroved block
after block of residences with dyna-
mite in the hope of hemming in the
flames, but after each such effort the
blaze would leap across a seeming inie
passable gulf.”
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
