Gorton left his home in WaterforcL 
about 10 o’clock Tuesday morning In 
company of a white man whose name 
has not yet been learned. With him 
he took a fishing spear to which was 
attached the chain which was bound 
around him. The spear was still fast­
ened to the chain.

Dr. A. E. Patterson, who examined 
the body at the undertaking rooms, 
is of the belief that Gorton was slain. 
On the bank of the river near where 
the body was found was the negro's 
hat and marks on the bank indicated 
that a struggle took place. The body 
was floating about 20 feet away.

In the clothing was found a smalt 
gold watch and chain and a small 
amount of cash. It is not believed 
that robbery was the motive.

The opinion is prevalent that Gor­
ton and his companion may have be­
come engaged in an altercation ovei 
the outcome of the Jeffries-Johnson 
fight, Gorton’s death resulting.

Gorton attended a Fourth of Julj 
celebration at Northville and narrow­
ly escaped arrest for fighting with a 
white man who Is believed to have 
been the same with whom he left 
Waterford Tuesday. His companion 
has not been seen, it is said, since.
