If the scholars of our Public Schools
could be taught even the first book of Evchd
o0 strictly reasoning principles, the student
fally realizing the logizal sequence in each
step and in each proposition, it would tead
more to strengthen his mind, and teach him
more effectually to demand premises before
accepting conclusions—than anything he can
soquire with twice the labor. Our school
aathorities, therefore, are entitled to the
greatest credit for the introdaction of this
branch, limited as it is.

The value of the little course on botany
and agricultural chemistry, popularized
as we bave indicoted, cannot be over
estimatad its beneficial effects npon
$3e young farmers of Canada, The criticisms
that have been given of the little text book,
were not written in either a patiiotic or
kindly spirit. The objections that have
been raised to it are trifling, and show &
carping rather than a generous disposition.
Now, evea the knowledge that may be im-
parted by a skilful sud energetic teacher
from this small treatise as Sext-book, would
be of infinite advaatage to the rising genera-
tion of Canadians. They may acquire some
kaowledge of the nature of soils, of the dif-
ferent kinds of fertilizers, and their adapta-
Sion to certaia soils and certain kinds of
crops, of the rotation of crops, and other
principles of the same kind, which every
year's experience will improve. These are
some of the objects, it may be presumed,
that the Conacil and Dr. Ryerson had in
view when they introduced these subjects;

For savnitary reasons, and protection from
fire, we appeal to the benevolent and those
who have the interest of the city at heart, to

For keeping down taxation and trust to |
luck as to health and protection and all that |
sort of thing, will be the cry of those whe
will vote may on the by law. Never mind
about the danger of a devastating fire which
might occur any day or might and destroy
the heart of the city in a few hours; let us
take the chances as we have done the last
few sears. But what if an important fire
shouid occur between now and the 20th,
then the yeas would have it without doubt.
How often have we not heard, during the
progress ot any fire of consequence, the whale
Board of Aldermen not only blamed but exe-
crated for not haviag water-works,or a more
adequate supply of water.

The trust-to-lnck heroes are as unwise as
they are unseund. Becsuse it is unresson-
able to expect that as in the past few years
we shall eontinue to be exempt from fires
of any conseguence. While it is true that
we have ao efficrent and well organised Fire
Brigade, yet it lacks that sapport without
which it is simply powerless, viz. —a boun-
tiful supply of water. Might as well send
two batteries of artillery into action with
five ronnds of ammunition when one hun.
dred would be necessary, as to expect our
two steamers, with their little boxes of
water round the corner, to fight a fire of
any maguitudsy when fifty or a hundred
times the quantity of water would be re-
quired. What flashes across the mind, the
first thought, when a fire breaks out inas
locality where it is likely to spread? Will
the water supply hold out? And when the
sickening announccment is made that all
available water 18 played out, a feeling of
desprir follows, the fire is exhausting itself.
while our gallant Fire Brigade with all its
expensive paraphernalia and adjupcts are as
if they )utl no existence, Is tlus not true?

For sanitary purposes we require water
works to carry off the increasing deposits
and accumulations of filth, which are rapidly
impregnating the soil of the back yards in
the densely populated parts of the city. Get
o ik A8 moorad & Ut storeys of any of
the stores on Dundas or Richmond streets,
and look out of the back windows, and what
is to be seen? Water closets and water wells
in disgusting proximity to each other. Can
this continue with immunity from the terri
ble consequences which must naturally fol.
low! No, as sure as day follows night, the
penaity of negligence, indifference aad delay
in this matter will be paid by the jeopar-
dizing the healthful character of our city.
