PRESBYTERIAN MISSIONS.

A joint meeting of the Presbyterian 
churches in the city was held in the St. 
Andrew’s Presbyterian church lecture room 
last evening, when Rev. Dr. Robertson, 
moderator-elect of the general assembly of 
the church and superintendent of home mis­
sions, and Rev. Mr. Gordon, of Winnipeg, 
were present. Rev. Mr. Clay presided, and 
after opening services oalled upon Dr. 
Robertson to address the meeting.

The Doctor gave an account of the pro­
gress of home missions in the Northwest 
Territory and British Columbia, speaking in 
particular of the needs of the province. 
Having visited a number of places he said 
he found a great many persons gathered 
together without ohnroh accommodation or 
any religions services. He briefly described 
the condition of these men and their 
readiness to respond where provision 
was made for their religions Instruction. 
He gave a very interesting aooount of what 
had been already accomplished, and ex­
plained how rapidly the Churoh had extend­
ed west of Lake Superior. Fourteen years 
ago there were only 116 ohnrohas and mis­
sions in the West, whereas there are 
782 churches and missions. The member­
ship had increased from 1,153 to 18,000, and 
the revenue had risen from $15,000 to 
$268,000, but there ia still great need of 
funds.

Rev. Mr. Gordon, of Winnipeg, next ad­
dressed the meeting. He spoke of the work 
in the Old Country, where he found the dif­
ferent courts of the churoh ready to receive 
him and hear him, but it was a very differ­
ent thing to get them to help out the Canada 
home mission work of the churoh. “ 
described the method of his work there on 
behalf of home missions by means of 
a pamphlet, containing comparative maps ot 
the country, distances and the extent of the 
home mission field. He had oalled upon the 
various leaders of the church in Scotland 
and received their cordial support and sym­
pathy. After some considerable difficulty 
he at last had some good success in his 
work and finally managed to get support 
from the Old Country for some forty mis­
sions, some for three, but the majority for 
five years. Last year $12,000 from the old 
land passed through his hands for the mis­
sions, and he expected the same this year. 
He did not think people had grasped the 
importance of this great work of home mis­
sions in this country.

A vote of thanks to the speakers was pro­
posed by Rev. Dr. Campbell, seconded by 
Rev. Mr. McRae and carried.

In order to see what was being done in 
the hills your correspondent made a trip on 
foot, going in by way of Jaokson basin and 
coming ont at Three Forks, and he was 
mistaken for every class of man from capit­
alist to commercial peddler. As with many 
people the mining resources of the Kootenay 
are summed up in the Silver King and 
Slocan Star, it may be of interest to them 
to read of the many valuable properties one 
passes in making such a trip, to say nothing 
of hundreds of prospects upon which 
or less work has been done.

An hoar’s good steady olimbing brings 
the sight-seer to the Northern Bell, owned 
by Jaokson, from whom the basin is prob­
ably named. There was no one on this pro­
perty save the owner, and he was engaged 
in the very profitable occupation of sacking 
ere out of the waste-dump, where the former 
lessees of the wroperty had thrown it. He 
had sacked some 124 tons and expected to 
get as much more, which would net him 
something over $2,000, as the ore carries 
something like 85 ounces silver and 75 per 
cent. lead. This property was worked 
under a lease with purchasing clause by 
some Seattle men, and by poor management 
ran behind some thousand dollars. To se­
cure himself Jackson paid off the obligations 
and was re-established in possession by the 
courts. The lessees were given six months 
in which to conclude purchase if they de­
sired. This period will expire in March, 
and if the purchase is not concluded by that 
time Jackson will work the property him­
self, as it has a very nioe showing and 
should pay well.

Climbing up to the top of the divide, 
something like 8,000 feet, the trail swings 
round to the right, along the side of what 
some call the Noble Five mountain. 
A short distance from the divide 
you come upon the Blue Bird mine, a prop­
erty which has made considerable shipments 
and in which there are some 500 feet of tun­
neling. They have not commenced work 
this season, though they have a very good 
property.

Lower down on the same hill is the Good- 
enough fraction, which was discovered by 
party of five who were walking along the 
trail. The party consisted of Messrs. Whit­
tier, Thompson, Kemp, Martin and Good- 
enough. They ran a tunnel in upon the 
ledge and oame across a very richjpay streak, 
which though small assayed very high in 
silver, carrying some 700 ounces to the ton. 
In driving their tunnel 65 feet they took out 
euffioient ore to pay all operating expenses, 
erect necessary living quarters, build i trail 
and leave a profit of $5,000 They have 
seven men at work now, and expect to ship 
80 tons of ore this winter.

Above and adjoining this is the Rueoau, 
the value of which was considerably 
hancad by the finding of the Goodenough 
ledge, which runs into the Rueoau 
ground. John M. Harris is 
aging this property, and he has some 
20 men at work getting things in shape for 
the winter, when the force will be doubled. 
There are some 500 feet of tnnnellng on this 
mine, and heavy shipments will be made 
this winter from both the original Rneoan 
and Goodenough ledges. One carload of 

latter ore gave a return last year of 
$9,000.

Not far from the Rueoau, on the same 
mountain, is the Dead man, where Meeere. 
Cutter & Miller have a dozen men blocking 
out work for the winter. They have some 
270 tone of carbonates ready for shipment, 
the assay vaine of which ia about 250 ounces. 
Their shipments this year will greatly 
ceed those of last season.

The next mine in line of travel is the No­
ble Five group, from which the mountain 
has been given its name. It was one of the 
first groups located in the Slooan, and 
prises several fall-sized claims. It has 
more work done upon it than any other 
property in the country, excepting the Slo­
oan Star, and the owners expect to ship over 
1,000 tons of ore this season. There are but 
18 men employed on the mine, but

The 
first business taken np was a letter from 
the medical health officer, Dr. George H.
Dunoan, reporting the existence of certain 
friction between the sanitary officer and 
himself, and asking that their relations to 
each other be defined, so as to 
avoid future misunderstandings. This 
letter was dated July 4, and the 
Mayor said be had thought that the 
matter could be arranged without reference 
to the oounoil, but after several 
tions with both gentlemen he found it best 
to submit the matter to the board. The 
point in brief is, it appeared to him, that 
the Doctor thinks that Mr. Conlin should 
simply obey orders without having any 
opinion himself, while the sanitary officer 
considers that he should exercise his own dis­
cretion as to regulating nuisances, without 
having to oonanlt the medical health officer.
The Doctor’s request is simply that the pro­
cedure to be followed shall be distinctly un­
derstood, though he considers that if he is 
to be responsible he should have fall control.

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CANNOT COMPETE.

San Francisco, Sept. 10.—The Central 
Lumber Company has been Incorporated by 
the lumbermen of the coast, who say that a 
combination of interests has become imper­
ative because of the depressed condition of 
the trade. D. H. Bibb, of the Golden Gate 
Lumber Company, in an interview said : 
“We have been talking about this combin­
ation for over two years. The competition 
of British Columbia is too much for us. 
The Canadian lumberman has every ad­
vantage on his side. He does not need to 
buy his timber, he merely leasee it from the 
government and pays for his logs as he takes 
them ont. The Importation of British Col­
umbia lumber is steadily growing larger 
and larger. American mills have been 
forced to shut down, wages have been re­
duced, and for three years lumber has been 
sold below cost in this oity. We cannot 
increase the consumption. We oannot com­
pete with British Columbia, and we most 
rely upon increasing onr foreign trade by 
establishing new markets in China, Japan, 
Australia and elsewhere.”
