SOUTH POLE NEARLY
REACHED BY BRITISH

Lieutenant Shackleton Returns
to New Zealand With His
Expedition

London, March 23.—Information has
reached London, according to the Pall
Mall Gazette, that the Antarctic ex-
pedition under Lieut. Ernest H.
Shackelton, of the British navy, which
left England in July, 1907, reached the
South pole.

Another cablegram received from the
firm which outfitted the Nimrod says:
“Achieved object. Proceeding to Lyt-
tleton. Will wire particulars Thurs-
day."”

The fact that no specific mention is

made of having reached the south pole
is interpreted as possibly meaning that
the achievement has been to penetrate
further than any previous expedition.
Still another despatch says the ex-
pedition got within about 100 miles of
the pole.
Later Report.

London, March 24—The polar re-
gions are gradually ylelding up thelr
secrets to human perseverance and
determination. Ernest H. Shackletan,
of the British navy, who left his per-
manent quarters last autumn for a
dash to the pole, succeeded, after an
arduous sledge journey of 1,708 miles,
which occupied 126 days, in reaching
within 111 miles of the south pole, or
354 miles nearer than that attained
by the Discovery expedition, of which
he was an officer. As the exploration
to the south was taken rather for the
purpose of geological survey than with
the idea of reaching the pole itself, it
may be said to have succeeded beyond
the most sanguine expectations,

that there was no water, and even if
there was water there was no traffic.

at London in 1900, that In Montreal,
three years later, having this proviso:
“But the colonies claim the privilege
of keeping their own initiative as to
the nature of the help which they agree
to cfter.”

In giving figures which showed the
ability of Canada to make a handsome
contribution the speaker showed that
Great Britain was paying nearly seven
dollars per head to imperial defence,
as compared with Canada’s sixty cents.
“This {s an unfair and humiliating po-
sition for Canada to occupy,” he said.
Let us no longer give cause for such
a slur upon our character, that while
we aré ready to boast of our prosperity
and the boundless Tresources of our
country we continue to remain in the
enjoyment of imperial protection while
not paying any part of the cost.”

He pointed out that Germany’s ap-
propriation for the coming year ex-
ceeded that of Great Britain for the
past year. “Having lived flve years
in Germany, I can testify to their
thoroughness in everything, and Iif un-
fortunately Great Britain is to fight
them they will be formidable foes.”

Other speeches were in similar vein,
one membes exclaiming: “Let Laurier
cable Asquith at once: ‘Build Dread-
nought and send me the bill’” An-
other added: “Let Canada build for
BEngland a Dreadnought at once and
make a contribution every year.”
