‘A Large and Brilliant Audience—The To-
ronte Philharmonic Society Scores a
Big Success in its First Concert.

The most important musical event of the
season took ‘place last ev in the pavil:
fon of the Horticulturs! gariens. The
Philharmonic society had selested Gounod’s
new oratorio, *The Redemption,” as the
subject of its first concert of this year, and
the event justified the choice of its conduc-
tor. The Redemption has been performed
at the Birmingham festival, in London at
Albert hall, and in New York, by the
‘New York Philharmonic society under
Theodore Thomas, and lastly by our local
soclety, so that the distinctions of having
the second performance in America and the
fourth in the world may be claimed by
Toronto. The work is laid out by the plan,
followed by Wagner and his disciples,
namely that the 'solo voice parts shall
malnly be historical or narrative, while the
musieal illustration shall be entrusted to
the orchestra and the chorns, Arias,
properly so-called, are rare in this work ;
in fact there is only one in the whole ora-
torio, * From thy Love as & Father,” which
is sssigned to the soprano snd which 1s
. accompanied by the chorus. The Redemp
tion can hardly be called an oratorio, as we
understand the term from the works of
the older masters. It is mther a Trilogy

with & prolugue—all of intense dramatic
lme—m a musical setting of exceeding

richness. - 3 .
The design of the author is best explained
in his own words : ** This work is a lyrical
setting forth of the three great facts on
which depends the existence of the christian
These facts are: 1 The passion
and the death of the Saviour. 2 His glo-
rious life on earth, from His reeurrection to
His ascension. 8 The spread of christianity
in the world through the mission of the
upostles, These three parts of the present
‘trilogy are preceded by a prologue on the
creation, the fall of our first parents, and
the p of a Redeemer,” It is this
promise of & Redeemer which is set in a
hrase of delicions melody which forms the
cit-motif of the melody, This promise of
redemption heralds the appearance of the
Redeemer, and accompanies the monotonic

Gounod has had the advantage of prepar-
mg his own libretto, whereby the whole
scheme, literary as well as musical, is en-
tirely under his control.

known English divine of great musical

Th e Case of Hendiric vs Grand
way at last Secures 3 Hearing—Open-
ing of the Case Yesterday. :

The celebrated case of Hemdrie vs. the
Grand Tfunk to decide who shall control
the Toronto, Grey and Bruce railwsy,
which has been ‘pending for about a yesr

ing before Judge Proudfoot. Mr, Dalton Me-
Carthy, Q. C., Mr. C. Robinson, Q'C. and

and Hon. E. Blake and Mr. Cussels for the
Graod Trapk The pleadings set forth that
the company was in difficulties in 1874,
failare following endeavours to resuscitate
the company’s affairs, and allege that Mt
Beatty, in April, 1881, was making a secret
sgreement with the Grand Trunk railway
company with the object of leasing the To-
ron‘o, Grey snd Bruce railway to that com..
psny at & rental. 'and upon terms far below
the value of the line. The plaintiff Hendrie
protested against this agreement, and de-
sired at a meeting of the board of directors
of the Toronto company to have the cou-
sideration of the question postponed, but a
majority of the directors refused, resisted
the delay and insisted on the terms of the

ment being carried out. The proposal

of the Graad k was that they should
have the live om the fsllowing terms: A
rental of 27%&«:&» of the gross earnings
up to $500,000; 25 per cent of all the gross
earnings from ,000 to $500 000, and
124 per cent for all over $500,000, and to
guarantee that the minimum rental should
not be less than $100,000. - Certain works
were also to be performed by the Grand
Trunk. The plaintiff alleges that these
terms were most unfavorable. North
ern railway company then made an offer of
35 per cent on the gross earnings up to
$350,000, 25 per icent for the next $50,000,
20 per cent for the next $100,000 and 12}
per cent for all over $500,000 The proposal
was rejected, however, and an ent
was entered into on the 13th of May. Ata
meeting of bondholders held on the 28th
June 1881, to ratify the agreement, it is
contended that the plaintifl was not permit-
ted to vote on account of the bonds he held.
He also charges that the agreement was
hastily snd improvidently entered into at
the instigation of the defendant and without
inde; nt legal advice or due considera-
tion, and it was unfair and unjust to the

ete. The offer of the Northern & Northe
western was  rejected because they
considered that the company could not
carry out the Aﬁumt. There was also a
Jegal difficulty in the form of a clause in the
Toronto companies’ act preventing such an
arrangemeént. There was s proviso that the
assets of the li:utenant-governor in council
houid be first abtained. . Another difliculty
was the fact in the event of an agreement
with the Northern company the Graod
Trunk company could ‘‘squeeze” them.
The latter compsany, however, had never
done so, The rantee of the Graud
Trunk would nave the effecct of enabling
them t:}n 5 per cent on the preference
bonds :1,000.000. and pearly 27 per
cent on the issue of $2,000.000. He did
not think anything about the sgreement
being ratified by the bondholders, though
he went to England in order to get the
assent of the bondholders to the scheme.
