He was immediatcly followed by
Cuddy and grabbed before he could get over
to the other side. He was taken to police
headquarters, Sallivan is on'y 21, but be
has a bad record, He served two years in
Kingston, and is just cut sbout a year.
Last winter he was mixed np with the gang
that ran a countryman named Little into
Shepley’s den, and after shoving the end of
a buffalo robe into his mouth held bim up
for 5. Hennerty and Patsy Heffernan were
sent to the central prison, but Sullivan got
off, His last act was to assist in stealing a
keg of lager from a beer wagor, for which
his companion Walsh is now held as an ec-
complice,
