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SERRIBLE PICTURKS DEPICTED BY
4 VISITING JOUBNALIST.

Business at a Complete Standssiil—Th
Origin and Progress of the Scourge—
Scencs Inside Infected Hounes.

A special correspondent of the New
York World has been making & thorough
inquiry into the state of Montresl. A few
extracts from the six column article which
forms the produce of his task are herewith
Riven:

Smallpox has been epidemic among the
French residents of Montreal at stated
periods for many years. In 1876 the total
number of deaths reported by the board of
health was 703. In 1877 there were
deaths from smalipox; in 1878 there
were 728 deaths; in 1879, 472; in 1880
there were 150; in 1831 five only, and
in the three succeeding years no smallpox
deaths oocurred. Seven hundred and
twenty-six deaths from smallpox in the
course of one year in a civic population of
140,000 would, it might be supgosed, create
considerable attention on the, part of the
_authorities, but it is said that the disease
attracted but scant notice. There was an
attempt made to vaccinate the 100,000 or
more of the unvaccinated, but the latter
assembled in groups and defied the city
government. <

In the month of March, 1885, the ocity
baving been free from the disease for
three years, a condactor in the employ of
the Puliman palace car company arrive
from Chicago snd was taken to the
Hotel Dicu with an *npﬁvo disease. He
was placed in & ward twith other patients
and, as it was afterwards ascertained,
passed through the stages of a mild case of
variola. A murse, who took oare of the
conductor, contracted smallpox and died.
In this manuer the tpresent epidemic bad
its origin, agcording to the statements o
the board of health and the intelligent
citigens who desoribe it. It is not by any
means unlike'y that the cese from Chicago
had no more to do with the epidemic than
had the plague now in Spain, but the
health board enjoys the treasuring of the
idea and the citizens place full faith in the
. belief,

In the month of April, 1885, the pest-
house of St. Roch was opened and there
_were six desths, In May ten died of the
disease; in June, thirteen; in July, forty-
six, and in August there were 241 deatbs.
In the early summer the venerable bishop
of Montresl, M. Borget, was gathered to
his fathers, and his public funerai was

ttended by th ds of the faithful.

* Coming as many of them did from tene-

ments reeking with pestilence, the con~

tagion was disseminated among the
jmmense concourse of those who were
the ocburch, snd = marked in-
crease in the death-rate was at
once apparent. Since September was
ushered in the  death-rate has
olimbed to its present proportions, and the
returns for the month will show a mortality
of upward of 1200 from the grisly destroyer.

The sest of the pestilence is in what is

known as the east end. Montreal, like

most other oities, has its court end and its
poorer section.  The English-spesking
population inhabit the western portion of

the town, with the mouatain for a back; |.

ground, while the French inhabitants
slmost exclusively reside in the immense
district lying east of the big stone muni«
cipal palace on the Champs des Armes.

The worst seat of infection is bouuvded

Montcalm otreet on the west, St.
Catharine street on the north, Champlain
street on the east and Craig street on the
south, Beaudry, Visitation, Plessis, Mig-
gonne and St. Ignace streets are long
thoroughfares, flanked by houses, mostly
one story in height. The majority of the
daily deaths occur on them and several of
the short connecting alleyways crossing
the above mentioned streets at right angles
teem with the pestillence. Allard street,
between Visitation and Pauet, is a hotbed
of contagion' and yet, when The World’s
special correspondent inspected = every
one of the humble dwellings, on
not a wsingle one did he see
the warning placard * Picotte,” Be-
ginning with Montcalm street, the front of
every house on either side was examined,
and only one placard was discovered. On
Beaudry street not a vestige of a sign could
be detected, and yet on the same day there
were not less than fifty cases prevailing.
On Visitation street there was one sign, on
an alley leading from it there was another,
On Plessis street there were two signs, on
Bt. Ignace none, on Panet street two, and

> on Champlain streets and streets leadin
therefrom there were four yellow and blac
warnings, and yet there had been upward
of forty deaths on the above-mentioned
sireets the day previous, and the total
number of cases of emallpox in the vicinity
was not far from 1000,

1 visited a tenement consisting of three
rooms. In a small bedroom opening from
& living room there were three beds packed
clesely together. Oune of the beds was a
donble one and the other two were child-

vren’s pize, On the large bed was a little
sufferer in the last stages of the disease.
The entire face was a solid mass of
pustulation and the eyes were closed.
The secondary fever was at its height, and
the wretched object of humanity breathed
short in gasping efforts in its profound
delirium, The stage of apathy had arrived,
and if the delirium passed away in the
course of the night the awakening
consciousness would be but an in-
difference to all earthly surroundings.
The child had but a few ‘hours to live,
From head to feet thé poor little body was
s mass of fetid corruption and, oh! the
deadly sickishness of the emell that loaded
the close air of the den, On one of the
small beds was another child, convalescent
but very weak from a severe attack, A
child of 4, the sister of the two sick chil~
dren, was playing about the floor of the
living-rooms. Her face was free from the
sigus of direase, and an examination
revealed the fact that both her arms were
free from the marks of vaccination,

“Why in-the name of all that is good
don’t yoy have that child vaccinated ?”
exclaimed The World’s representative,

*Ah ! non,non,” sald the mother,and she
snatched up the little one in an involuntary
fear that the objectionable virue of kine
gox might be lurrefﬁtioully introduced

encath the cuticle of her offspring.
“‘Have the board of health been around?”

““Yes; some one came and put up a
motice,”

“Who pu&d it down ?”

““Ah? je ndsais pas,” replied the woman,
with & shrug of her broad shoulders,

“Do you know the ohild is dying ?”

“Ah, yes ; but I have to do the washing

-~ for Mme——’s lodgers,”

*You don't mean to say that you are
washing the clothes of an outside family ?”

“Qui, oui, certainment!”

Is it any wonder that the epidemic is
rapidly increasing in Montreal when such
awful ignorance prevails ?

Entering a miserable den which bore no
placard, an atrocious smell and the general
filth of the apartment were the all-pervad-
ing characteristics, In an adjoining room
there was a sick person, but whether man
woman or child the writer cannot tell, A
tall, gaunt woman with a handkerchief tied
around her head, uttered a cory of fury
when she caught sight of the stranger, A
torrent of French patois peured from her
lips, and it required but a moment to
understand that the virago mistook the
correspondent for a local official, KExpla.
natfons and expostulations were of no
avail, The creature ran to the back deor,
sod, returning with a murderous-looking
axe, she fairly screamed with fury and
pointed towards the front entrance,

On onestreet were found forty oases, and
were probably more that the writer
uooeed in unearthing. One hoase-
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ren, the father was
sick with the variola and two well obildfen
were sleeping in the same bed with him.
A well ohild and a sick child in the same
bed is a by no means uncommon thing, and
thera are doubtless hundreds of well
sbildren sleeping in the same room with
smalipox victime, ' What is o be the end
of this unparalleled state of affairs—unpars
alleled it would seem in a so-called civilized
community—no one appears to be able to
decide, Cold weather is approaching, and
as the smallpox increases in virulence with
the oold, nm. the vaccination is carried
on with great rapidity the epidemio is
bound to continue to spread.

The stagnation of business in Montreal
is going to continue, and the winter will be
a very hard one, Many of the mob of
Monday last will clamor for bread before
the end of January. All that can get
away will leave for the States or elsewhere,
and they will carry with them in their

There is a pretence of fumigation daily
gone througi with at Bovnaventure railway
station, whence all trains for New York
and Boston depart, A few brushfuls of a
solution of carbolic acid are thrown over
the cars, and that is all It is & well-
recognized fact that the fumes of carbolic
acid have no effsct on the smallpox poison,
and that sulphurous saoid, ob:ained by
the combustion of sulphur, is the only
reliable fumigator, A physician ls sup-
sed to furnish a certificate that the train
nosll right and that the passengers &aro
free from disease, The certificate given is
prepared at the city hall before the depar-
ture of the train, and possesses about as
much practical value as & last year’s
almapac, DBusiness at 8 comparative
standstill, the theatres closed, friend look~
ing at friend and wondering who will be
sttacked next, s general panic daily threat
ened and a turbulent and ignoyant popu-
lace bent on their own destruction—these
are some of the features of the present
eéndition of this onoce proud city.

A com-
mittee, with Rev, D, J, Macdonuell as con-
vener, was appeinted to look into the re-
arrangement of Camille and York Mills
Stations, Rev, R. Gray tendered his
resignation as pastor of the York Mills and
Camille stations, but owing to some in-
formality it was not acoepted. The con-
gregation of Chalmer's church reported
that they had agreed to pay their pastor’s
salary in full, (Applaase).
