point of view at the time. For example, he
must show something like this, thas as the
time he killed a person he thought he was
breaking a jar, and therefore didn’t know the
nature and quality of sbq m he was commit-
ting, or if he did, then tha didn’t know
that it was wrong. 'l!m something very
difficult to prove, no matter how true it may
tave been at the time. It must rest hrply
on the opinion and evidence of experts.
