by the General Superintendent, Mr. James 
Stephenson. Mr. Stiff has been 28 year» 
in the service of the Grand Trunk Railway 
and aMumed the position he has been re­
tired from in 1876. This is the most im- 
portant change to be made in the personnel 
of the high officials of the company.

Tbe next in order , is Mr. Edmund E. 
Wragge, local superintendent, with head­
quarters In Toronto. He give» up the con­
trol of the whole train service under hie 
erstwhile control, which is banded over to 
General Superintendent Stephenson. In 
future he will devote bis time to the 
arrangements in connection with the pro­
posed big union depot in Toronto.

These are the change» which have already 
taken place, and more are to follow. “You 
can say,” said a prominent official of the 
Grand Trunk, “that the staffs of the super­
intendents will be greatly curtailed, in fact, 
Mr. Stiff» staff will to a great extent be 
dispensed with. One or two superinten­
dents will be released. One hag gone 
already; other retrenchments will lake 
place in due course of time, and when they 
do 1 will let you know.”

The rumor of the above developments 
began to gain ground in railroad circle» 
yesterday afternoon. Many scouted tbe 
idea ot the retrenqbmente a# totally un­
founded, but the official announcement, 
which will be issued in a day or two, will 
change their opinion,.

Another result of the tour of inspection 
is the pronounced intention of the direc­
torate and management to concentrate the 
outside business d$ much ns possible ra 
Montreal, as instanced in the vbange» 
which have taken place in Stratford.
