He said: * Free-
dom of conscience—ireedom of speech—
freedom of trade—these are the prinei-
ples for which I stand. The line be-
tween us and the Conservative party is
just on this question of freedom. Their
very policy to-day is to favor the few
at the expense ol the many. They do not
believe in freedom. It is not possible
just now to have in Canada that free-
dom of trade which England enjoys, but
that is the zoal which we hope to at-
tain. (Applause.)

“Tet us look at the record of this
party. You were told in 1877 that if
you adopted protection you would have
to pay a little more, but that you would
get better prices for your produce.
Where are those prices? You were told
of the tall chimneys that would rise.
Where are they ? | I find that from the
last census your population in the
County of Peel has decreased by 1200.
Is that not sufficient to condemn the
National Policy? I have only to ap-
peal to the record of the Govpr'nmout to
show that the system is a vicious one.
Was it not a fact that last year there
was an outery against it? Mr. Foster
brought in his budget, and the Govern-
ment intended to reduce the taxationm,
but from the morth and east and south
and west came the monopolies who ob-
jected to this.

The Reductions Clerical Errors.

“ When the final revision was completed
was found that nearly all the reductions
were clerical errors. (Laughter and
mpplause.) I say this, that if an indus-
try cannot stand by itself it will never
enrich the people. We must be taxed,
but I say that the Government has no
more right to take one cent from my
pocket or your pocket and put it in the
pocket of someone else, than it has to
bold you up on the road and demand
your purse.

The Canadian people have been
disgraced as the American people have
pever been disgraced. It is to the credit
of the American people that wherever
corruption is found it is punished. But
how is this in Canada. .I have only to
refer you to the cases of Conuolly and
McGreevy.

INDEPENDENT OF OHINA,

Chinese Report a Battle On Saturday With
Heauy Slanghter of the Enemy, But
the Japs Deny That There Was An En-
gagement—Protest Against the Seizure
of the Islam.

London, Aug. 22.—A despatch from
Shanghai to the Central News says the
Chinese papers contain reports of a bat-
tle near Pinger in which 25,000 men on
dach side were engaged. The Chinese, the
despatch reads, claim to have defeated
the Japanese forces.

Li Hung Chang has ordered the mobili-
gation 'of the Northern, Southern and
Sﬁﬂtral Chinese fleets in the Gulf of Pe-

A Chinese fleet is convoying a number
of troop ships and coal ships from Taku
to Port Arthur.

The Japanese nobles have subscribed
$80,000,000 as a fund to be used in
the prosecution of the war. This fund
draws no interest.

Corea’s King Appeals To Japan.

London, Aug. 22.—A despatch to & news
agency in this city states that the King
of Corea has declared himself independent
of the Chinese Government, and has ap-
pealed to Japan for assistance to expel
the inese from the country.

The ' oficial announcement also says
that on-th esame date, June 30, Corea
renounced” all her treaties with China.

Great Slaughter In Saturday’s Battle.

Shanghai, Aug. 22,—It is supposed the
Japanese troops who are re-embarking at
Fusan are going to Seoul. It is reported
there was great slaughter of men in the
battle between the Japanese and Chinese
forces at Chung Hoon Saturday last, in
which the Japanese were drig:n from that
place.

It is stated that James Wylie, a Pres-
byterian missionary, has died from in-
juries received at the hands of Chinese
soldiers marching to Corea at Liao Yang,
north of New Chang, China.

Japan Denies That An Engagement Oc-
curred.

London, Aug. 22.—The Central News is
authority for the statement that the of-
ficials of the Japanese lezation .here
deny that there has been any engage-
ment, recently, either on land or sea,
between the forces of Japan and China.
The officials declare also that the des-
patch to The Standard from Berlin, re-
ferring to Count Itos’ remarks concern-
ing the interest of Japan and Russia in
the completion of the Siberian Railway,
was an invention of the Chinese Embassy,
in the German capital.

Japan Holds the Passes.

London, Auz. 22.—A despatch to the
Central News from Shanzhai states that
advices have been received there from
Chemulpo to the effect that some unim-
portant skirmishes have taken place on
the Zreat road north of Pong 'San, be-
tween the Chinese and Japanese [orces.
The position of the Japanese troops are
unchanzed, and all the passes are strong-
ly, held by Japanese soldiers.

Planters Will Sue For the Sugar Bounty.

New Orleans, Aug.  22.—Louisiana
sugar planters have not yet surrendered
all hope of securing the bounty on the
growing crop. Preparations are being
made for the filing of a suit by one of
the wealthiest planters in the state to
test the legality of the abrogation of the
bounty by Congress after it was partly
earned. A big purse will be raised among
the planters to defray the expenses of
this case. The only hitch is in the fact
that the consent of Congress must be sé-
cured before the Government can be sued.

No Provision For Collecting the Income
Tax.

Washington, Aug. 22.—The discovery
has been made by the Treasury Depart-
ment officials that no appropriation bas
been made for putting into effect the in-
come tax provisions of the Tariff bill.
The collectors of internal, revenue can do
nothing under these circumstances in the
direction of preparing to collect the tax.
Five hundred thousand dollars is needed
to collect the taxiduring the current fis-
cal year. As there is no quorum in
either branch of Congress an appropria-
tion bill cannot be passeéd without unani-
mous consent.

Amal ion of Chinese Forees in Corea

London, Aug. 22.—Neither the Foreign
Office or the Chinese Legation has re-
ceived any news of the battles mentioned
by The Times correspondent this morn-
ing. At the Legation the officials say
that General Yeh, who formerly com-
manded at Asan, has joined his force of
2000 men to the Chinese northesm army
at Ping Yang. The success of this move-
ment, the Chinese say, proves that the
Japanese troops in Corea are either weak
or negligent.

Protest Against Seizure of the Islam.

Glasgow, Aug. 22.—A protest has been
entered by the Japanese Comsul in this
city against the order issued on the 20th
inst. by the Earl of Kimberley, Secretary
of State for Foreign Affairs, directing
the customs authorities to seize and de-
tain the steamer Islam, which is being
fitted out here for the Japanese Govern-
ment. The Consul asserts that the Islam
which was recently purchased by his Gov-
ernment, is not intended for use as a
cruiser. Her name was changed to Tosa-
maru when she was purchased by Japan,
but subsequently she was renamed Islam.

Sinking of the Kow Shung Was Justified
Paris, Aug. 22.—-The Tokyo correspon-
dent of The Journal Des’Debats tele-
graphs that the court of inquiry which
has been investigating at Shanghai the
circumstances of the sinking of the Chi-
nese transport Kow-Shung by the Jap-
anese warship Naniwa has rendered a de-
cision holding that the action of the
Japanese commander in firing upon the
transport was justified, and that there-
fore the Japanese Government will not
be called upon to make any compensa-
tion for the destruction of the vessel.

Shipping Arms To Japan Via New York..

New York, Aug. 22.—The British steam-
ship Cam. which arrived yesterday from
Coosaw, 8. C., may furnish material for
an international complication after .she
leaves this port.

The vessel is to take on board a large
quantity of arms and ammunition, and,
as she is bound for Yokohama, Japan, it
is suspected the shipment is for that na-
tion. The agents of the Cam admit that
the vessel is going to carry arms to Ja-
pan, but refuse to say who are the con-
signers or consignees.

Evidence In Favor of Pullman.

Chicago, Aug.;22.—At to-day's session
of the National Labor Commission, the
firemarshall testified that 147 cars, B
switch shanties, 6 depots and 8 towers
were burned from July 5 to 8, inclusive.
Reporters and firemen swore that no
railroad men were seen committing acts
of violence. Employes gave evidence that
rents in Pullman were not excessive, that
the company paid the expenses of injured
men, that the workmen were fairly treat-
ked, and that whisky was the origin of

ithe whole trouble.

GOMMENDS THE PAGIFIC CABLE.

The Times Says Canadians Are Working
For One of the Noblest Ideas They
Could Entertain.

London, Aug. 23.—In reviewing its own
articles on the Ottawa Intercolonial Con-
ference The Times says: \

“Canada’s keenness for the Pacific cable
is remarkable, becausc she already has
direct and virtually unassailable tele-
graphic communication with Great Brit-
ain. The Canadiaps in this are working
for one of the noblest ideas they could
entertain, namely, the unity of the em-
pire, its security and prosperity. As re-
gards the steamship scheme, the trouble
is with the Australian colonies, whith do
not yet display such devotion to the idea
as is shown by Canada. For the cable
scheme, nevertheless, there is abundant
sympathy, which doubtless will develop
into active concurreuce.

“Jt i sexpected that the Earl of Jer-
sey’s report will be in favor of the sub-
sidies for Atlantic and Pacific steamers.
The idea of an Lnperial service, entirely
independent o fthe outside world, pro-
mises such solid advantages that ne
minor objection ought to be listened to
for a moment.

“On the contrary, it wou!d be sound
policy and good finance to incur - some
expense in order to establish it, even
although the prospects of its becoming
fully self-supporting were somewhat re-
mote. The stimulus to Imperial com-
merce would be immense, and would in-
directly bring Imperial advantages far
more valuable than any that can be ap-
praised in a statistical abstract.”

The Revolt of the Irish Members Declared
To Be a Dodge.

London, Aug. 22.—The incipient revolt
of the Irish members of Parliament, re-
sulting from the veto by the House of
Lords of the Evicted Tenants’ bill, has,
it is reported, been quelled by Chief
Secretary for Ireland Morley. Suspicion
has been rite among the Irish meémbers
that the Government was working with
Conservatives for the postponement of
the House of Lords’ votes, but this sus-
picion was declared to be baseless _by
both Mr. Morley and the Conservative
leader, A. J. Balfour, in the House of Com-
mons last evening. The Times, referring
to the matter, says:

“Few people believe that it was more
than a sham fight, done for the purpose
of holding the Irish electors into the
belief that the irish members are not
the servile tools of the Government.

India May Coin a Trade Dollar.
London, Aug. 22.—Reports are cur-
rent that the Indian mints are probably
Zoing to coin a British trade dollar,
to take the place of a Mexican dollar.

German Annexation of Samoa Asked For.

Berlin, Aug. 22.—A petition to the Em-
peror, signed by the German residents of
Apia, Samoa, favoring the annexation of
the Samoan Islands by Germany, declares
that the establishment of a joint Anglo-
German protectorate in the event of the
United States withdrawing from the tri-
partile agreement would lead to thg ex-
tinction of German interests in the South
Seas.

THE CARMONA AN HORE.
She Runs Aground In the Mouth of the
Picton Harbor.

A private despatch received in the city
last evening reported that the steamer
Carmona, Toronto, which had been
chartered to take an excursion from Na-
panee and Bay ports to Oswego, ran
aground about 9 o’clock yesterday in the
mouth of the Picton harbor.

She had about 3800
on board, who were transferred
to the steamer Merritt to  be
taken back to Napanee. She is on mud
bottom, and no damage will be done to
the hull. It will require a powerful tug
to get her off, however.

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FOUR BABES IN 15 MONTHS.

WHY THERE WERE MORB LITISLE
FITKINS THAN USUAL,

The Father Found a Lucky Herseshoe,
Carried It Home and a Few Hours
Later His Wife Presented Him With
Two Girls and a Boy—The Triplets Are
Lusty and Thriviang. by

Henry James Fitkin, harness manufac-
tuere, resides with his family in Daven-
port-road, at the head of Howland-ave-
nue, and just outside the city limits.
The Fitkin saddlery shop and dwelling,
which nestles under Wells’ Hill like &
sparrow’s nest under some old’ fortress,
has been visited during the t few days
by nearly every lady resident in the
northwestern section of the city owing
to the arrival of more little Fitkins’ than
usual.

Mrs. Fitkins is a short, fairly stout
English woman of about 88 years of age.
She had previoysly presented her husband
with seven children, the eldest of whom
is 12 years of age., but there was anin-
terval of at least 15 months in the ar-
arrival of each of the youngsters. When
on Monday of last week she gave birth
to two girls and a boy all within an
hour, the husband was, to put it mildly,
surprised.

Knew Them By the Ribbons They Wore.

The World yesterday found the proud
father busily engaged in stitching a pair
of harness traces in his shop. Mr. Fitkin
is an Englishman abou® 51 years of age,
and has lived the greater part. of his
time in Toronto. He formerlyl conducted
business at 116 Wallace-avenue. His
father is Thomas Fitkin of 152 Sbaw-
street,s collector for Dr. Moorehouse.

“Yes, the triplets are all alive and get-
ting along nicely,” said Mr, Fitkin.
“ There is ome boy and two girls, and
they are so near alike that we had to
tie pieces of red, white and blue ribbon
on their arms to distinguish " them.
They weighed twelve pounds altogether
at birth, the boy, who was born first,
weighing 4 lb. 8 oz., and the girls a
trifle under 4 lbs. each. Their combined
weight is exaetly what my first boy
Leslie weighed when he was born. No,
there has been no previous cases of
triplets, or even twins, in either my
family or my wife’s, but all our relatives
had large families smd lived to a good
old age.

Luck In a Horseshoe.

“There is a& peculiar circumstance
about the arrival of the triplets. that I
want to relate to you,” continued Mr.
Fitkin. *“Now, I never paid much at-
tention to the story that to find a horse-
shoe is to bring luck. +I have often seen
horseshoes, but never troubled to pick
them up. On Monday morning I went
down to Bathurst-street to get my bread
as usual, and) I saw a herseshoe in the
road. I picked it up, and observing
that the two heel calks and the toe calk
were intact, I decided to take it home,
thinking my boy might get 8 or 10 cents
for it. When Dr. Page arrived I told
him that I had found a horseshoe and
that ought to bring good luck. About
an hour afterwards he told me I was
the father of triplets.

The Babies Named.

“ We' have named the babies. The boy,
is to be called Henry James, after me,
and th egzirls are Emma and Emily, I
think. I am not sure about the girls,
though, as we have an Emily, now. Wait
until I ask mother.”

Mr. Fitkin went upstairs and shortly
returned, explaining that it had been de-
cided to call the babe Eva Emily.

The Babies Interviewed.

“ Mamma says for you to come upand
seej the babies,” said a little three-year-
old tot at this juncture, and the re-
porter went upstairs.

Mrs. Fitkin, & small, stout woman
with a pleasant face, was holding one
of the zirls on her left arm, close up to
her bosom, and she was rocking the other
two babes to silence, if not to sleep, with
a touch of her right foot on their cradle,
while she * ketcherkooed” to another
15 months’ old white-faced little tod-
dler that was relapsing into a whine..

There are some babies one’s heart
zoes right out to instantly. Of this class
are the Fitkin triplets. ~Whenthe fond
father turned back the coverlet two pair
of blue eyes, that looked like a piece
of beaven, peeped from under the folds
for a glimpse of the caller. The first-
born was evidently not very favorably
impressed, for his little lungs uttered a
lusty ery, but the fond mother set the
babe on her knee and patted its little
arching back, and then she kissed it, and
put it back into its basinette, and with
a nod and a smile she proceeded to
speak of her charges.

“They are gZetting along finely,” said
the mother. * Henry, who was born first,
was ill for a few days, but as you can
see he is all rizht now, but Emma is
poorly. Dr. Page thinks she will pull
through all right though. This makes
ten little ones we have mnow. They
are :

“ All have blue eyes and golden hair,”
continued Mrs. Fitkin, proudly, “and
they are good children. Of course, s0
many of them are quite a charge, an
the nurse has gome. “ But;” added the
plucky little woman cheerfully, “I
wouldn’t part with one of them for all
Toronto.”

Mr. Fitkin has been urged to apply for
the Queen’s bounty of £8. It has been
publicly announced in the Imperial
Parliament that the gift does not apply
to the colonies, but in view of the fact
that Mr. Fitkin served with the 12th
York Battalion during the Fenian Raid
and is in need of the $15 to feed the
numerous little ‘mouths at his table, it
is thought that an exception will be
made in his case.

The triplets will hold a reception to-
day and to-morrow, and any tokens that
the ladies may wish to contribute to
their comfort will be acceptable. As
preparations were made for but one little
Fitkin, it can readily be understood that
there are many things that are lacking.
