Mr. Moody Condemns Conceit-
ed Church Critics,

SINGS THE PRAISES OF HIS CHOIR.

Toronto's Lifeless Churches
to Be Revolutionized.

& }

The Great Evangelist Touched the To-
bacco Question Gingerly—Church Mem-
bers With or Without Power—No Use
for Spirit Seances—How  to Kill the
Rum Devil—Last Night’s Meeting the
Most Impressive of the Serlos.

The annoupcement of separate geet-
inzs for men and women seemed to have
caused an extra number of each sex to
be present at the last joint afternoon
@athering. The male element was more
in evidence than at the other weekday
afternoon meetingzs. The great hall wae
filled *and the meeting commenced much
ahead of time. Archdeacon Boddy anda
whole host of clerzymen were on the
platform. .

The proceedings commenced with a
sweet hymn not often sung: “I know
not why God’s wondrous grace to me
bath beez made known,” which was fol-
lowed by a thorough old-fashioned re-
vival hymn: “Lord, I hear of showers of
blessinz.” This is a special ta!ovite of
Mr.  Moody’s, and he asked ihat the fol-
lowing verse be sunz softly and as a
united prayer by every one in the hall.
The words are: - o

Love of God, so pure and changeless,
Blood of Christ, so ricly and fres, °

Grace of God, so stronz and boundless,
Maznify them all in me—Even me,

Plous Breathings.

Rev. William Patterson, havinz offered
a fervent prayer, thechoir sang with deep
effect, “Wanderer, come, follow Me, I'll
guide thee home.” Rev. Dr. Potts then
broke a period of silent prayer by earn-
est intercession, concludinz witn ‘the
Lord’s Prager, in. the recitation of
which the congregation joined.

A dgep spirit of devotion and humility
seemeﬁ to pervade the vast assembly,
and in softly supplicatory tone the fol-
lowing poetical pmye{ of Miss Taylor
was offered:

0, to be nothinz, nothing,

Only to lie at His feet,

A broken and emptied vessel,

For the Master’s use made mect.

And as a corollary to this humbling at-
titude—to which such blessing js at-
tached—the choir jubilantly burst forth
with the assurance, *There shall be
Showers of Blessing; this is ithe promise
of Love.” .

“Amens” were heard all around, Mr,
Moody’s beinz most emphatic. Rev,
Michael Fawcett thén summed up all the
desires in a few supplicatory sentences,
in whif:h he pleaded for *'Blessing now
—now.’ "

Moody Anxious For the ~9tldelu.

The evangelist then said he had been
asked to speak to the thousands of stu-
dents i Toronto. He would consider
the request., In the meantime lickats of
invitation had been printed, which would
be distribated among students aand fac-
tory hands, whose presence he would hail
at thosc meetings. He did not wish to
have the same church members at every
meeting, but would rather they should
act the part of recruiting officérs and
brinz in the unsaved.

Watts’ hymn, “Come, Holy Spirit,
Quickening Dove,” was sung as a prayer,
and then all was expectancy for the prom-
ised address.

Two Epochs im His Life.

Mr. Moody’s address was more spiritual

and less in what is known as the news-

)c?—paper line than apy he has yet given.

Yet ever and anon there were quaint say-
ings and apt allusions that told with
xpaguetic effect ox the audience, The sub-
ject was the work of the Holy Spirit.

The two epoechs in my life were my
conversion,and wher? I was anointed by
the Holy BSpirit to work for God. If,
said he, everyone in this meeting would
receive this anointing, the influence would
be felt throughout Capada and far be-
Yond. ;

The Personality of the Spirit.

Said Mr. Moody, I .was in the church
for 10 years before I knew: that the Holy
Spirit was a person; I thought it was
mere influence, His office is to convince
of sin.

There are sins in the church that need
to be brought to our consciences. Let us
pray that the Holy Spirit may do this.
This must take place—internal cleansing
—_(l])efore any great work can be dope out-
side,

The Curse of Unbelief.

With unwonted vigor Mr. Moody  de-
clainied : We would not have a murderer
or drunkard, or thief, if it - rwas not for
unbelief, That is the cause of all the
misery and wretchedness in this world.
It is the damning sin of the church to-
day. May God eweep it ‘omt of the
hearts of all i this building. (A chorus
of amens.)

How the convicting process acts Mr.
Moody animatedly showed. When' peo-
ple march out of a church, stamping and
slamming the doors after them, it is a
sign that the Holy Spirit has been at
work. A

“You Told Moody About Me.”

Then Mr. Moody ‘told how a wife in
Philadelphia took her husband to hear the
evangelist. She asked him how he liked
Moody. He wouldn’t speak, and didn’t
speak for a week,’ (Lauglter.) ‘“Yousee
it took him a loug time to cool off; 24
hours is the usual time in the United
States. I don't know how .long it
takes in Canada.r (Renewed laughter.)
When the sulky husband spoke, he asked

“Why Id pyou tell Mr, Moody about
me 7’ The wife protested she never said
?%a word. “Then you wrote him ?” *“No,
no, I did not.” “Why that impudent fel-
low held me up hefore 10,000 people and
told them all about me!” (Loud laugh-
ter.)

This was the Holy Spirit’s work, added
Mr. Moody. I would rather break stones
on the highway than expose any one’s
sins.

Gabriel Couldn’t Do the Job.

No amount of Argument can convict a
man of sin. Gabriel ‘'might preach for
five hours with all the radiance and elo-
quence of heaven and not one soul would
be convicted of sin, unless the Holy Spirit
did the work, Now the Holy Spirit does
not work where there is bickering ' ‘and
quarreling, and that is the reason of the
deadness of many churches, Any work
that may be going on in such churches is
of the flesh, and will not last.

Eight-fold Aspects of Love,

The Holy. Spirit shed, the love of _God
in the repentant soul. There “are eight
aspeets of love: Joy is love, exultant,
peace is love in repose, long-suffering is
love untiring, gentleness is love in soci-
ety, goodness is love in action, faith is
love on the hattle-field, meekness is love
at school, temperance is love in train-
ing.

Cheer Up, All's Right.

Elisha was a first-¢lass back-slider and
wanted to die because he was discour-
aged. Don’t be cast down. If it isdark
where you are, there is light around the
Throne, and it shall soon burst upon you,
Lift up your heads, the hour of your re-
demption draweth nigh. The Chur:ch . of
God can never be side-tracked; it is going

He Is Sick of Reform.

Instead of this our pulpite are occupied
in the discussion of modern improve-
ments, 19th century progress or meta-
hysics, There is so muck talk of re-
orm, reform, Teform, till I am sick of
the whole thing. What is wanted is
to preach Christ in season and out of
geason.

Condemned Spirit Seances.

Mr. Moody considered it dishonorable
for Christiane to be running hither, and
thither for imstruction when they had
the Holy Spirit and the Word of God
to lead them into all truth.

I have been invited to go to places
where they turn out the gu,’p.nd where
the chairs and tables go jumping abeut.
(Laughter.) That is no place for a
child of God. We want no departed
spirits, nor seducing spirits, we havé the

oly Spirit. He has been tested for
1800 years, and has revolutionized all

laces where His influence has been felt.

t we are all faithful He will yet revolu-
tionige Toronto.

The Bible and Musie.

The two great agencies for: the: renew-
ing of this world, Mr. Moodyssaid, were
music and the Bible. The Gospel} game
into the world on the wings of song. It
does my soul good ta heari-the choir sing
-here.

Having spoken of the believer's body
as the temple of the Holy Spirit, Mr.
Moody said it behoved us to keep  that
temple pure and sweet. True Christians
should be careful about tobacco. Here
Mr. ‘Moody smiled, and with a! shrug of
the shoulder, said: *“I won't say any-
thing more lest you should be angry.”
(Laughtery) 1

With er Without Power.

Mr. Moody concluded by telling of a
remark &f Dr. Gordon of Boston. He said
that when a candidate applied for church
membership the question might be ask-
ed, “Do you want to be a member with
power or without power? If .without
power we don't want you; we have
enough of that kind already.” (Laugh-
‘ter.) . :

Several prayers were offered ere the
meeting closed, '

The Evening Crush.

At 7 o'clock last evening Massey Hall
was filled in every part, and the doors
closed one hour before the time of the
meeting. Sweetly the time was whiled
away by singing such songs .as *“Wonder-
§ul Words of Love,” “Are you coming
home to-night ¥’ **0, Calvary, dark Cal-
vary,” “What must it be to be there,”
“Awake, awake, O heart of mine,” *Be-~
hold what maunner of love.’ Harry M.
Blizht sang the plaintive song, “Nothing
but Leaves.”

Rev. Dr. S8ims and Rev. Dr. McTavish
offered prayer, after which the ever popu-
lar sonz, “He leadeth me,” was rendered.d
with capital eifect.

Compiimented the Choir.

Mr. Moody asked the occupants of the
upper gallery o sing the chorus, . which
they did admirably. Said he, *The choir
will have to look out; there’s a lot of
good singers up there. (Laughter) A
little late,” Mr. Moody said, "I would
o 10 miles to ‘hear this choir. F have
heard “He Leadeth Me' sung in America
and Britain, but never .in better style
than to-nignt. i[ you get nothing else
you will be repaid ior coming in hearing
them. There is a feeling abroad that the
people want high-toned classical music.
Dapn't you believe it.
cofimon music. There is a lot of music
go hizh that you don't know where it
goes.” (Laughter.)

Mrs. Patterson then sang Rev. Wil-
bur F. Craft's hymn, “We bow our knees
to the Father,” and the vast audience
joined in the chorus, *“We are waiting
tor the promise of the Father.”

The Spirit for Service,

Mr. Moody resumed his, discourse of
the afternoon on the operations
of the Ppirit, He showed that
no minister or layman could be suc-
cessful unless filleu with the Spirit. He
illustrated this by two examples. There
was a church.in Dundee at a very! low
ebb, when ‘the pastor went to the meet-
ing of the Keswick Brethren in Eugland
and zot the anointing of the Spirit. The
result was a spiritual revival and the
church now is not larze emough for the
congregation, The other story was that
a substitute minister in Chicago, who
was not popular with the church offi-
cials, zot filled with the. spirit and the
reeult had been 880 converts in 11
months. *“1 -=believe,” eaid Mr. Moody,
“that this can be done with all _the
churches that are half-empty now. If
the preacher be filled with the Spirit
the thurch will be filled with worship-
pers. Great good would then be done.
1t we were livinz rizht we wouald have
power to cast out the rum devil,

Praised Spurgeon.

Speakinz of spiritval power, Mr. Moody
at lenzth eulogized the lute Charias Had-
don Spurgeon and his work. It was be-
cause he was filled with the apirit. No
one church could contain a wman’s in-
fluence if filled with the Spirit. He
knew one denomination in the TUnited
States where, in 480 churches, they did
nét gZain one single soul. It was not
the will of 1God preachers should toil
without success. But men 2o into the
ministry and enter om Christian work
without seeking the power of the Spirit.
0, it is talk, talk, talk, and vet they
say nothingz!

Poter an Honest Church Clerk.

Mr. Moody quoted Rev. John McNeil’s
remark that the :wpostle Peter was an
honest church clerk, because he declared
openly, “We have caught nothing.” Mod-
ern church clerks eook, their reports, and
if they cannot report any captures they
say, ‘“We have been pickling what we
caught last year,” (Laughter.)

Pentecost was a specimen ' day. It
ought - to be repeated wherever faithful
service in the spirit is done, O, may the
fire come to-night! (Chorus of amens,)
It will sweep all barriers, and our hearts
will take in all the world,

Lessons Applied.

Then the great preacher spiritualized
the story of the translation of Elijah,
and maintained that we could get a
double portion of God’s Spirit if there
was the rending of all earthly mantles
and self-abasement. With vigor Mr.
Moody prayed for ithe descent of the
Spirit to consume everything carnal,
mean, law and selfis(i}.

Dr. Potts followed-in earnest prayer,
succeeded by Rev. J. MeD. Kerr.

The prayer meeting was attended by
nearly the whole of ithe vast congrega-
tion. It was a geason of highly-wrought
devotion; the singing was the grandest
yet given and the petitions such as would
storm Heaven's gate:
