London, Aug. 11.—A submarine boat 
of the Goubett type has Just been com­
pleted In Paris for the Brazlllian Gov­
ernment at a cost of 250,000 francs. Ex­
periments with the Goubett boats have 
proved conclusively that they are hab­
itable by a crew. The supply of fresh 
air Is renewed from reservoir tubes of 
oxygen, and the vitiated air Is forced 
downwards Into the sea by pumps 
which work automatically. The crew 
will consist of an officer and two men, 
who can, without difficulty, remain un­
der water for 15 hours. The craft is 
eight metres In length and one and 
three-quarter metres In diameter In 
the centre, and Is pointed at the ends, 
her shape being that of a cigar.

Dr. Parsons Says a Cessation of the Massa­
cres Can Only Be Attained 

By Prayer.
A sacramental and farewell service for 

missionaries to China took place In Knox 
Presbyterian Church last night. Incident­
ally, the recent Chinese massacres were 
alluded to, both by Rev. Dr. Mackay, sec­
retary of foreign missions, and Rev. Dr. 
Parsons. Rev. Dr. Mackay said that he 
regretted to find that some church-goers 
were of the opinion that the church should 
fight for Christ only until it met with 
tribulation, and then it should retreat. 
Within the past few days he had heard 
people say that a great responsibility rest­
ed with the church for sending men and 
women Into a barbarous country to be 
horribly murdered. Was that the spMt of 
Christ’s followers? No. They must fight 
undiscouraged to the end, and face every 
danger,, for His sake. How were we to 
know that these murders, which seem to 
us so horrible, were not God’s means to 
bring more souls to Himself? Indeed, let­
ters had been received which seemed to 
indicate that the blessed thing was to be 
accomplished by the terrible events that 
had taken place. The native Christians 
had rallied and shown themselves willing 
to fight to the death In defence of the mis­
sionaries of Christ.

Dr Pn rions Ad vocales Prayer.
Rev. Dr. Parsons, who followed, said 

that everyone should remember that all 
China was in God’s hands, just as all Can­
ada was, and that God would answer our 
prayers. If we wished *a cesaarlon ot mur­
der and pestilence,, we must pray God un­
ceasingly to that purpose.

In the closing .prayer. Rev. Dr. Mackay 
fervently petitioned the Creator to frus­
trate the evil intention of His enemies in 
China, who had executed these murders.

Three missionaries were consecrated for 
the Honan mission of North China—Miss 
Mackenzie, a lady who has been active in 
local mission work ; Mrs. Goforth, who 
served In China for seven years, and Is 
now returning thither, and Rev. Mr. Mit­
chell, a novice, who was recently ordained. 
All three delivered a few parting words, 
and asked for the prayers of all. Rev. 
Dr. Parsons conducted the service, assist­
ed by Rev. Dr. Maclaren, Rev. Dr. Sco- 
ville and Rev. Dr. Mackay. Messrs. Hamil­
ton Cassels and R. Gourlay of the Foreign 
Mission Board also delivered addresses.
