Dallas, Texas, Nov. 23.—The forests
in the southeasfern Texas pine lands
are burning With—" no prospects of
stopping or being controlled. In
churches, prayers were offerad yester-
day for rain. No one can get to the
fireswept districts and estimate of the
extent of damage ‘s mers gucss work.

The Sydney of To-Day.

When the boom struck Sydney, the
high wages offered by the Domimo
Iron & Steel Company caused quite
an exodus from other proviadal
towns. But a change has set in, not
sudden or unexpccted, for those most
competent to judge were of the opin-
ion months ago that the expenditure
for salaries and wages was. greater
than the industry would warrant,
and that the business would not be
on a paying or satisiactory footing
until stricter economy was practiced.
The new order of things bas been in-
augarated, the cut being heavier than
was anticipated, and in consequence
di sat'sfaction exists, although a strike
is not probable, as such a move might
result in closing the works.... A de-
spatch to the Chronicle says some of
the reductions, especially those of the
Ligh-salaricd officials, are very heavy.
Men who formerly drew $300 a month
will now, draw only $240. Those who
made $200 will be cut down to $160,
and all over $100 will be reduced 15
per cent. to 875 and $85. The labor-
ers and mechanical helpers are also
hard hit, their ruling wage hereafter
being only about $ a day instead
of from $1.50 to $1.75 as formerly.

With high rents and the cost of liv-
ing somewhat higher than in many
other provincial towns, those in re-
ceipt of the lower wages named will
find it hard to get along and keep
clear of debt. There will be lass mon-
ev to spend for the necessaries of life,
and this in turn will be felt by the
merchants, who will Lie unable to pay
the high rents now in vogue, aJecling
in turn the owners of real estate, who
when the boom was on, bought busi-
ness sites at fancy figures. This sharp
application of the pruning knife may
be neccssary in the interest of the en-
terprise, but it is none the less a
hardship, which falls with particular
severity upon the laboring classes,
whose pay, even at tha very best, is
never more than sufficient to make all
ends meet by the practice of the
stricte .t economy.—Exchange.

Pllgrims to Jerusalem.

A THOUSAND AMERICAN SUNDAY-
SCHOOL WORKERS TO JOUR-
NEY TO PALESTINE.

Jerusalem, the Holy City, . chief city
of that land which ~ furnishes every
Sunday-school in the world continual
subject for study, will witness a scene
next April like 10 none that has ever
occurred in the historic little city, and
one which wil make ever memorable
the early years of the 20th century.

A thousand Sunday-school supc;rin-
tendents, teachers, scholars and work-
«¥s have their eyes turned toward
«ectsalem, and a pilgrimage is plan-
ned that is unusual even in these days
of personally conducted parties to a
corners of the earth.

This 20?,11 century pilgrimage, so far
as America i8 comcerned, will: Bogin
March 8, 1904, when the North Ger-
men Lloyd steamship Grooser Kurfust
(14,000 tons) will sail from New York
with about 850 pilgrims from Canads
and the Uni‘ed States. Already about
00J berths have Leen engaged, and ap-
plications for the remainder are be-
mng rce.ived daily.

At Jerusalem the American party
“:AM be joired by several hundred from
England, who = wili have a special
steamcr of their own, and individuals
and small parties will also assemble
from practically every country where
there sre Sunday-schools. This host
of workers will gather on April 18, at
Jerisalem, close by Calvary, and
amid impressive surroundings will be
h\‘ld the Fourth World’s Sunday-
school Convention. i

Jesides the sessions at Jerusalem
there will be constant conferences, in’-
formal discussions and brilliant lec-
tures throughout the voyage, waking,
in fact, a convestion 71 days in du-
ration and 14,000 miles long.

Orizinal y this cruise was intended
only fir active Sunday-:chool “workers
1epresenting organized S ley-school
associations:- but so great has been
the demand for accommodation by
othcrs who long for a trip to  the
Holy Land that the com:nttice has of-
fired to tke public some 200 Lertks,
including some of tha best on the
ship,

In addition to the convention fea-
turcs of the cruise, the travel. itself
is most entertaingly arranged. On
the outward voyage there will be
stops at Madeira, Gibraltar, Algiers,
Malta, Athens, Constantinople, Smyr-
na, Beyrout and Calfa. After 17 days
in Pal stine, Alexandria, Cairo, Na-
ples, Rome and the Riveira will be
visitcd and thcse who wish to stay
longer in Europe will land at Naples
or  Villefranche. The regular party
will reach New York May 18. Side
t.ips are planned to Ephesus, Baal-
bec, Damascus, Galilee, Samaria, Lux-
or, Thebes, First Cataract of th
Nile. Two Sundays will be spent on
the Atlantic, three’ on the Mediterra-
nean, one at Athens, two at Jerusa-
lem, one in Egypt, one at Rome. Four
continents will bhe visited.

Big Fire on King St., St. John, N. B,

St. John, Nov. 25.—Fire which brok
out at eight o'clock to-night in the
cellar of E. P. Charlton & Co’s de-
partment store, King strect, was not
under gontrol until the firemen had a
hard fight of two hours, and at mid«
night they were still iighting the
blaze.... The damage done 12 rougnly
estimated at from $10,000 to $30,~
000, and is fully covered by nsurance.

The origin of the fire is not known,
but it is thought to have started
from the furnace of E. P. Charlton
& Co's premises. It was fed by in-
flammable stock and had great head-
way when the firemen got to work.
The building is owned by the J. W.
Lawrence estate, is four stories high,
and runs back to Market street. The
upper story is used as a wing to th
Virtoria Hotel, which adjoins.

Part of the second and third stories
are. occupicd by the Lawrence family,
Dowling Bros., dry goods stock room,
and Chas Conlon, photographer. On
the ground floor are the Thorne Bros.,
furs; Dowling Bros., dry goods; Y. P.
Charlton & Co., department store;
and A. M. Gway & Co., stationery.
Fronting on Charlotte but running
back to meet the Charlton premises,
are the stores of E. R. Nelson & Co.,
hooks; Scammell’s confectionery; M.
Coady & Co., boots and shoes; and F.
A. Dykeman & Co.

E. P. Charlton & Co’s loss is total,
have $14,000 insurance, but the loss it
estimated at double this amount
Dowling Bros loss is very heavy. They
have $14,000 insurance, but say their
stock was worth twice that. Thorne
Bros. suffered by smoke and water.
Considirable of Thorne Bros and the
Dowling stock was removed. The
Victoria Hotel sufiered only by the
entrance of smoke.
