Considerable seeding was done during
the seccnd and third weeks of May,
but, owing to heavy rains, manv
fields were not seeded until after the
second week of June. From the mid-
dle of June to the middle of July
almost mo rain fell. As a result of
this dronght crops all over the Prov-
ince were considerably diminished,
but, more particularly in Antigonish
and the Cape Breton Counties, where
the hay crop was most affected. Af-
ter the middle of July rains contin-
ued abundant until August 2nd, on

Since
August 2nd, the season has been very
dry, there being less water in the
wells and ,rivers during the month of
October tham for a long time. Owing
to this less fall plowing than average
‘has been done. Both spring ard fall
were singularly free from frosts, One
of the oldesti correspondents de-
scribes the season, as a whole, as ne-
ing the best all around in his recold
lection. In this estimate, the majori-
ty appear to agree.

CROPS.

Below there 1s tabulated the esti-
mates of 135 correspondents repre-

| senting every Caunty in the Province.

As usual, there is a ‘considerable
variance of opinion as to the yields
cf the individual crops, but it would
seem safe to assume that the average
report of so many corresnondents
ought to prove fairly accutate. In
previous years the standard of an
average crop has been taken, this be-
ing placed at 100. Finding, however,
that a more accurate estimate couid
be arrived at by taking for a stand-
ard the previous year's crop, we
have thought it best to make that
the standanrd. As far _as possible.
however, we have made an effort te
give figures, both in relation to las
year’s crop and the so-called average
crop.

CONDITIONS OF LIVE STOCK.

Live stock of all kinds have gone
into winter quarters in better condi-
tion than for some years past. The
pasturage has continued later than
usual, so that the plentiful supply of
feed -which was stored in the barns
during the summer will be considera-
bly economized. Owing to better nas-
tures milch cows produced considera-
ble more milk than during the past
five years. The numbers, however,
have not been sufficiently increased to
much larger than

DAIRY PRODUCTS.

Butter is estimated at 106 per cent.
as compared with last year. The
quality is placed at 105 per cent.
The output of cheese was about tne
same as last year, and the quality
also equal to that of last year. Ow-
ing to the large amount of butter
that is made at home dairies and
privately marketed, it is difficult to
arrive at g definite estimate of total
output of dairy products.

FRUIT.

The 1908 fruit crop was the most
satisfactory that has been gathered
for a number of years. The average
of all correspondents places the quan-
tity, in comparison with the yield of
last year, at 97 per cent. The quality
however, is so much superior that it
