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ourselves to some practical test, that we may make sure that we arc not deceive
ing ourselves. A money test may be a coarse one, but it is an ever ready and
sufficiently searching one to the average Briton or American.  Let him ask
himself, »do 1. who pray and talk so readily of the love of Jesus, give even
as much for lis cause and His poor az every Jew was obliged under the old
law to give,—two fifteenths of my yearly income ?”
