The reading desks and altar aré
huag with rich white, in place of the
purple, while over the retable are vases
of flowers arranged in mess, making a
begutiful ‘backgreund.  On Christmas
Eve, when lit up, just asa Drocessisn of
children came in- fram the west doer, led
by cheir boys, bearing the processional
cross, and surpliced, “singing, “0 Come
all ye faithful,” it presentod & most beguti:
ful effect. - Evensong commexced. - con-

sisting of & full choral service by choir|

and Sunday School childven, conducted
by Rev. Henry Sterns. The Pstlms were
chanted with great precisien, and the
solos in the Magmificat were sung with
much tenderness and expression. Alto-
gether, making the service a most impres-
sive ome.

Sinee, & pleasant overing was spent hy
the Church poopla at a Christmas tree
for ths Sunday School childrom, prepared
by a layman, who was sided by the
Indis. of the Church. To see the hand-
somo and costly gifts prepared for the
comfor! of tha children in these cold
winter months w0 fully appreciated, is a
great satisfaction te these whoe labored aa
faithfully, ned made it every way a per-
fect success.
