times of Father Matthew, on which sab-
jeet b ohave already spoken elsewhere,
bnt before asociety su consistently earry-
ingout the prineiples of that distmguish-
ed avestle and belore an aulience so
familinr with his career, 1 despatired of
being able to say anything new and fin-
ally decided for this mght at all events
to have nothing todo with temperanc,
After consideration I have devided tu
ask vonr kind astention while L bricfly
tny betore you the crreer and character
of an Trishnuwm, or perhaps 1 should say
an Lrish American, forduring over 205 ears
he was an enforeed exile in the neigh-
boring republie, a man who by his man-
Iv virtues, his talents as an orator, hLis
vigorous writings us a journalist, and his
soul thrilling poems, us done inestinable
gervice not only to Irelund’s cause at
home, but in eclevating the status of
Irishmen thronghout this continent—IJ
refer to him whose sudden death about
nyenr and a hatl ago caused such wide
spread  sorrow—the poet, patriot and
humanitarian,
JOIIN HOYLE O'REILLY,

Having deseribed thc enrly carcer of
John Boyle O'Reilly, hiy stivling charac-
ter, his love for his native land, his sub-
sequent connection with the Fenian Bro-
therhood, and his Lrial, conviction, and
transportation to Australin, the spenker
next gave an interesting account of his
dnring escape from that,country, and of
the many adventures preceding his nrri-
val in Philadelphia, and then conlinued
ns follows:—-“With his nrrival in America

Jolin Boyle O'Reilly’s life as & man may

be said to commenege. Dmmediately on
Landing at Philadelphia he took eut hix
tirst naturalization pupers, and from the
very outset determined to take upon bim-
selt all the serions duties of manhood in
the great country which had atlorded
him an asylum. His fame had preceded
himy, the accounts of his daring escape
had spread farand wide,and within three
months of his arrivad in Ameriea he had
leetured hefore enraptured  thousands
in Bostonr, New York, DProvidence,
and other vities in the United States.
But though for thenext twenty vears he
was auniversal favorite on the leeture
plattorm, though a poet by bivth, by
training and edneation he was o jourual-
ist, and as such it was that he was rles-
vined to beecome an acknowledged power
inthe United States, Shortly after his
arrival we lind him on the statl’ of the
Boston Pilot, of which journal he was
subscquently its editor for many yenrs,
and eventundly jomt owner with Arch-
bishop Williuns. Now it might have
been expected from his carly political
associations that he would be c:l.sil{'
swayed by the basty  impuises which
actuate many of his race, but under-
Iying his warm  patriotic sympathies
John Boyle O’'Rleilly wasg essentially a
man of principles. He had not long
been on the staft’ of the Pilot when lie
male this very manifest. On the 121h
July, 1870, the Orangemen paraded the
streets of New York with all the insigni
and musie so insulting to Irish Catholics,
and the resull was & melec in which
several iives were lost.  Now John Boyle
O’LLeilly, who was
PORN ON THE BAXKS OF THE BOVXNE,
and who had sulfered imprisonment.
brutality and insults as a punishiment for
his patriotism. would, if any man could,
have been justified in feeling the bitter-
= of purty spirit; and yct in the very
next issue ol the Boston Pilot, regardiess
of the harsh criticisms which he might
expect in the then exeited state of public
feeling among his countrymen, far from
exXtenuating the acts of the Ttish Catho-
lics who attacked the Orange procession,
e seathingly  denouneed then bitterly
condemned both Orangemen and Irish
Cathelies, and with true patriotism de-
plered the humiliation east on the Irish
name by the senseless Importing to tis
continent of old world feuds, fends whise
only result wis to make the nume of
Trishmen o seofi and 2 hyeword in Aner-
il Awain in 1871 the Orngensen
paraded in New York and again hike -
sults ensued. No whit abashed by this.
he agatn attacked the evit whicl hie had
resulvedtodestroy. luatemperatearticic
he gave s masterly expoxt of the whale
guestion,  He  cleavly =showaed  that
though the authorities tolerated these
parly processions, that as o matter of
tact  neither  Orangenien nor o leish
Cutholics had any right to parade at all,
nuch as they might assert their poe
tended rights, and that if theze pre-
tended rights could nol be excreised
without danger to fite amd to the pubtic
peace, that it wonld become theduty of
every thinking Irish citizen to demnand
that both processions should be pre-
scribed o and he called vpon all toregn
born Amerieans to =ink their animosi-
ties, o devote themselves 1o the
fund i which ther were living, and o
nnite as brothers nmder the Stars and
Stripes with that patriotism whieh s
true crateful sons they owed to the land
af thetr adoption,  Thus 1t was that
wom  his very arrival in the United
States, heo as with the instinet of & man
with 1 mission courageously. attacked
evils wherover they appeared, regandless
af whose sensthilities he might huert, amd
when we look back over

and note the change of opinion which
s taken place on this question of party

self-nppointed Tzl leaders. who were
s their conntevmen for their own
hase :d interested purposes with Ameri-
ean politieal parties 7 Who was it wiio
seat ingly denounced  amd exposed ali
eandidates, from President to policemen
who sought the sapport of the Irish on
the ples that they were the friends ot
frishimen?  Who was it who tanght bis
countrymen if they would only be frue
to themselves, if they wonld only think
and edueate themselves and make prop-
ernse of their rights and privileges, that
they could do tntinitely more far them-
selves than those who from nterested
mutives were proclaiming their friend-
sivip fur them? Who was it who taught
thienm to rely on themselves?  Who was
it who whenever their religion, their
nattonality or theirinlerests were attack-
ed. or the gomd naume of freland reflected
on, ever bravely stoond forth as their
championand defended them with a zeal
anil a power which commended the at-
tention and respect of American publie
opinion? Who was it who with pen and
voice ever counselled his fellow conntry-
men to make the most of tneir abilities,
o devote those abilities to furthering
the progperity of the Inmd of their adop-
tion and that thereby they would best
help and reficet credit on the old land
whenee they eame? Why, ever and
always that same self emancipated con-
vict John Boyle O'Reilly. A man sach
as this couid not long remain unknown
among a keen and appreciative people.
LIKE OUE AMERICAN COUSINS .
there was the ring of the truc metal
aboul hiny and he came to be recognized
by all chsses as a4 man of admittedly
great powers. The Catholic University
of Notre Dame, Indinnwy, conferred on
him the degree of Doctor of laws;
the Phi Betn Kappa association of Dart-
mouth College made hint an honorary
member, and the Democeatic party se-
lected him time and again as a candidate
for oflice, but this latter honor he ever
declined, When  Parnell,  McCarthy,
Dillon and other among the Trish leadery
visited the continent at different times
he was frequently selected asone of the
most prominent Iyvish citizens to preside
at their meetings. But though he al-
ways assisted gvery Inudable movement
for the ndvancement of Ireland’s cause,
he could never be prevailed upon to ac-
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cept otlice in any Irish national society,
Evidently preferring to preserve his in-
dependence  knowing that therehy he
coutld be more potent for gond, Foy be
the cause what it might, Amenecan or
Irish national, that cauge had indead to
be pure and perfect i it wished to
avoid the eritical voice and pen of John
Boyle (YReilly. True hesometimes ran
counter to the public feelings of his
conntrymen and was harshly eriticized
by them, but alter events generally
proved that thiy Tong-headed poet was
right.  For ingtance, in 1882, when the
Land League agitation was going on,
when amonge enthusiastie brishmen to
express any doubt of its eventual sueress
wis to be cansidered a traitor, when the
Irish World was poisoning public opinion
with ils socialistic doetrines, he again
took out his dizsseeting knite and with
characteristic cotrge vigoronsiy used it
He gave great erediv to the Land Leavoe
lor its successiul ellorts in warding o
the threatrned famine, bhot he uneom-
promisingly condenned ths present pro-
prictary scheme, showing that i the
agricoltural population of Ireland thos !
hecawme the debiors of Faogland it nuss
of necessity votand Treland’s pagional sd-
vancement for Sty vears th come, or at
least anti thwy had repaid their debt tod
the Fngli=h Government. He

those {enorant  enthusiasts who were
loudiv prociadming that the Land Leagne
tended toabolish all rent, showing that

taking part in its eleidation, His men-
tad ad phvsieal activity was prodigious,
and a young man «'ill, he the despised
convict of «rher davs, bicange through
his own abilities, vne, of the mast re-
spected and remarkable wmon in the
neighboring republic; and when his
mental powers were at their hrightess,
when his robast constitution gave pro-
mise al a lng eareer, when he was uni-
v Hy estremed and respected by all
claxses, and the future was certainly
opening up to him the lepitimate and
deserved temporal reswenrds of hix labors,
studdenly, with that trilling shock which
we can il so well remember, came the
awful tiddings of his death.?

The speaker then brielly referred to
some of Jolin Boyle O'Reilly’s poems,
saying that to consider him as a
et wonld  require i iecture in
itself, and after relating several
ancedotes  descriptive of  the man,
and describing his death and the general
manifestations of regret expressed by all
classes and creeds in the United States,
he brought his address to a close, as fol-
lows : —

“Long and deservedly, ladies and gen-
tlemen, will the name of Jobhn Boyle
O'Reilly live in the history of Americn,
and green will his memory be kept in
Irish hearts on this continent. His loss
i irreparable, but the death of a great
and good man such as he is not always
all loss, for he leaves his works after him,
Al Johu Boyle O'Reilly’s career was an
example ; and as the living man wag all
powerful for good, so wilt lis exn.m'pl:_z,
if properly apprecinted and properly imi-
tated, continue the good work which he
designed. Let us then imitste and
study him, let those especially who are
entering on life’'s carcer tnke as their
model the man so imperfectly described
to-night. Worlhy indeed was he of
our imitation| for he was “faithful to his

camd oty purposes umler the notice of

o=t or the memory of their dewds be for

Home fulers, and eventuaily !

principles and {rue to his fellawmen,
laithiful to the l[and ol his adoption, and
true to the land of his birth.”

Dr. Quigley maved o vote of thauks ta
Mr, Purcell, whom he eulogized for his
eloquent address. Thesource, he con-
tinued, of John Boyle O'Reilly, great-
ness was his sterling Catholicity. The
principles of the Church, with the lofty
aims and noble enthusiazms which they
inspire, penetrated and permeated his
brave, muanly heart. He urged the
voung Catholic Irishmen of Monireal to
stinly -hi< life and his work, and to en-
deavor earnestly to imitate his examples.

Mre L J. Carman, )., MLE., in second-
iy the motiong, made one of his custom-
ary felicitous speeehes, during theeouse
ot which he warmly praised Mr, Pavecl)
for his eloonent address, and expressid
his pleasure at seeing snceh a magnitieent
atdience assembled to listen to him. Sa
long as there were young men like his
friendd Mr. Purecll to stuly and lecture
upan the lives of =ueh men as Johin Bovle
O Reitly, tobring their great achievemoents
