Before the closing of the meeting, the chairman inform-
ed the Committee that, he was to retire from the
administration of municipal affairs. He congratulated his
colleagues on the good understanding which had always
existed in the City Hall Committee and thanked the heads
of the departments for having facilitated to him the su-
pervision of the different branches of the mumicipal ser-
vice under the control of this Committee.

He availed himself of this opportunity to show the im-
portance which this Committee, which has only been in
existence for one year, has already attained, in view of
the fact that it must attend as required by the |Charter to
most of the affairs of the Finance Committee, to which is
solely assigned the control of the finances of the City.

He made such suggestions for the guidance of his
successors who would be called upon to realize two impor-
tant projects which the first members of the City Hall
Committee were not able to carry out, engaged as they
were in the crganization of this new Committee ,namely:
(1) the construction of a new City Hall or, at least, the
erection of a Recorders 'Court with head quarters for the
Police so as to give sufficient accommodation to the dif-
ferent municipal services; (2) the construction of a civie
library worthy of the Metropolis of !Canada.

The other members of the Committee also made similar
remarks.
