• able to demonstrate a working knowl-

edge of German (at least one year of 

university German or the equivalent); 

and 

• studying at a post-secondary institu-

tion in Canada that has membership 

in CAUTG. 

How Do I APPLY? 

Students interested in the program must 

register before November 30. A non-

refundable registration fee must accom-

pany applications. 

Transportation from the studenes home 

to Frankfurt, Germany, and back may be 

subsidized.
