Neither the operator, the owner, any person liable under Article 3 orArticle 4, nor their respective servants or agents, shall be liable for damageon the surface caused by an aircraft in flight or any person or thing falligtherefrom otherwise than as expressly provided in this Convention. This ruleshall not apply to any such person who is guilty of a deliberate act or oMisidone with intent to cause damage.

Article 10.
Nothing in this Convention shall prejudice the question whether a personliable for damage in accordance with its provisions has a right of recours

against any other person.
