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PRAYERS

Mr. LeBlanc (Rimouski) for Mr. Otto, from the
Standing Committee on Health, Welfare and Social
Affairs, presented the Third Report of the said Com-
mittee, which is as follows:

Pursuant to its Order of Reference of Wednesday,
December 16, 1970, your Committee has considered Bill
C-180, An Act respecting the packaging, labelling, sale,
importation and advertising of prepackaged and certain
other products, and has agreed to report it with the
following amendments:

Clause 3

In line 30, delete number “17” and substitute number
“18” therefor.

Clause 7

Delete line 7, on page 4, and substitute the following
therefor:

‘to deceive a consumer as to the net’

Delete line 21, on page 4, and substitute the follow-
ing therefor:

‘deceive a consumer as to the matter so’

Clause 9

Delete line 6, on page 5, and substitute the following
therefor:

‘9. (1) No dealer shall sell, import into Can-’

Add, immediately after line 14, on page 5, the follow-
ing therefor:

“(2) No dealer is guilty of the offence of selling,
importing into Canada or advertising a prepackaged
product that is packaged in a container that has been
filled in such a manner that a consumer might reason-
ably be misled with respect to the quality or quantity
of the product if he establishes that the container
was filled in accordance with a recognized and ac-
cepted production practice that is reasonably neces-
sary for the purpose of packaging the product.”

Clause 10

Delete line 31, on page 5, and substitute the follow-
ing therefor:

‘nature, quality, age, size, material content,’
